A STRAWBERRY LUNCHEON.

At tills social affair the great, lusciousqueen berry" reigns in all its glory, forthe repast is a true strawberry feast,
both -for eye and palate, and is certain
to prove a. delight to lovers of this finespring fruit, while at the same time it Is :
seasonable and unique.
If practicable it would be nice to have

the luncheon set out on a veranda or on
the lawn, but, as this is riot possible forevery one who may think to extend hos-pitality after this fashion. Nature's ac- i
cessories. In. the shape of greenery, must \u25a0

be brought indoors to help render thedining hall. a spring-like scene of fresh-ness and beauty, and add a touch of tho
artistic. ..-.Branches,; of the commonest
trees and shrubs from field and wo
will do,. and these are ; intermingled with
knots of red ribbon or bunting, which Is
used; to confine;,the;.green to the wood- i

work of the room; also to festoon such
other furnishings as admit of ornamen-
tation in this way. Over the tabic a
sort of canopy is formed by dropping
streamers of the red entwined with vines;
and bunches of the berries (.real or arti-
ficial) from the chandelier above, and
looping the ends so as to garland theedge of the cloth, strawberry-headed hat
or stickpins being stuck through the rib-
bon at each cover to hold it in place.
These pins act for souvenirs, and may
be prepared for personal use, or for fancy
drapery pins; in either ease they aro
most acceptable to the recipients.

A white cover is used tor the table,
dotted over with berry-shaped doilies of
red lace or crepe paper, each one of
which is outlined with sprays of straw-
berry stems caught un red floss. The
center also has a large red mat, and on
this is piled strawberry leaves or straw,
berry vine, which is procurable at any
florist's; here, too, the stems, removed,
for culinary purposes, figure conspicuous-
ly, and the pinked edges of green look
charming when skillfully arranged to
show. Up from out this green bank rises
a monster berry, whose capacious depths
contain a delicious strawberry punch,
that at the proper time of the service is
dipped Into berry cups of candy and
served to the guests gathered about the
board. At her end and side similar,
but smaller,- receptacles make fruit
stands, and still smaller ones are scat-
tered about the table promiscuously, act-
ing, instead of chinaware, for the lighter
viands and daintier articles of food which
are the polite thing at a luncheon.

Before every cover stands a huge berry
embedded In a wreath of leaves which
act as a support, pud when the ribbon-
tied stem-lid is lifted the berry Is found
to contain bonbons for ' he delectation of
the company. These also might serve aa
favors, and are manufactured from candy,
celluloid 01 cardboard. Ices are served
in molds of the same colo. and shape.

• The strawberry its.li f.hould form the
chief ingredient of the eatables used, and
throughout the entire service the color
scheme of the party and the shape aro
strictly adhered to. T.'ith a skillful em-
ployment of red coloring matter and the
berry juice nothing need appear at tho
table which has not a pinkish hue.

FADS IX LKATHER

In her choice of leather, Dame Fashion
shows the same fickle mind as in her
selection of other wearing apparel. Last
year a very pronounced demand was ex-
perienced for Russia leather, but this
season it appears from inquiries made at
several of the leading shops in town that
patent leather has' the call.

The better grades of patent leather
Shoes are mad. from patent calf. No
patent calf Is made In this country.
Some years ago the tanners here spent

considerable money In trying to make a
patent calf that would compare favorably
in quality with the Imported article, but
were unable to do it. Patent leather and
patent calf must not be confounded. Of
the former large quantities are made
here. It being tanned from cowhide,
while the latter is from calfskin. Small
calfskins of fine fiber are selected. Dur-
ing the process of tanning, they aro
stretched, else the japan would soon

j crack.
The process of laying th japan follow-

ed in Germany and France ls tt" secret
the American tanner has not yet learned.
A first quality patent calf, if not exposed
to sudden changes of temperature-, will
wear quite as well as the ordinary calf.

"The quality may be judged from the
brilliancy of the yet black. If the japan
has a bluish cast, depend noon it the
quality is not tirst-class, and let not
the smooth-tongued salesman deceive
you.

Kangaroo Is another of fashion's favor-
ites. It was first used ln the manufac-
ture of shoes about twenty-five -yeara
ago, since which time it has gradually
grown In favor. As it baa won public
favor entirely by its merits, it will doubt-
less retain Its popularity for some years.
It has the virtue of being both durable
and very easy to the foot. Its strength is
so great as to defy the power of ordi-
nary men to tear.

Cordovan has taken the place of alli-
gator for wear in wet weather. his is
also largely Imported from Germany. It
Is made from certain parts of the horse
hide, and is a very durable, leather. It
is impervious to water, and has a very
smooth surface. it is not imported In
«ide», as are most kinds of leather, but
comes blocked to the shape of the vamp.
Unlike calf, it does not stretch In .-.ear-
ing, but retains the shape of tho last
until the shoe is worn out. Formerly it
wa3 very expensive, but recently the

j tanners have conquered many of the dif-
ficulties in preparing the hide, and with
reduced cost it is now popular.

This season in all the many original
designs for tasteful footgear, ooze calfplays a conspicuous part. Its soft, vel-
vety feeling and appeal nee no doubt
commend it to the favor of the fair sex.
It is really calf, small skins or fine
fiber being selected. The dyes are per-
colated or oozed through It; hence its
name. The velvety feeling is given to
the flesh side by a series of sandpaper-
ing3, while th grain side of the skins
is slightly pebbled. This permits of many
combinations from the game skin. The
peculiar texture of a calfskin permits
of its being dyed a "fast color" In any
color and shade from jet black to a
bright orange or cream white. Gray, tan
and russet are most In demand. Not
only is ooze calf being used ln the manu-
facture of shoes, but It Is now ustd t>?
quite an extent by the makers of al-
bums, pocketbooks, hand bags, card
cases, pen wipers and a thousand ether
novelties.

"Women-it Dress for Tennis,

J. Parmly Paret, in "The Woman's
Book of Sports," published by the Apple-
tons, tells women how to dress for ten-
nis, as follows:

"As to dress for women In tennis, a
short skirt Is absolutely necessary In or-
der to run about the court with any free-
dom. One or two of the best American
players wear starched skirts of while
duck, quite short, and they keep out of
the way of the legs better than anything
else— important point to be considered
in any game where running about and
quick turns give the skirts a tendency to
wind around the knees In a way that
mikes it Impossible always to start quick-
ly. A loos, waist, preferably a shirt
waist, is also necessary to give freedom
in the use of the arms, and it is much
wiser to play without corsets, if possible,
