Conversa-
tions held yesterday by a Globe rep-+
resentative with a number of these gen-
tlemen and some of the retail dealers
as well, go to indicate that tneir posi-

tlon is fully justified by facts.

William A. Murphy, of the firm of B.
Preslcy & Co., when questioned on the
Bubject, szdid:

ST, PAUL AMONG THE BEST.

“St. Paul is one of the very best mar-
kets for strictly good frult that there is
in this entire country, and bears that
reputation throughout the producing dis-
tricts and among the shippers. It is well
recognized among the California shippers
that fancy grades of fruit, 1if shipped
to St. Paul, will bring good prices., Ours
was the thivd city in the United States
to inaug te dally huction sales of Cal-
ffornia deciduous fruits, only New York
and Chicago being ahead of us. Minne-
apolis began just about the same time,

These sales are held daily at the freight
house of the Milwaukee road under the
management of the Twin City Fruit Aue-

tion company, which comprises tha
wholesale fruit dealers of this city.-Sim-
flar sales are held in Minneapolls. These

sales will continue throughout the sea-
son until some time in October. At pres-
ent the varieties chiefly sold are peaches,
checries, apricots and plume,

“It is a well known fact that in this
city we handle about three times as
much California deciduous fruit as goes
to St. Louis, There is more fruit sold
in Minneapolis than here, Lut it is of
an inferior quality. The demand here 1is
all for high grade stock, and we have
great difficulty in disposing of amyti¢ng
that is not up to standard. In 1895 St.
Paul was the best market for Tokay
grapes in the entire United States. The
average weekly shipment for that sea-
Eon was three cars, each containing 1,200
crates. There are now shipped Into St.
Paul an average of from five to six cars
of strawberries per day, which I think
Is not eqnaled by many citdes, regara-
less of their size. Qur local dealers were
the 1irst in the country to ask tne ba-
nana importers to establish an extra
large grade, and we are now receiving
an extra Port Limon, which is so jarge
that but 300 bunches can be packed in a
car. The average shipment is ten cars
per week.

“We ship our oranges and lemons al-
most entirely from Southern California
now and our deciduous fruits from North-
ern California, Oregon, Washington ana
Idaho. We are still uncertain as to
where the bulk of our apples will come
from this year, but I think from Mis-

souri, 1llinois, Kamsas and Arkansas. Wa
generally get quite a few cars of box
apples, whicn are very nice. from Wash-
ington, Oregon and Idaho,

“Bananas are, of course, all shipped
from Central America, the distributing |
points in this country being New Or- 4
leans and Memphis. The trade is all con-
trolled by three corncerns, the principal
of which is the United Fruit company.
iWe use very few imported lemons now,
Formerly there would be only a few
cars every season shipped here from Cal-
ifornia, but now nearly all of them
come from there. The California lemon,
I may say, has almost entirely taken
the place of the Messina preduet in this

country, and there are not more than a

half dozen cars imported for this mar-
ket each season.”

“One characteristic of this St. Paul mar-
ket is that we never have any trouble
in getting good prices for the best grades

of anything in the fruit line. It is only
when a car is delayed or becomes heat
ed in transit and the contents arrive in
bad condition that we have any difficuity.

Then we find it almost impossible to
dispose of it at any price.

NO CHEAP GOODS BOUGHT.

James Redpath, of the firm of Dore &
Redpath, said: “St. Paul as a market for
the very flnest fruits is second to none
in the United States. Only last week at
the auction in Minneapolls, St. Paul deal-
ers bid the highest prices and brought
away goods that could not be disposed
of there. Bt. Paul consumers are after
fancy fruit all the time and are willing
tQ pay the price for it. Cheaper stock
wlll go in Minneapolis, but not here. 1In
the demand for the fancy grades of fruit
St. Paul 1s superfor to Chicago, St. Louls
and Kansas City. The largest shippers
of California recognize the fact that their
very finest qualities will find a ready
market here and bring good prices, and
conscquently they are very ready to ship
here. From now until the beginning of
October we will be getting from three
to four cars of delicious fruit every day,
most of which will be sold at auction
to the Third street dealers. Whenever
we get a poor lot of fruit, regardless of
supnly and demand, we have trouble in
getting rid of it, but with fancy fruit
even on a dull market we never feel any
uneasiness.

