SEVERAL. FIRES AND DID
MICH DAMAGE

EAIN BSPOSD ESTABLISHED

In Twenty Minutes 1.02 Inches Fell,
"While Inil Was Blowing: ST

MilesCoiifuxion at Camp

Norlhcott:

One of the most severe ra\n and -wind
storms that lias struck St. Paul far
many years visited the city and vicinity
at about 2:45 o'clock yesterday after-
noon. For twenty minutes the rain fell
in torrents, filling the gutters so rapid-
ly that the sidewalks in many places
we re under water. A high wind, whicn
attained a velocity of thirty-seven miles
v n hour, worked considerable damage,
bloving down siyn boards, feed anJ trol-
l'V wires, breaking many windows In
stores, dwellings and office buildings, and
in some places tearing up board side-
walks and carrying them forty or fifty
11- I away. The lightning caused three
firiB which k"i>t tiie department busy
dur.ng the heavy rain, and a'iso burned
out a great many telephones, crippling
the service aJUuvt-r thejrlty.

The h^at was oppressive at about 1:30
o'clock. Clouds began to gather in the
southwest and at 2:20 o'clock a light rain
began to fall. Ten minutes later a high
wind was blowing and in a few minutes
a <h luge of water broke over the city.
The rain drove the people off the streets
Into hallways and buildings. The wind
ra-nldly increased and at 2:15 there was a
gale which stripped trees and broke a
great many windows. A heavy feed wire
at Fuurtn and VTabasha streets was
blown down and it fell i.cross the trolley
wiris, making an electrical display of fir©
for several minutes. It was finally
burned in two and fell to the ground
without doing any other damage than in-
terrupting the service. Another feed
wire en the Robert Street bridge
was Mown down. Trolley wires
on the Rondo sir< et line and on the
union depot loop between Fourth and
Fifth streets were blown to the ground.
Three cars on the interurban line were
burned out by the lightning.

At 3:45 a bolt of lightning went down,
the chimney in the home of George
iloln.-trom, 777 Wills Street, s; altering
the furniture al! over the house and
starting a fire which did $60 damage. At
about the same time a 1house at AM Min-
na haha Street, owned by P. Johnson,
\s as struck by lightning and the roof and
upper story badly scorched. The dam-
age amounted to $100. At the breaking
of the storm a< barn owned by Christ
Johnson at IC9 Mcßoal street was visited
by a bolt of lightning and burned to ths
ground, the lo.^-s amounting to JSOO.
After tlio fire department had taken sev-
ua! runs through the mud and rain
Chief Jackson concluded that it was
in no condition to participate in the
parade which had been arranged for last
evening.

The south wall of the old cold storage
plant, which has remained standing since
the lire of last summer, was blown
down, and bricks and mortar were
scattered bo deeply on the Omal-a tracks
that trains could not pass until the
rubbish had beta removed. Building In-
spector Wheeler viewed the structure
shortly after the storm and gave orders
that the walls still standing should be
turn down or secured so that they would
nol be a menace. Forty feet of board
sidewalk at the corner of South Robert
and Morrison streets was picked up by
a gale of wind and deposited on the other
side of the street. There was a similar
occurrence at State and Eaton streets.

CONFUSION AT CAMP NGBETHOOTT.
At Camp Northeott there was consider-

able excitement during the storm. Sev-
eral tents were blown down, and all who
were at the camp were drenched by the
heavy downpour, which soaked through
the canvas. The main dining tent was
caught by the wir.d and the large center
pole snapped In twain. The tent fell over
a number of waitresses, who screamed
with fright until they were rescued from
under the folds of the canvas. None of the
girls was Injured, but all were as wet as
they could be made by rain. Several of
them got down-hearted, and, amid their
tears, swore that they would never aga'n
try to spend a part of their existence in
anything that looked like a tent. MaJ.
Gen. Mitchell's quarters were blown
down; also the hospital tent and the t«nt
attached to the police station, in which
the patrol wagon and horses were kept,
The postoffice tent was carried twenty
feet away and deposited in a wet heap.
All of the refreshment tents were on the
ground after the storm had passed over.
The campers and visitors presented a
sorry spectacle. Their persons and all
their belongings were drenched. Some of
the fcaudy Woodmen uniforms lost their
beauty. Many of the campers seemed
discouraged, and there was a general
packing up of belongings.

Though the flow of water through the
streets and sewers was very heavy there
was not much damage wrought. The
most severe washouts occurred on the
bluff on the West side. There was but
one break in the sewers reported. This
was at South Wabasha and Isabel streets.
The water flowed over the sidewalk at
this point and flowed into the cellar oi
John Lynch.

Street Commissioner Steeg and his force
were kept busy all afternoon clearing
the wrecked sidewalks and limbs of trees
from the gutters, city Engineer Claussen
stated that the damage would cause but
little expense to the city.

In speaking of the storm Local Fore-
cast Official P. F. Lyons said that, hi
one respect it was the heaviest rainfall
that has ever been recorded in St. Paul.
In twenty minutes there was a fall of
1.02 inches. In one hour the fall amounted
to 1.10 inches. The wind blew at the rate
of thirty-seven miles an hour.

SCHOOL HOLIDAYS BEGIN.

The public schools of St. Paul closed
yesterday for the- summer vacation, and
the pupils were presented with their
cards. Many of the schools held their
closing exercises the evening before. In
all about 400 pupils left the graded
schools.

