IRON TRADE HOLDS ITS OWN

New High Record Made for Weelkly
Producticn of Pig Iron, While
Furnace Stoeks Show a De-
crease Since May 1.

NEW YORK, June 14—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review cf trade tomorrow
will say:

Confirmation by the agricultural bu-
reau of recent private estimates of the
wheat crop has given to business a tone
of greater confidence. Retail operations,
both East and West, are larger, and dis-
tribution of merchandise by the wholesale
trade is Increasing in dry goods and
boots and shoes. The labor situation 15
gradually mendng, with the apprecia-
tion of the fact that in some direction
manufacturers would be glad ef a tem-
porary shut-down of works.

Pig iron production in June 1 was at the
rate of 314,505 tons weekly, according to
statistics compiled Dby the Iron Age.
This is about the anticipated increase
for May and establishes a new high wa-
ter mark, exceeding the previous record.
An interesting feature of the situation 1s
the decrease of furnaces in blast to 26Z,
which is forty-four less than were active-
ly employved Feb, 1, 1900, when the weekly
output was 298,014 tons. Although new
orders for pig iron have bcen light In
recent weeks, actual deleiveries on old
contracts must have reached a heavy
total, for furnace stocks June 1 were but
407,723 tons, a decrease of 30,565 tons dur-
ing May. Conditions in this industry
must be satisfactory if material is taken
faster than it can be produced, notwith-
standing a new record of output each
month. Prices are easler, Bessemer Dig
showing a loss, compared with the quota-
tion in February of last year, when the
production was near present figures.
This absence of inflation in prices is the
best symptom of the market, and pre-
cludes a possibility of a collapse like last
yvear. In finished products there is great
actiyity, owing to the large amount of
goods to be delivered July 1. There is
noted especial urgency for immedate
shipment by consumers of plates, bars
and struetural shapes, the activity in
building operations showing no diminu-

The cost
to the citizeps who interesied themselves
in securing the settlers was compara-
tively tritling, only $2,500 having been
spent.

The Montanas have made no return yet
of the proportion secured by them, but
it would appear-that Spokane has won
out, having secured more than any other
single district.

The number locating in the inland em-
pire, on a basis of five souls to a family,
is 12,56¢, or about a fifth of the entire
number going West on the low rate ex-
cursions.

BUILDING TO REFUBLIC CAMP.

Grent Northern Heading for the
Rich Mining Center.

The Great Northern Railway has com-
menced setting up grade stakes along the
location of the proposed line up the Ket-
tle river to the famous Republic mining
camp. According to the present plans, it
will cross the Columbia river in the
