The second 'tract lies in the northwest
part of the reservation, beginning near
the water tank and extending to the
west. It contains about five hundred
acres, now covered with water, during
a part of the year. This could bo
drained and a lake constructed upon it
t<> receive the water from the. flowing
springs surrounding it. When completely
drained, it would make an ideal camp-
ing ground, and if planted to trees and
drives laid out through it, it could also
be made into a beautiful park.

There is another reason why these
places should be reclaimed other than for
simply th« beauty that could be pro-
duced. These marshes are a great
menace to the health of those who are
stationed at the fort. They form a
breeding place for mosquitoes and
malarial diseases, and go a long ways

toward rendering the fort unsanitary.
K<-.r this reason, if for no other, they
should be drained and put to some use.

Those who are in a position to know
say that these wastes could be reclaimed
and transformed into beautiful parks eit
a cost not to exceed ?20,00Q. Certainly
this would be an economical expenditure
of money, and it is more than probable
that steps will be tak'-r. to bring this
about.

ERECT OFFICE BLOCK.
FIFTH AND CEDAR STREETS LOCA-

TION OF LARGE STRUCTURE.

To Luther S. Cushing. as agent, a build-
ing-permit was granted yesterday for the
erection of a large business and office
block to be located at the. northwest
corner of Fifth and Cedar Streets.

George H. Staples, inspector for the
state dairy and food department, has
just finished a thorough inspection of all
tin? dairies which supply the city of St.
Paul with milk, and reports that on the
whole he found them to be in much bet-
ter condition than ever before. There
were 202 dairies inspected, and of those
there were but sixteen in which the barns
and the premises could not be said to be
In good condition. Of the reports on the
sixteen mentioned none was wholly un-
favorable. In two cases the ventilation
in the barns was poor, and in the others
the barns ami cows were found to be
diity at the time of the inspection, and
other conditions ringed from fair to good.

The result of this inspection shows that
the dairies of St. Paul are in the best
condition of any in the state.

Insurance Commissioner Investi-
gate* Affairs of Mutual Reserve.

Elmer H. Dearth, state insurance com-
missioner, returned yesterday morning
from New York. The principal object of
his Eastern trip was to look into the
affairs of the Mutual Reserve Fund Life
association of New York city, and on his
return he stated that since his refusal torenew that company's license, as already
related at length in the Globe, there
had been no new developments.

He stated that his action excluding the
Mutual Reserve from this state was due
to the fact that the officers of the com-
pany had refused to submit to an inves-tigation by an actuary whom he had ap-
pointed for that purpose, and that in
making the excuse that they must call a
directors' meeting before they could per-
mit such an investigation, the officers
were merely resorting to a subterfuge, as
the company had for months been inform-
ed that their license would not be renew-
ed until an examination had been held,
and that a demand for an investigation
was likely to be made at any time.

Other Vital Changes

The grand lodge, I. O. O. F., of Minne-
sota, met in annual session in the hall of
representatives yesterday with an at-
tendance of nearly 500. The first business
of the session was the conferring of the
grand lodge- degree upon 250 candidates.

A reception was tendered in the after-
noon to Grand Sire A. C. Cable, of Cov-
ington, Ohio, who is one of the speakers
at this session of the lodge. Mr. Cable
was escorted from his hotel to the cap lei
by W: G. Xye, V.\ (\ Gamble, George G.
S. Campbell and M. ('. Kelsey, who were
the representatives of the grand lodge.

In the mctter of reducing the number
of members of the board of directors of
the Odd Fellows' home at NorthHeld, it
seemed to be the g. ;:.-ral opinion of the
delegates that the board should be re-
duced, but no definite action was tak-rn
in the matter. The s, ntiment is that a
smaller board can transact the business
with more convenience than the larger,
and at the same time be cheaper to the
order. Should the lodge decide to reduce
the board in numbers, it will be neces-
sary to elect five members at this session.
The terms of four trustees expire at tTHs
session, and there Is one vacancy causedby the death of M. W. Clay, of Hutchin-
son. The members of the grand lodge
will visit the home Friday.

