CARRIERS ON RURAL POSTAL
ROUTES ARE IMPOSING ON
LOCAL MERCHANTS

SPIES WILL JUMP THE TRAIL

Congressman Tawney Says the De-

partment Will Expand

Free Delivery and Stop
Illegal Practices,

Rural

WVINONA, Minn.,, June 22.—(Special.)—
Congressman James A. Tawney arrived
home from Washington this morning,

where he has been on business in the
departments for his constituents. Re-
garding the latest developments in the

rural free delivery system, Mr. Tawney
said:

I'he postmaster general will, within the
next week or ten days appoint twenty
Inspectors of rural free delivery routes,
and with this additional force this de-
partment expects to be able to make
more rapid progress in the establishment
of the service than heretofore. A route
leading out from Lewiston, in Winona
county, will be established after the first
of July; also two from La Crescent, that
wlill run up into Winona county, and an-
'ther from St. Charles, making the third
rural delivery route out from St. Charles.

““Before going to Washington,” Mr.
Tawney said, ‘“my attention was di-
ted by the local merchants at several
s from which the rural free dellv-
Vv routes now start to the fact that car-
riers are receiving orders from people on
their routes for goods to be sent from the
department stores in the large cities.
pos

'ie goods are sent to the carrier and
he delivers them. This practice is cre-
ating more or less dissatisfaction with
the service on the part of the local
merchants, because it interferes with

trade they think legitiinitely belongs to
them,

“When the attention of the postmaster
general was called to the practice he saw
at once that if It was continued, dissat-
isfactilon would 1iIncrease, and that it

would result in seriously prejudicing the |

people against the service. Heretofore
he has permitted letter carriers to re-
celve orders for merchandise from the
local merchants, and has permitted car-
riers to deliver articles of merchandise,
but he was not aware that department
stores in large cities were avalling them-
selves of this epportunity to extend their
trade in competition with local merchants.

“I am Inclined to think from what he
sald,” continued Mr. Tawney, “that in
order to protect the local merchant the
department will issue an order very soon

requiring carriers to" attend only to the
matter of collection and delivery of mail
to people along their routes, as he said

to me the government could not discrim-
inate in the matter of service of this kind
between merchants, no matter where they
were located. In other words, the de-
partment must treat all alike, and require
carriers to cease acting as agents either
of local merchants or of large merchants
in the larger citiés.”

There is a sharp demand for all  large
boats in the ore trade, and there have
been more ot the similar class of lumber
hookers In the Lake Su rior trade than
for some yeare. Thelr business else-
where seems to have fallen off.
