RICARAGUA CANAL QUESTION

Dritish Cabinet Has Hegun Its Con-
sideration in an Informal Way
—Discussicn of Affairs
in China.

T.ONDON, June 22.—The British publie
is only just beginning to look upon the
little Prince Edward, the seventh anni-
versary of whose birth occurs tomorrow,
in the light of future king. The import-
ance of his place in the machine of state
is somewhat magnified by the abscnce of

his father. Accord.nz to present plans,
Prince Edward will ba a sailor, going up-
on the training ship Britannia in a few
years. His present education cons'sts of
a few short daily lessons given by
Alademoicelle Bricka, for many years

eomypanion to the late Duchess of Teck.
The king is said to be strongly opposed
« ‘stufling children with too much
knowledge.” His recollection is kcen of
how pleasant it was to be a ‘‘walking
cictionary™ at twenty,

A story is going the rounds of young
Prince Edward’'s precociousness. At a
juvenile party, in the presence of the
Duke of Cornwall, he was given toys of
wood, for which he solemnly thanked his
playmates with oid-rashioned expressions,
whereupon the Duke of Cornwall exclaim-
ed: ‘'The little wretch; he speaks better
than I do,” which is not far wrong, for
the Duke of Cornwall is notoriously ner-
yous and unfitted for public speaking.

TALKING CANAL.

In a tentatlve, easy sort of way, the
cabinet has begun to consider the Nica-
ragua treaty matter. Lord Pauncefote
has explained many things to Lord Lans-
downe, the forelgn secretary, ani the
latter is once more grappling the problem.
It is ncedless to cay that the foreign
office has no intention of hurrying, and
in the course of a month or so it may
come to a decision. This will take the
form of instructions to Lord Pauncefote,
who will return to the United Statcs.
Trese instructions will praobably not be
officially communicated to the state de-
partment until congress shall convene
or unt!l the attitude of the senate in
the matter shall be definitely known.

Lord Pauncefote will probably be per-
mitted to interpret his instructions pretty
breadly, and they show signs of being
elastic enough to provide for any con-
tingency except a direct refusal on the
part of the senate to recognize the valid-
ity of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. Lord
Larslowne is as persistert as ever ¢n this
point, and however willing he may be to
abrogate it, he will vigorously maintain
the potentiality of the Clayton-Buiwer
treaty until such time as both signatories
shall have agreed to its abrogation.

NOT TRYING TO DELAY,

A 11 h c:fcial, In the c.urs: cf a con-
versation with a representative of the
Associated Press, said: *‘*Americans séem
to think we are.trying to delay the con-
struction of the canal; but this is en-
tirely wrorg. We are just as anxious
are they to see it completed and are
willing to do almost anything to further
that end, but we do not want to see a
treaty we made in good faith torn up like
a piece of waste paper, and we stili con-
sider that we are entitled to some quid
pro quo for the relinquishment of our
wrcaty ighs.”

A 1trecent special cable dispatch saying
that the Nicaragua matter had been
practically settled and that Lord Paunce-
fote in consequence would not return to
the United States caused much amuse-
ment. It is utterly unfounded. On the
tighest authority the Associated Press is
able to state that Lord Pauncefote will
remain ambassador to the United States
for the rest of his days, or as long as he
cares to retain the position.

THE CHINESE EMBROGLIO.
Lord

Lansdowne, an Assoclated Press

correspondent learns, does not take such
a pessimistic view of the Chinese negotia-
ticns as do a majority of the DBritish
newspapers. The foreign office by no
means coincldes with the view of the
Pekin correspondent of the Daily Mail,
who cables today that the negotiations

are drifting into a hopeless muddle. There
is now an opinion among competent othi-
cials in Downing strect that there is a
good prospect of settiement. It is denied
that Germany has increased her demand
for indemnity; from the British stand-
point Germany has now adopted a fair
and rational basis, though, of course, in
common with the United $States and
Great Britain, she would have liked the
indemnity to be smaller. It is admitted
that Great Britain is partly responsible
for the delay in deciding the method of
payment, but it is maintained that she, as
the largest trader with China, is more
vitally concerned than any. other power
in keceping down the duty on imports.

*“This question,” said an official, “‘is
about the only one which now prevents a
final conclusion of the negotiations, and
no doubt it will be solved shortly. In any
case, our trade is bound to suffer and we
want to minimize the loss by the substi-
tution, to some extent, of concession in
lieu of increased taxation. We 2re not
adopting an aggressive attitude, and we
believe that before July 1 the powers will
sce that our suggestions will be for the
mutual good.”

The cocmments of the afternoon news-
paper on the report of Gen. Chaffee and
other American officials on the campaiga
in China and on the report of Capt. Slo-
cum, who was United States military
attache with the British army during the
war in South Africa, while unimportant,
give evidence of gratitude at the fact
that an unbiased critic has come forward
to testify to the mercifulness of the Brit-
ish in South Africa.

