FOicD THE ASSEMBLY

HAS THE NECESSARY CAPITAL

System of Conduit* Sought to Be
Laid for New Heating and

\u25a0 Power Plant in

St. Paul.

The Northern Manufacturing company,
a concern with Eastern capital and local
officers, whose application for a heating
and power franchise was rejected by the
board of aldermen some months ago, will
"try again." A request for the use of
the streets in which to lay pipes and
conduits was tiled with the assembly last
evening.

The fact that the company would make
an effort to regain what had been denied
t« it by the aldermen was chronicled in
the Globe some days ago, and material-
ized last night to the extent of the in-
troduction of the request by Assembly-
man Wheeler.

P. M. Catlin is one of the local repre-
sentatives, and he denies the report cir-
culated at the time the franchise was
asked that the company was not re-
sponsible or that it had no capital. He
says there are ample resources.

The ordinance granting the franchise,
and for which passage is asked, is
practically the same as was turned down
by the board of aldermen. It gives per~
mission for the laying of steam pipes in
all the streets in the district bounded
by Wabasha and Broadway on the east
and west and Second and Ninth on the
ninth and south. By its terms the com-
pany is to install a complete heating and
power plant and lay one-half mi'.e of pipe
in the streets by Nov. 1, 1903. A bond of
$2-5,000 is promised for failure to do the
work agreed upon. The company is will-
ing to conform with the 5 per cent pro-
visions of the charter.

In view of the fact that the gas com-
pany's charter will expire In 1907, there
is a decided reluctance on the \ part of
some of the members of the council to
give franchises of this character until
that date, when companies from all over
the United States will be invited to comp-

ete. Some of the members hope to se-
cure the franchise for the practical
free lighting of the city.

The promoters of the Commercial and
Endicott buildings on Sixth street, who
were refused a heating and lighting
franchise some days ago, will also make
another effort. Representatives of the
gas company were present last night,
evidently being made aware of the pres-
ence of the proposed ordinance. Thequestion of granting will be fought out
in the committee on streets.

SECRETARY OIF STATE FAIR COM-

BINES BUSINESS AND PIxEAS-
VRE TRIPS

HINTS WILL PROVE VALUABLE

He Exchanged Idea* With Secretary

of Bis Canadian Fair Associa-
tion—Enjoyed Visit

to Buffalo.

Secretary E. W. Randall, of the State
Agricultural society, who returned from
Buffalo yesterday with the other mem-
bers of the Minnesota editorial excursion,
voiced his fellow travelers' exclamations
of delight over the success of the trip.

"We had a good time m Buffalo and
enjoyed the visit Immensely," he said to
the Globe yesterday. "The exposition
is a success. In architectural beauty, in
the combination of colors and in the
electrical display it is probably ahead of
any exposition that has ever been given.
Certainly the electrical display has never
been surpassed. Of course, it is Niagara
Falls that make such a display possible,
for if steam had to be used, the cost of
lighting would be something tremendous.
While we were there the crowd was not
large, hut the Buffalo people were not
disappointed in this, for it Is still early
in the season. The Minnesota building is
a credit to the state. It is furnished en-
tirely by the Grass Twine Harvester com-
pany, and has a fine educational ex-
hibit.

"Perhaps, though," said Mr. Randall,
"so far as my own work out here on the
state fair frounds is concerned, my visit
to Toronto benefited me more than my

visit to Buffalo. You know, until last
year, the Toronto people have been hold-
ing the biggest state fairs on the con-
tinent. Last year, though, we beat them.
The Toronto people hold their fair ex-
actly the same time that we do here, and
for that reason I have never been able
to visit their fair while it has been in
progress, nor have they been able to visit
ours. While I was in Toronto this time,
however, I had the good fortune to ob-
tain an interview with H. J. Hill, wno
has been secretary and general manager
of the Toronto State Fair association for
the past twenty year3. We got together
for three hours one afternoon and com-
pared methods. In matters of detail I
think I received some, excellent sugges-
tions, which I shall put into practice
here. In regard to the general arrange-
ments, I fancy what works very well in
Toronto would not do here at all. Take,
for instance, the matter of amusements.
There is very little racing there, most of
the attractions "being on the circus order,
panoramas, balloon ascensions, etc. Live
stock and machinery they consider by
far the most important exhibits. Mr.
Hill and I compared the ticket system,
advertising methods, attractions and
everything of that sort. In their adver-
tising I think they are a little ahead of
us. We advertise in a general way, but
every year they make special induce-
ments to have the people from some one
city attend. This seems to advertise their
fair better than would a general invita-
tion, such as we extend to every city in
the country. Of course, they extend this
general Invitation also, but they manage
to see that at least one city is well rep- j
resented. Not much attent:on is given I
to women's work at the Toronto fair. The
club women there have not taken the
matter up, and the women as a whole
do not seem to take the same interest in
the fair as do our Minnesota women.
But, while I think our fair compares
most favorably with the Toronto fair, I
obtained several little suggestions from
the Toronto association that will enable
us to beat them this year even moro
completely than we did last year."

