the plaintiff bi ing as to whether or not
the engine had stopieJ in response to a
tgzui -from Olson, who was engaged in

-oupl.ng ca s.
'On the direct examination Bartlett tes-
ififcj that he taw the inline back down
j where Ols-n was standing, and sud-

lenly Btant up without any signal.
On cross-examination witness was put

through ai severe ordeal by M. D. Munn,
rney f< r t'.ie defense, and becoming

onfused, he a; mltud that he had told a
man named Burkhardt in the cor-
:idor of t'ne court house, that he had been
iffered $208 by Olson, providing he tes-

;iti<d that th\- engine had started up
without a signal. He also practically ad-
mitted tl;a. he had told the same story
to I. B. Crockett, his brother-in-law, on
June-^O. He further admltttd having
\u25a0iworn to an affidavit conta'ning a state-
ment in conformity with his direct tes-
timony.

Jn the course of the examination it
transpired that accord'n^ to the witne?s,
Olson had made similar offers to other
employes p revising tiny would testify as
he desired, on other important points
btarir.g on the accident.

After hearing the testimony Bartlett
was commit ted to .iail to await the action
>f the Ln-.imi jury on the charge of per-
jury, and the attorn ys for the defense
will try to cut:, r other persons whom it
is thought were parties to the alleged

uspir&cy.

•aid that he 1» cacne so rattled while on
the «t;;n !. that he did not know what
ie was doing, and as for swearing false-
y, he t-ai.l he had never told a lie In h's

life.

I never In-
tended to say that O'.son offered me
money to testify for him. One time I
wiiit to him afUr he had received some
nsurance money, and asked him to loan
ne $400 with which to lift a debt on our
lomo. We were paying a' loan company
0 per cent Interest and when Olson tola
:ne he could not let me have the money
1 paid no more attention to the matter.
