measures alwaysr employed by civilized
nations ir. like circumstances.

After he had kissed all the "women, not
disappointing one r he turned and kissed
Mrs. Schwab, who .was standing by
laughing. Schwab announced that he
intended to so -something for Braddock
that Braddock would like.

- HONOLULU, June 22, via San Fran-
cisco, June 29.—The number of claims
that will be presented to the court of
commissioners appointed to adjudicate
the claims for damages resulting from thegreat fire that destroyed Chinatown, as
a result of the burning of plague infectedbuildings by the board of health, about ayear ago, is now estimated at 10 000 The
total amount of the claims will probably
reach $5,000,000, while the appropriation
for such claims .is only $1,500 000 fa*

The Japanese consul has 2^ooo claims of

his countrymen, and the Chinese consul
has over 3,000 claims of Chinamen, and
there are many individual claims.

The house of representatives has passed
and sent to the senate the salaries and
appropriation bill, cutting the governors
estmates for the period of two years by
about $130,000. The current expense bill
has been taken up and heavy cuts arebeing made in ell departments. The
senate's views may differ in many re-
spects, however, and it Is thought that
the legislature may fail to pass any ap-
propriation at all. Over half of the time
of the extra session has passed, and the
houses have not yet reached the stage of
conference committee. The grand jury
called to investigate the charges of brib-
ery in the legislature has made its report
to Circuit Judge Gear. The jury reports
that it has found no evidence that there
was any bribery of members of the leg-
islature.

The work of registering Chinese at the
office of the collector of internal revenuohas been completed, and the total num-
ber of certificates issued is close to 29 000.
This is 2.000 more than the total number
of Chinese in the islands as shown by
the last census.

THAT CHINESE INDEMNITY.

Thirty-Five Million Taels Extra to

WASHNGTON, June 29. — A curious
discrepancy concerning the amount of
the Chinese indemnities has developed
by which it appears that China has
agreed to pay about 35,000,000 taels, or
$£4,500,000, more than the united demands
of all the powers. Just how this oc-
curred is not clear to officials, but it
appears to have been an error of calcu-
lation at Pekin in the first place by thosemaking up the indemnities, and later by
the Chinese in their hasty acceptance
of the total. As finally made up t.^.-i
total was 4C0.C00.000 taels. but the present
calculation, after taking in all the de-
mands that are known, makes the total
only 415,000,000 taels. In the meantime
China has agreed to pay the larger
amount, so that the question now arises
what will become of the excess of 35,/-
--000,000 taels.

Be Split Yd.

Another question which has arisen in
this connection is as to the amount of
bonds which shall be issued to Japan, as
that country has drawn attention ta the
fact that its share of indemnity cannot
be negotiated on as favorable terms as
some of the other powers can make. It
is understood that the matter had been
considered of sufficient importance to
bring to the attention of the president,
with a view to learning the general atti-
tude of this government on the matter.

PEKIN, June 29. — Tne governor of
Shan-Si province says, in a message~~to
H Hung Chang, that the Belgian mis-
sionaries have not been massacred.

According to a dispatch to the Asso-
ciated Press from Pekin, June 21, the
Belgian minister at Pekin that day sent
a messenger to Slan Klan with instruc-
tions to verify a report of the masssacre
there of four Belgian missionaries.
