JURY RETURNS VERDICT OF NOT
GUILTY AND PRISONER I8
RELEASED

EVERY ONE WAS SURPRISED

Eloguence of the Attorneys for the
Defense Saves the Life of the
Slayer of William
Leonard.

GRANITE FALLS, Minn., June 80.—
(Special.)—The jury in the Wintner mur-
der trial has just come In with a ver-
dict of not guilty. To put it mildly, it
was a surprise and certainly reflects
great credit on the attorneys for the de-
fense. Dr. Wintner was at once dis-
charged and immediately left the court
room with Senator Schellbach. His
thanks, as well as those of his father and
sister, were profuse and heartfelt.

The verdict is utterly at variance with
public opinion. It is not known what he
will do, but he will hardly stay here
for any length of time.

The taking of testimony was concluded
this afternoon. The jury was then ex-
cused from the court room and for over
ar. hour the counsel argued the ques-
tion of certain instructions desired of
the court in charging the jury. Then
Mr. Volstead, for the state, in an im-
passioned but logical and forceful argu-

. ment presented his case and was fol-

lowed by Mr. Nye, in an appeal that was
all that the facts clothed in the most
persuasive language and polished ora-
tory could make it. Tears flowed freely
from jurors and spectators as the able
advocate in well rounded, sympatnetic
periods urged his client's case upon their
sense of justice and mercy.

The prisoner during the entire trial
has created a favorable impression upon
all, although at no time has he shown
the least emotion of any kind. In fact,
for a man on trial for his life, where
the evidence is drect and incontroverti-
ble, he ‘nas been remarkably composed.
His evidence was given promptly in
choice language and with every appear-
ance of entire frankness. He seems to
have confidence in his attorney’s claim
of acquittal, though his feeling is shared
by none. His father and sistér have
maintained the greatest composure dur-
ing the entire trial

SIOUX FALLS NEW LIBRARY,

Fine Building to Be Constructed
With Native Stone.

SIOUX FALLS, 8. D., June 23.—(Spe-
cial.)—Plans for the public library build-
ing to be erected in Siovx Fails with
the $25,000 given a short time ago by
Andrew (Carnegie have been completed.
The structure will be one story, with a
high basement. The length will be ninety
feet, the width eighty feet and the height
twenty-one feet. The building will be
constructed of Sioux Falls jasper, The
main floor will have a delivery room,
where patrons will receive and return
books, two large reading rooms, one of
them for children, a librarian’'s office,
a working room and a stock room. The
last named will be two stories high. The
basement will extend about six feet
above the ground, and will contain a
reading room for newspapers and mag-
azines, and an auditorium which will seat
5 people. The building will have steam
heat, the latest improvements, oak finish
throughout and paneled and decorated
ceilings. All the partitions on the main
floor will be fitted with glass, and the
librarian will be able to see to all parts
of the floor from his desk. It is expected
that bids for constructing the building
will be advertised for in about two
weeks, and that work on the building
will commence the latter part of the
summer, or the beginning of September.

DEATH OF A LEPER,
Ole Knuseth End ITis Misery by
Hanging Himself.

DULUTH, Minn., June  28.—Ole
Knuseth, who for fourteen years has
been a victim of leprosy, put an end to
his misery last night by hanging herseif.
