ARCHBISHOP MAKES A SPEECH

Pope Leo XIII. of Home honored In
special fashion the Cretin Jubilee,
the final celebration of which was con-
cluded last night at the Auditorium, by
sending an autograph letter to Archbish-
op Ireland congratulating him and his
people on the Jubilee. Bishop o'G.orman
read the letter last night before a large
and enthusiastic assemblage at Che
Auditorium, By way of preface the
bishop explained that what he was about
to read was not merely a cabled mes-
sage of congratulation, ordinarily sent
by the pope, nor even a letter from the
cardinal secretary of state at Rome, but
an autograph letter to the archbishop
of St. Paul. The translation, for the let-
ter was written in Latin, was read by
Bishop O'Gorman. His holiness alluded
to the fifty years of prosperity that the
Cretin diocese has enjoyed since the time
that Bishop Cretin first landed In St.
Paul, and expressed pleasure at being
able to share in the joy of the people
and to give thanks to God with them
for the prosperity they had enjoyed. A
special blessing was given to Archbishop
Ireland, to whose thirty-nine years of
labor the archdiocese owed so much of
Its prosperity, In conclusion, the apos-
tolic blessing was conferred on all who
participated in the celebration.

Tin big hall of the Auditorium must
have be* an Inspiring sight last night
not only to every Roman Catholic who
was present,, to every citizen of Min-
nesota who loves the history of his own
state. The bare walla of the building
were covered entirely with bunting, and
throughout the hall the banners of^the
various Catholic societies •\u25a0mil numerous
flag's made bright splashes of color. Tall
ferns were grouped about the rostrum,
ttincl on the speaker's desk was a great
mass of cut flowers. Danz' full orchestra
was present and played during the even-
Ing. Seated on the platform with the
Hon. Thomas D. O'Brien, the chairman
for the evening, were Archbishop Ire-
land, Bishops O'Gorman, McGolrick and
Phanley, Monsig'nor Anotole Oster, of
St. Paul's seminary, a number of local
and visiting priests, Hon. William L.
Kelly, Hon. W. P. Murray, Hon. E. W.
Bazllle, ..Hon. William li. Donahue, a.
L. Larpentcur, H. J. Niinstedt, Frank
Schlick, Jr., and a number of other
prominent Catholic laymen. A large
chorus, under the direction of • John
Gehan, sang a number of selections dur-
ing the evening.

Mr. O'Brien, in a brief opening ad-
dress, said that It wan not as Catholics
«'nly thai the people were gathered last
right In tin- Auditorium, but as Ameri-
can citizens, eager to do honor to a man
who had dene his K-st for his country
as well as for his church. That time "had
passed, said the speaker, when the
Catholics of America could stand aside
and take no Interest In the governing
of thfir country. So largo a force did
Catholics now represent in the body
politic of the I'nited States that they
were a pow.«T in the land, a power that
must be felt for wood or for evil. Catho-
lics should congratulate themselves that
fn far they had stood for the best in
morality, education and religion. They
milst never deviate from that stand.

Letters were read by Mr. O'Brien from
Gov. S. R. Van Sant and Mayor Robert
A. Smith, both of whom regretted the
fact that they could not be present at
the meeting last night. Both rt-ferred
In cordial tetms to the work of the late
Bishop Cretin.

STRIKERS ENJOINED
SWEEPING OIiDRR ISSUED BY FED-

KltAi. DISTRICT JUDGE THOMP-

SON AT CmCIN'XATI

AGAINST THE MACHINISTS

Defendant*! to the Action May Not
Picket or Patrol the Factories

of Plaintiffs In Any Way .
Whatever,

CINCINNATI, Ohio. July 3.—Judge A.
C. Thompson, of the United States court,
today allowed a temporary Injunction
against the striking- machinists. The ac-
tion has been anticipated, and as Judge
1 hompson is to sail for Europe next Sat-
urdau, it was expected that Judge Clark
would hear the case. When there was a
prospect for an agreement between the
parties Judge Clark left the city on
Tuesday for his home in Chattanooga.
Judge Thompson was therefore called
on to issue a temporary injunction. He
said that upon the application and the
affidavits accompanying It, a temporary
order would issue, and,, the hearing on
its merits could bo had before Judge
Clark next week. The order as issued
was a very broad one. It enjoined the
defendants from picketing or patrollTng
around the factories of the plaintiffs and
from guarding the doors or the streets
in front of the factories, and from inter-
fering in any way with employes now
in the factories, either there or at their
homes, intimidating their relatives or
members of their families. It also for-
bids the vise of violence, threats or in-
timidation to induce any person to leave
the employment of the plaintiffs or to
prevent any one from entering into their
employment.