““This market {s not so excitable as the
Chicago market, for Instance. At times
prices there may be 25 per cent higher
than here, but again within a day or two
they will drop to 50 per cent lower than
ours. Here prices seem to be more even,
and regulated by a steady demand for the
best that can be had. Our retail grocers
are perhaps the most partifeular in this
entire country. In going to other markets
we find grocers buying goods regardless
of inspection. Here inspection s very
close. As a matter of fact, our retail
grocers know the value of good fruit
better than any one else, and don't care
to handle a poor class of goods. We no-
tice this mcre and more every year, and
for .that reason we commission men
must search everywhere for the best, as
we know perfectly well that loss will
follow upon a shipment of poor stuff,

THIS I8 A LIVELY SEASON.

“The so-called orange season is pretty
nearly at an end, although that is one
of the fruits we have nearly all the year
round. Now, beginning in October, we
will get the Mexican oranges, and a little
later those from Arizona and Florida.,
Then in December come the Californla
navel oranges, and they continue until
the end of May. In June and July we
ael the Mediterranean Sweets, *“St.
Micbaels” and Valencias, whien keep us
supplied until the Mexicans begin to come
in again. Of course the trade in oranges
after July is limited, from the fact that
the deciduous fruits then become plenty,
As an Indication of the temper of this
market In the matter of oranges I will
tell you that our firm has handled sixty-
four cars of them since November last,
and mcre than 7 per cent of those were
of the very finest quality. Muw York
1s of course considered the largest mar-
ket for Cualifornia fruits and the place
where the highest prices can be obtained,
but T can gay that we have never been
able to find a brand of oranges in Call-

, fornia too good for ready sale in St. Paul.

“We have just about finished the herry
season, and while the margin of profit has
been only fair, we have had a great deal
of satisfaction from the fact that it has
been in one sense the best vear In our
experience. The quality, of berries we
have handled has never been better than
this scason. By the time our home-grown
berries begin to come in the commission
man will have to devote his attention
to something else.

“We are looking forward to
of plenty, and judging from the :nazgz';

De Aguirre says the Filipino
population never was in favor of war
against the United States.

erals now in rebellion are only brigands,
end will either surrender or lay down
their arms as soon as their followers
tire of them.

“If Aguinaldo returns to politics and
desires it, his people will send him to
represent them as a delegate in your
congress, as later we must have repre-
sentation, no matter what kind of gov-
ernment is established.

MINISTER WU'S LITTLE KICK.

Thinks Chinese Exclusion Ac¢t Un-
just to His Countrymen.

WASHINGTON, June 8.—The treasury
department today telegraphed the col-
leetor of customs at San Francisco, in-
structing him to co-operata with Chinese
consul general there in the latter's effort
to capture Su Shipi Chan and to taks
pr;)pcr measures for his dcportation to
China,

The Chinaman arrived in San ¥Fran-
cisco about a week ago and was per-
mitted to land at the request of Minister
‘Wu, who informed the treasury denart-
ment through the state department that
be, in connection with two other Caina-
men, came to the United Siates on busi-
ness for the Chinese government. Min-
ister Wu discovered that Su Shipi Chan
was not here on cfficlal business, ana
today called at the treasury department
to withdraw his indorsement of the man.
The Chinese consul general wired Min-
ister Fu that Su Shipi Chan is in San
Francisco and offered to co-operate with
.the United States officers in apprehend-
ing him. While at the department Min-
ister Wu strongly objected to the Chi-
nese exclusion act, claiming that every
Chinaman seeking admission to this

country is entitlgd to trial In a court of
Justice,

EVERETT, Wash,, June 8 —Joseph Rice,
of this eity, employed as ore sampler
by the Puget Sound Reduction company,
which has headquarters in New York,
is under arrest on the charge of collusion
with a Montana mine owner in stealing
$70,000 from two car loads of ore. The
ore was sampled by Rice and pald for
by the reduction company on the basisg
of his estimate. It is alleged that the
scheme worked was by salting a low
grade ore to more than ten times its
actual worth. Rice, who declares his
innocence, has been released on $10,000

WON'T RECOGNIZE THE UNION.

But Corliss Engine Works at Proyi-
dence Concede Machinists’ Demand.