The path of knowledge that the modern
young idea -treads is constantly being
made Smoother. An Innovation to be in-
troduced noit yesr at the St. Paul Cen-
tral high school \u25a0will do much to smooth
the path of the less robust student and
give him or her a chance to finish school
without any cramming or overworking.
This innovaitton is nothing more or leas
than a five^-yeai" -course of study. The
pupil who decide* to take up a ttve-yfar
course Instead of the four-year course
will have three instead of four studies
to master each year. Of course, for the
more ambitious and the stronger pupils

there will be a four-year courso just aa
there is at present The five-year course
is arranged especially fo.- those pupils
who are not strong enough, physically,
to get through with four studies each
year, or w.ho wish to devn.t-j part of their
time to music or—and it is to be regret
ted that this Is very often the case—
who have social duties that interfere
with regular work at .school. This hav-
ing a five-year course was decided upon
only after careful thought ok the part
of the faculty. It is a well known fact
that some children are not as bright,
mentally, as others, though they have
other qualities that compensate for this
lack. It is always a humiliation for such
to lind their classmates constantly out-
stripping them. Generally, in tho end
they are forced to drop behind. When
they enter upon the five-year course
there will bo no forcing process and they
will have ifca satisfaction of knowing
that they are accomplishing the work, as-
signed them and will be encouraged by
the prospect of finishing: with those with
whom they started out. The five-year
course will embrace exactly the same
studies as tihe four-year course. The
only difference will be that fewer studies
will be -taken up each year. This change
has been made partly to satisfy the ob-
jection of parents who claim that their
children have to devote too much time
to their studies and that m.isle or any
other outside study is out of the ques-
tion and for those pupils whose health
is not strong enough to permit them ot
finishing school in four years.

GEORGE H. PHILL.H*.'* MAKES SOME
INTiOUK.STIXG STATKMii.VTS.

In the course of Jus remarks at the
West hotel banquet in Minneapolis.
George H. Phillips, the Chicago "corn
king," made some interesting staten;ei"Ks,
the whole of which he termed his
"dream."

"Let the government tax the farmer
a cent a bushel on his corn crop," he
said, "and with the monoy build elevators
in which to store a hundred million of
corn and pay 40 cents, basis Chicago
market, for it, and the world will pay the
same for it. There ia not so much of It
that we need worry about an extra large
crop or two. With the government ready
to pay 40 cents for It, the farmer can
borrow 30 cents from his country bank
If he needs money and carry the sur-
plus for seven years, if need be, as did
3 >s< ph, 5,000 or so years ago. Did you
ever wonder why there is no large accu-
mulation of grain anywhere in the world?
We have been raising- crops since Jo-
seph's time, yes, before his time, and
today we fear a crop failure would plunge
us into famine.

"Another dream of this sort Is one I
have had of a farmers' bank located at
Chicago. Make the capital $25,000,1)00 or
{50,000,009. Sell the stock in S?0 shares,
not less than ten shares subscribed to a
farmer, who could, if h<* so desired, dis-
pose of some of his shares to a neigh-
bor.

"This bank would loan to any stock-
holder within a few cents of the market
price of the corn he would under pres-
ent conditions have to sell at any price j
in order to meet his yearly obligations, j
This would enable him to carry h's corn j
one or two or even three years If th«
price did not suit or the conditions were
not such as to warrant the managers of
the bank advising sale. I might go into
detail, as I have at times given this idea
considerable thought. At first sight many
if you will say such a scheme Is not
feasible. But my dream is clear. It is
not for such as I, however, to bring it

about. Among you are bankers of ex-
perience and reputation who could, in a
very short time, make this dream a real-
ity. I believe the added price the farm-
er would get for his corn would the first
year return him the full cost of his bank
stock."

In addition to these "dreams" Mr. Phil-
lips made a proposal for practical action
by which the farmers can handle the
"bears" properly without such institu-
tions. He said it was an admitted fa-t
that the Chicago Board of Trade fixed
the world's prices for grain, and he told
how the bears kept forcing prices down,
to the farmers' hurt. He said that If
the farmers would unite to 'buy no more
than 50,000,000 bushels of corn futures
they could spoil the bear raids and keep
the 40-cent price in sight.

'"How many millions of hushrls do you
Imagine these bears dare put on the mar-
ket?" he asked. "Not over 15,000,00') or
20,000,000. A cent a bushel on the corn
crop of the United States would pay
for 50,000,000 bushels at 40 cents a bushel.
L.et the farmers buy 50,000,000 bushels of
corn futures on the Chicago Board of
Trade and carry it from month to month-
it will not cost a cent to carry it—and the
boars will gladly pay 40 cents to get their
contracts back."

Before he concluded Mr. PhTTlipa sad
that from being a corn broker he was
going- to become a corn grower himself
and join the ranks of the farmers. "I
am going to take some of that bear
money and soak it Into farm mud," he
said.

Committee on Streets Old Xot Re-

A Tweeting of the special committee on
streets, appointed to Inquire into the pro-
posed revooaitAatn of th« ordina-n-ce which
permits a spur railroad track en Spring
street, between St. Peter and Eagle
streets, was called yesterday afternoon,

but owing to the absence of certain of
the officials interested adjournment h2<3
to be taken until Monday.

The track in controversy is ore n«w in
use by the Oma-ha raillroad, and which
acts as a fpeder for tine West PubHshing
company and other manufacturing and
commercial concerns in that locality. The
track was originally laid by the St. Paul
Warehouse an>i Elevator company in
1874, the use of the street being- granted
by the city on aauMtkm that an elevator
would be maintained at that point. S»m^
yeara ago the elevator and plant was
burned, and at no time since has any
effort been made to rebuild it. After
its abandonment by the elevator com-
pany, .the track was used by the Omaha
road.

The track is quite a convenience to th-e
factories adjacent to it, and it is hardly
likely that orders will be given for its
removal. What will be done, however,
wiil be to correct the ordinance bow ex-
isting and demand from t<he company
certain requirements or oompensaition,
thus securing the city's rights to the
street.