But one of the state officers is to be
elected at this session, the grand master.
None of the six candidates who were can-
didates at the last election received the
required number of votes to be declared
elected. According to the laws of ths
order the officer elected must have re-
ceived one-third of all the votes cast. At
the last election S. A. Farnsworth. of St.
Paul, received 5^C; r. A. Fosnes of Mon-
tevideo, 377, and William McGregor, erfMinneapolis, 292. The contest now lies
between these three, and the chances are
that Farnsworth will be elected.There probably w.il be considerable de-
bate over the proposition to reduce the
fees for the first, second and third de-grees from $5 to $2 each. The report of
Grand iMasler Van Prang favors this re-
duction.

According to the report of the grand
master there wore four new lodges or-ganized in the state during the year atBreckenrMge, Minneota, Hendricks and
Minnesota Lake. Duluth and Silverlodges at Duluth consolidated during theyear under the name of Duluth.Reports from the deputies show that
1,200 new members were added to the
order during the year, and allowing for
suspensions, there was a not gain of 1,000
for the year.

The order in the state raised and for-
warded to the grand master of Texasthe sum of $551.73 for the relief of the
Galveston sufferers, but of this amount
J252.91 was returned, as more was con-
tributed than was needed.

The grand master recommends that themileage fees of the representatives to the
grand lodge be reduced from 4 to 3 centsper mile; that such laws be passed as
will do away with electioneering for of-
fice in the grand lodge; that a lecturer
be elected, or appointed, to visit the dif-
ferent subordinate lodges and instruct
them in the secret work of the order;
that in elections of grand lodge officers,
the candidate who receives the largest
number of votes shall be declared ejected,
regardless of majorities.

The report of Grand Secretary Bolton
shows the total membership of the 252
lodges of the state to have been at the
close of the year 17,020, of which 441 with-
drew by card; Sf>2 were suspended; 154
died; SS were expelled, and in the correc-
tion of reports, IS additional were drop-
ped, leaving the actual membership 15,527.

The financial statements show that re-
ceipts for the year amount to 3152.367.56,
and expenditures $115,775.29. Of the ex-
penditures, $23,506.56 was for relief. The
total assets of the order in this state
aggregate in value $843,112.01, of which
the largest item is real estate and in-
vested funds, to the amount of $601,1-10.42.

In refutation of the statement made by

Dr. Ohage that the cut-offs in the animal
drinking fountains do not allow a con-
tinuous flow of water, thug permitting
accumulations of filth, the members or
the water board yesterday had prepare!

made by George Doorley, their meter in-
spector.

The statement, whic'n covers a per-
sonal visit to thirteen fountains, dis-
credits the contention of a non-continu-
ous flow of water and also the reported
prestnce of filth and scum. This state-
ment is to be mailed to Dr. Ohage and
will have further consideration at a
meeting of the board called for next
week. At the same meeting the com-
munication from Dr. Ohage will be con-
sidered. City Engineer Claussen has
been asked to be present.

Dr. Ohage was informed yesterday
afternoon that the statement had been
prepared and would be mailed to him
shortly, but he stated that it would have
little bearing on his demand that the
cut-offs be removed. He says that an
examination made by himself shows that
there is not a continual fiow in all cases,
and that the fountains are in many in-
stances 'hotbeds of disease.

He state? mat during tfce last
biennial period Minnesota has had In
operation 3,129 f ictorles, workshops
mercantile establishments which v, •re
visited by th.:- inspectors. These firms
and corporations employ d 71,141 poife na
and in addition to them there w<.-re aJso
a number of smull workshop.-; where no
machinery was u«ed. The establish-
ments mentioned have been Inspected
two and sometimes three time 3 ea<-h
year; that is to say, about 7,>;>fl in-
spections have been made annually.

O'Donnell says, it ia customary for tha
inspector to obtain as much information
as ia possible regarding rates of wap a.
hours of labor, number of strikes anil
their causes, and on a great many other
points.