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GERMANY’S EMPEROR DOES NOT
PERMIT HIMSELF TO BE
OVERLOOKED

TWO0 CONCEPTS OF BISMARCK

Willinm II., Considers the Chancellor
Merely His Grandfather's Serv-
ant — Week’s Gossip
From Berlin,

BERLIN, June 22. — This has been a
week of speeches and regattas, favored
during the last half by fine, sunny weath-
e€r. It began with the unveiling of the
Bismarck memorial in front of the reiclis-

sands of the foreigners, including many
Amgrican tourists. Count von Buelow's
oration on that occasion greatly sur-
rrised the emperor, because the whole |
tone differed from his majesty’s concep- |
Bismarck’s achievements, In |
which the emperor only sees a servant's |
doings at his master's direction. ‘Chis, |
his majesty again emphasized at the |
time by the inscription on the wreath de- |
DPosited at the foot of the statue in his

behalf. It reads: !
‘“To the great emperor's great ser-]
vant.” |

Whereas at the unveiling of the Bis-
marck statue the emperor did not open
his lips, his majesty made two note-
worthy addresses at Cuxhaven and at
Kiel, the former being more important.
The emperor used Count von Buelow's

happy metaphor, saying Germany had
“won for herself a place in the sun-
shine,” and dwelt emphatically on the |

sion. !

CHINESE FIASCO.

The Cologne Volkszeitung today crit-
ically reviews his majesty’'s Cuxhaven
specch and says:

“The emperor has by his words cor-
roborated what is claimed by the Center,
namely, that the China expedition has
been a total failure, for if the Chinese |
war is really ended, what has Germany
achieved by it? Not cven the reimburse-
ment of her actual outlay, and certainiy
not the enlargement of her Chinese pos-
sessions; nor has it brought about har-
mony among the powers in China. It is
notorious there have been almost con-
stant wrangling and jealousies among |
them. 1t would have been better if Ger-
many alone punished China for Baron
von Ketteler's murder. No power could
have objected, and the punishmeént would |
then have been adequate to the enormity |
of the crime." |

Tne so-cal’ed Kicl week, which begun
Thursday, has thus far been interest ng
aithough the wind has been unsatis-
factory. Yesterday at the great yacht
race, all of the seventy-four yacnts con-
t ing were becalmed, when but a few
hundred yards from ‘the goal, a.tcr three
hours' splend:d sail'ng. The emperor,
who had perscnally stcered the empress’'
yacht, the Iduna, came in fourth, losing
a ‘prize. His majesty entered a protest
against the winner, the Comet, but the
judges cecided against him. The fact is
that the best boats have been unable to
show their good rpoints because of the
unfavorable wind conditions, Another
French steam yacht, the Freya, kas ¢n-
tered the races. Among the fore'gn ships
wiich have arrived in Kiel harbor for
the ocecasion, is the Russian armored
cruiser Svietlana, comanded by the Grani
Duke Alexis, to whem the emperor
showed special attentions.

The German presz has not commented
on the Washington red book's statements
regarding the Spanish-American war anl
Germany’s non-declaration of nsutrality,
but the correspondent of the Associated
Press has been informed in official circles
that Germany’'s action in not izsuing a
declaration of ncutrality was simply in
accordance wita German poliey, estab-
lished since Bismarck's time, anl did not
have any unfriendly meaning, either
towards the United States or Spain, as
the subsequent attitude of Germany
clearly demonetratcd.

ERINGING HOME THE TROOPS.

Germzany has now secured twenty-two
steamers fer the transport home of her
trcops in China, winding up Aug. 31 from
Stanghai, with the Princess Irene.

It is significant tha{ the entire German

press is discussing the chances of Dr.
von S'emens, director of the Deutsch
bank, aad Herr gellin, director of the

Hamburg-American line, both of them
outspoken Liberals, entering the cabinet
at the emperor's wish, The Voss.sche
Zeitung (independent Liberal) says
neither of them can afford it, as it would
mean degradation from their exaltcd po-
sition of *“Royal Merchants"” to compara-
tive officiai insignificance, The paper
cites Herr Moeller, the minister of com-
merce, wno, though a liberal, has not
the courage to disp!ace his present con-
servative assistants who will paralyze
ther chief’s intentions.,

As *the Russian gov-
ernment has been especially irritated
over the proceeding as to Russian sugar

The Russian ambassador received Sec-
retary Hay's note during the afternoon
and tock steps to communicate it to the
imperial government. This closes the in-
cident for the present, and it probably
will be some weeks or, perhaps, months,
before any further developments occurs.
In the meantime Count Cassini will in
person go over the entire subject w.th
the officials at St. Petersburg, and thid
gives hopes of a satisfactory adjustment,
as the ambassadcr has lost no oppor-
tunity during his last three years’ serv-
ice In Washington to harmonize ditter-
ences between the two countries. He
leaves Washington Monday, and will sail
from New York on the Kaiser Wilhelm
der Grosse on Tuesday.

matic secretary, will accompany him.

RURAL LETTER BOXES.

Representative Stevens saw Postmaster
General Smith today about rural free de-

livery boxes. It has heen charged that
under rulings of the department in one

instance any box that was serviceable
and weather-proof could bte vs:d cn any
rural route, and later, after convening

the board, regulations were aiopted that !
only fourteen boxes could be uscd in
connection with rural service, thus g.v ng
the manufacturers of these boxes a mo-
nopoly of the business.

Postmaster General Smith disclaimed
any intention of giving any one a monop-
oly of this business, and explained that
he acted on the advice of the law offi-
cers of the department in designating the
fourteen boxes as those to which the govy-
ernment would afford protection. He
further explained that in the event any
manufacturer ¢f an approved box made
a contract with a person or firm to give
exclusive right to sell or use his Lox in
certain territory, he would revoke per-
missicn to use that bex at all. If any cne
has knowledge that any manufacturer
has bcen given such exclusive right and
will ca'l the department’s attention to it,
the mattcr will be investigated by one of
its agents and the license reveked if the
charges are found to be true. Under this
ruling any firm or person can purchase
a certain make cof boxes and a rival firm
can use the same box in the same terri-
tory cn any cne’s supposed vested rights,