Tor the past week City Engineer Claus-

sen and a force of men and members of
the board of public works have been
making excavations in the vicinity of the
Transit company's power house, on South
Washington street, noting: the effect of
the electricity on the water pipes there
and taking photographs of mains on
which its corroding intluences had been
felt. The main object was to see if the
current, in its return via the street car
tracks, had been general in its destruc-
tive infiuences.

For a year the Investigations have
been going on, and while the officials
concerned refuse to talk, sufficient is
known to show that the track return of
the power used by the company has dam-
aged the water mains to an extent that
will cost thousands of dollars to replace.
The engineering department is now in
possession of photographs of every piece
of pipe taken uo.in which eleotrolosis had
played a part, and these will enter into
the report to be made.

The report of the department means
much to the street car company, as it
will leave little room for doubt. It will
result in the stringing of an overhead re-
turn, which alone will mean an expendi-
ture of nearly $250,000. The track return
will have to be abolished. Other cities
are now demanding it.

ADMIRAL SCHLEY NOT IN IT.
Oulmn Naval Cnmpai^n 3ledal

Bears Head of Sampson.

WASHINGTON, June 24.—Actng upon
the unanimous recommendation of the
naval board of awards, Secretary Long
today approved the design for two med-
als provided for by congress to commem-
orate the achievements of the United
States navy in the campaign in the West
Indies during- the Spanish-American war.
Of these two medals, the first is known
as the battle medal, and the second as
the meritorious medal. The board states
that it has placed Sampson's head upon
the medal because he was commander-
in-chief of the West Indian squadron,
as Deweyi's was placed on the Manila
medal. The medal will not be known as
the Santiago medal, as it will bear upon
the reverse the name, rank and ship of
the initial battle in which the recipient
participated. The additional battles will
be represented by separate bars above
the suspending ribbon of red, white and
blue, one bar for each battle.

The Sampson portrait is in profile taken
from a likeness made just before the out-
break of the Spanish war. On this face
of the medal the inscription reads:
"United States Naval Campaign in the
West Indies, 3898. William ThomasSampson, Commander-in-chief."

The meritorious service medal is for
those who have rendered distinguished
service otherwise than in battle. It will
go to SHch men as Hobson, Lieut. Ward,
Victor Blue, Lieut. Buck and a very few
others. The design is a five-pointed star
in open work.

AGAINST THE BELL COMPANY.
Important Decision in Telephone

Patent Infringement Suit.
BOSTON^, June 24.—Judge Brown, of

the United States circuit court, today
handed down a decision adverse to the
American Bell Telephone company in the
suit for infringements of patents brought
againsit the National Telephone Manu-
facturing company and the Century Tel-
ephone company. Bills in equity entered
by the Bell company are dismissed on
the ground that the patent involved in
the first case was void, and that affect-
ing the second either was void or so
limited as not to be infringed by the de-
fendants.

These cases have been pending for six
years, having been brought by the Bell
company In August, 1895. It Is stated
that the plaintiff will take an appeal
from the decrees dismissing the bills.

TIGHT TO THE BITTES END.

Metal Trades Assoclaton Will Con-
cede Nothing; to Striker*.

NEW YORK, June 24.-Secretary De-
vens, of the National Metal Trades asso-
ciation, reports that replies have been
received from nearly all members in re-
gard to the circular letter issued by the
strike and finance committee. The mem-
bers, without exception, express a deter-
mination to abide by the rules and dec-
laration of principles of the National
Metal Trades association, and make no
concessions to men on strike. In addi-
tion reports from all sections of the
country indicate that many of the men
are returning to work. Mr. Devens says
that in New York and vicinity the report
shows that in most all of the shops in
which the men have gone out they are
gradually returning. They are all work-
ing with anywhere from 75 to 80 per cent
of their full complement.

ASSAILANT OF THE KAISER,

BERLIN, July 24.—Emperor William

Wieland, the man who threw a piece of
iron at his majesty at Bremen in March
last.

The imperial court at Leipsic probably
will pass sentence on Wieland next week.
The recent medical opinion coincided
with that of the Bremen physicians in
declaring Wieland to be an epileptic and
that he committed the assault upon Em-
peror William in an irresponsible condi-
tion. No new evidence has been found
against the prisoner.