Attorneys for the defendants com-
plained that the allowance of a tem-
porary injunction might delay a hear-
ing upon its merits, and Judge Thomp-
son thereupon agreed to hear a motion
in the afternoon to dissolve the tempo-
rary Injunction. After an extended hear-ing counsel for the plaintiffs consented
to a slight modification of that part of
the order which forbids the defendants
from entering the premises of the plain-
tiffs for the purpose of impeding their
business. A strenuous effort was made
to have stricken out the order against
"picketing," but It was unsuccessful. No
further changes were allowed, and the
judge set July 15 for a hearing f«r a
permanent injunction. The order of in-
junction names Business Agent Schilling,
who is in charge of the strikers, and a
large number of others connected with
the strike.

KANSAS CITY INJUNCTION.
KANSAS CITY, Mo., July 3.—ln an-

swer to a petition filed by attorneys for
the Riverside Iron Works company.
Judge Philips, of the federal court, has
issued an order enjoining the members
of Lodge 92, International Association of
Machinists, from Interfering wtlh or in-
timidating the employes of fhe company.
Copies of tho petition were served on
prominent members of the union.

E. B. Hollis, chairman of the executive
committee of the machinists, said:

"We will take no action in regard to
the injunction; Our men have been effn-
tioned not to overstep the law, but the
the injunction will not prevent us from
reasoning with the men who take our
places when we meet them on the street
If they put us in Jail for that, then we
will fight the case. The employers havebrought several men here under misrep-
resentation. We talked with those men,got them to quit and paid tnelr way
back home.

TRAFFIC BADLY TIED UP
STRIKE] AT EiA'ST ST. LOUIS IS

Clerics and Transfer Driver* 'Walk
Out In Sympathy With the - - •

Striking Freight

Handlers,

ST. LOUIS, Mo., July 3.-Striklng
freight handlers In the railroad yards
at East St. Louis now number 1,700 men.
Of this number 600 are the drivers of
transfer wagons who went out today in
sympathy with their fellow workmen.

Not a wheel Is moving about the freight
sheds and 3,000 freight cars in position
to be unloaded. Many of them are
loaded with fruit, vegetables and otherperishable goods.

Later the total^iumber of strikers was
increased to 1,805 men. Clerks to the
number of 300, who went out in sympa-
thy with the freight handlers, were in-
cluded in this total.

Deputy marshals are guarding the Van-
dalia because the property is In the
hands of the courts.

No violence has be*n reported in any
quarter, but extra policemen are bettngr
held in reserve at the station.

The strlko threatens to extend to St.
Louis and congvst traffic here. Local
transfer drivers refuse to handle freight
that will be trucked and unloaded by
the alleged "unfair" labor on the east
side.

Only a comparatively few wagons wererunning in Fast St. Louis today, and it
was reported that many of the employes
of the teamster companies might go out
because of the situation In East St.
Louis.

In consequence of this suspension of
business the Wiggins Ferry company's
traific exi>erienced » marked diminution
In business today. Local warehouses are
already feeling the effect of the strike
on the East side.

These conditions, coupled withthe very considerable humidity whichcame as an aftermath of the downfall
of waters from the clouds, mad., the tmf-ering almost as Intense as It was whenthe thermometer registered several ae-
grees higher.

Most of the hospitals arc crowded totheir utmost capacity, and many 01 themhave erected tents on their grounds forthe accommodation of the heat victim*

such rapidity that the morgue Is being
taxed as it never was before, and every
slab In that institution Is now occupied
by a corpse Hospital attendants aro
collapsing under tha extraordinary strain
to which they have been subjected, amiwere it not for the volunteers whohavacome to their aid the situation would !>„
greatly exaggerated by en for. \u25a0 neglect
of heut patients.

Although the ambulance service has
been augmented by the Introduction of
automobiles which have been loaned for
the- purpose it Is greatly inadequate The
horses used have been most carefully
nursed to reserve their stamina, but nut-
withstanding this, a number have given
out. Their places are being Oiled from
outside sources, and bo great is the scar-city of available animals, because Of tha
heat and the grip with which N. w Yorkhorses are afflicted, that it Is necessary
to send to other cities to get a fresh
supply. When the first downpour of rain