PROVIDENCE, R. I, June 8—The
strike of the machinists at the Corliss
works in this city has taken a rather
unexpected turn in which the company,
while ignoring the union and the strik-
ers, makes the announcement through an
advertisement that they will pay stand-
ard wages to machinists on the basis that
fifty-four hours shail constitute a week's
work. In add'tion they promise to pay
a premium to be regulated by the degree

of efficiency the individual workman
shows. This not only is all the men
are striking for, but it is more than

they have sought, wish the exception that
the existence of a Machlnists’ union is
not recognized,

INDIANS IN PASSION PIAY.

Five Hundred Siwashes in Sacred
Tragedy at Ofilllwacke, B, C.

VANCOUVER, B. C., June 8—The
presentatjion of the “Passion Play,”
postponed on account of the heavy rain-
fall, was begun this afternoon on the
Indlan reservation at Chilliwacke, forty
miles distant from this city. Five hun-
dred Siwash Indians, representing thir-
teen tribes and speaking seven different
dialects were engaged In presenting the
sacred play under the direction of the
Roman Catholic missionaries to the Brit-
ish Columbia Indians. The Indians in-
cluded 2,000 aborigines from all parts of
the Pacifie coast, all wearing brilliantly-
colored costumes. To the white Specta~
tors the general appearance was that of
a fete, while the solemnity of the occa-
sion was marked by the peculiarity of
the devotions of the Indians,

Ev-
erett Flunker ‘was a leader of his race
and was one of Jefferson county's
wealthlest negroes. He was grand mas-
ter of colored Odd Fellows of Arkansas
and a member of the order's executive
board of the United States. The estate

is worth about $20,000. The Cleggs are
in jail.

ONEEST CABLE YET LA

BRITISH LINE TO CONNECT DOMIN-
ION OF CA:SA]&-A WITH AUSTRA-
LIAN CONFEDERATION

NEARLY 6,000 MILES LONG

Submarine Telegraph From Vancoa-
ver Island to Queensland Will
Be, When Completed, Long-
est in the World.

WASHINGTON, June 8.—The state de-
partment is in receipt of inieresting in-
formation concerning work on the Brit-
ish Pacific telegraph cable, which is to
connect the dominlon of Canada with
the Australian confederation. The new
cable is to be 58343 miles in length—the
longest ever constructed—and will be
transported and laid by ons ship, which
is now being bulit for that purpose. Con-
sul Abraham Smith, at Victoria, B. C.,
informs the state departmént that a sur.
veying party has located the landing
site at the Canadian end of the cable
at a point on Kelp bay, near Banfield
creek. It is about seven miles from the
éntrance to Barclay sound, and some-
thing over 100 miles from Victoria. The
location is described as being admirably
adapted for the purpose.

The cable will run from Vancouver
island to Fanning island, which lies
south of Hawail, a distance of 3,337 miles,
before a landing is effected. Thence it
is laid to the Fijis, to Norfolk islana
and thence to Qucensland.

Work on the ceble proper aiready has
been commenced ir England, and the
first Installment, which will be the cable
from the route from Fanning island on
to Australla, is expected to leave Eng-
land in January, 1%2. D2y the term of
the contract the whole cable I8 to be
laid and in working order by January,
1003. It will cost $10,000,000.

SULTAN AT HOME.

PERSONAL LIFE OF THE MONARCH
WHO NEVER PAYS.

The secrets of an Oriental despot are
usually more worthy of the name than
political secrets as Western peoples un-
derstand the term, says London New3,
Under governments more or less popular
an inkling of what 18 gommg on behmnd
the scenes is pretty sure to get about,
deaiings of
those In power are usually open and pal-
pable enough. But in countries where all
&overnment i{s one huge conspliracy of a
few against the interests of the subject
another state of things prevails. All who
have a foot in the house of vower are in
the plot, and the merest love of life will
keep them standing shoulder to shoulder,
from the crowned king down to the
smallest footboy of the palace. We are
some centuries past the time when a
men of the royal household was every-
body's enemy, and a progress of Henry
Plantagenet was more dreaded than the
descent of a gang of outlaws. But 1n
the East that time continues, and when
the shah of Pers'a comes to England
he leaves a trafl ®f beggared peopla on
his road to the seaport. So people of the
palace must always stand or fall to-
gether, and scerecy ag to what goes on
ungder the shadow of the throne is not
hard to maintain.

Some Interest therefore attaches to. a
little work about to be issued In Paris
under the title of *““Abdul Hamid 1L.”
We have reasons for belleving its state-
ments to be authentic, and we venture
to think some of them may interest
English readers.

The sultan of Turkey and his surround-
ings have become perforce a little “West-
ernized” on the surface. The ladles of
the palace make use of Persian dress
materials; the commander of the faithful
buys the latest invented guns for the
armory of the Yidiz Kiosque. But be-
neath the skin there 1s no more of civili-
zation, as we understand it, than ever
there was. The royal income, for exam-
ple, which 1s one of the largest in Eu-
rope, 1s collected by Oriental methods
and subject to Oriental pilfering. *“Let
them steal so long as they serve me,’””
is the imperial motto, and so long as
the minister or courtler does not make
himself so obtrusively rich as to invite
the jealous scrutiny of the ruler, he Is
free to make his profit from either pub-
lic or private purse.

The personal life of Abdul Hamid, how-
ever, 1s one of the most illus-

Tireless as hls activity
is, and careful as he is of each moment
of time, very little of his energy Is d1-
rected toward national affalrs, and publie
business is nowhere more delayed and
neglected than under this busy ruler.
CAN'T GET FAT,

Concerts, plays and kinematograpnr en-
tertainments are favorite means with the
sultan of dispellifg the cares of a throne,
as they are with most crowned heads,
The services of his own dramatic and
operatic troupes are often in request,
and any company that may be visiting
Constantinople is usually commanded to
favor him with a private performanca.
But it is characteristic of the KEastern
notion of royal dignity that all mention
of these entertainments is strictly forbid-
den in the Turkish press, and it is rare-
ly that any one outtside the family of the
sultan Is Invited to witness them. And,
surrounded as Abdul Hamid s wita
every kind of object of use and luxury
that Europe can supply, he passes
among them an existence harassed by
every kind of suspicion and fear that
could assall a potentate of the Arablan
Nights. The elaborate ceremony of pre-
caution with which his meals are pre-
pared engages the attention of the high-
est and most trusted of his ¢ficials. Tha
cooking is done in a separate and strong-
ly guarded chamber, and the cief does
cverything beneath the eye of the sul-
tan's confidential servant, A solemn pro-
cession conveys the food and water to
the salle a manger, the carafe being
sealed and the dishes covered witn
cloths which are also scaled upon them.
These precautions against polson by no
means satisfy the sultan. At any mo-
ment he may command the official who
overlooks toe cookery to taste a dish,
and a number of pet animaly are Kkept
to which the first morsals are given by
fhe ruyal hand. In his tastes the com-
mander of the faithful s prudently
abstemlous. No man could watch his
nealth more closely in this respect, an%
to put on flesh is the dream cf his exlst-
ence. But a man so much a victim to
nervous worry can hardly look to get
fat, and to whatever food Abdul Hamia
treats Dbimself his frame
shrunken and debilitated.

In the taste for tobacco, on the other
hand, he practices no moderation; this !s
a craving stronger than any taste for
food, and the cigarette that is between
his lips from morning till night can do
little to improve a nervous system al-
ready shattered by anxlety. In the mat-
ter of liquor the sultan is no strict Mus-
sulman, and pleads his health as an ex-
cuse for the indulgence in an occasional
glass of champagne. It is sald that he
habitually drinks some cordial before re-
ceiving ambassadors and visitors, in order
to give a temporary brilliance to his eyes

TIER SEATS IN CARS.

A New Arrangement in San Fram-
clisece’s Observation Trolleys,

The public has, during the past few
vears, witnessed several innovaticng In
the arrangement of the seats of street
cars. None, however, has been qulie so
radical as that fllustrated hercwith,
which repreeents four rows of longitudi-
nal seats, arranged in tlers, or siep-
fashion, one above the other, the two
inside seats being higher than the out-

slde ones. The advantage of this ar-
rangement is that the passengers scated

on the two instde rows of the cirs hawe
as unobstructed a view as those cccupy-
ing the front rows of sests. The car
was specially designed to meet the re-
quirements of “observation” traffic. The

adoption of this plan of running troley
