gressman Barke, of Pierre; Crawford, of
Hur.n, and David Wiliiams, of Webstcr,
become available. Sterling .8 a g ki man
and would be acceptable to many of the
interests involved. Burke s aiready in
office and to appoint him would make an
eleciion necessary or leave the state to
shuftle along with but a s.ngle cgngress-
man. Crawford is out of favor with the
“machine’—the men with whom the gov-
ernor is closely allied—and hs chances
are poor, So, too, are Stover's and
Glass'.

It the appointment Is made from the
north, Judge Campbell ought to have a
good show, provided he wants the place
and can get Aberdeen and Brown coun.y
to back him. He has said several times
he was not a candidate, but that was
when he had a rival and a formidable one
rigiit at home. He is well thought of al
ove the state and {s popular in many
sectio If he can get the home ma :hine
Indo ent and has changed his mind
aboul gong to t.e sena.e he has a
tine prospect of laniing

But no man stands closer to the gove
ernor than Elitor C. J. Mcleod, of Aber-
decn, and Campbell will not be appointed
over any objection rais.d by him, Sup-
pose Mcleod should take a notion to dom
the toga himself? He is a small man
physically, but a big one mentally and he
would wear the garment as to the man-
ner born. The governor would be only
too glad to give him th's honor, and
Teleod would so entrench himsell dur.ng
the unfinished term that his elect'on in
1503 to a full term ourght to be an easy
proposition. If McLcod will take the of-
fice, other candidates would do well to
stand from under. No one, however, can
spcak for him at this time.

Lawson, of Aberdeen, is a student and
orator who has by no means reached the
height of nis powers.

If a fraction of the
“machine,” headed by Mol.eod, sets out
to elevate Mr, Lawson from the state
scnate to the United States senate, the
movement is likely to be successful,

Many of the practical politicians in the
north would gladly walve their claims to
see Mr, Kittredge, of Sioux Falls, in the
senate. McLeod, Lawson, Will 18 and
others in northern counties are great ad-
mirers of Kittredge and it has been
ther hope for years to get him into the
senate, Location would settle the
chances of most men, but with Kittredge
it is different., He is big enough to rep-
resent the state at large. And once in
he would be apt to stay in as long as he
wanted to. He lives in Pettigrew's town
and Is a foeman worthy of the ex-sena-
tor's steel, He, too, has disclaimed any
ambition to be senator, but a man's
mind, lke a womag's, cannot be expect-
ed to run In hte same channel all the
time. The situation must appeal even
to Mr. Kittredge, who ig engrossed in
business and the law, with much force.
Of course, Cov. Herrled and his ad-
visors will not discuss the matter in the
open for some time, and possibly not at
&ll. When they get ready to name the
man the people will know and not be-
fore. It is not thought the gove.nor will

Feeling of Uneasiness Caused by
Seventh National Bunk Failure

NEW YORK, July $~There was a gen-
€ral hope and expectation among profes-
#onal operators in sStocks that there
would be some revival of speculation this
week, but it has been totally disap-
pointed. It is not unlikély that quite fa-
vorable developments ‘Would have proved
inadequate to overcome the repressive
influence in stock operations, as on every
form of human activity, of the terrible
heat of the weather. Business, with this
exception was of such small proportion
that the price changes offer little sig-
nificance., It i1s no unusual thing for
money to continue tight after the pass-
ing of a half yearly dividend period, ow-
ing to delays in the distribution of re-
sources uccumulated In loans to -the
channels of the money market again,
but operators for the rise this week
had to face in addition the discour-
agingly small demand from investment
gources in anticipation of dividend dis-
bursements. It is not customary for
prospective reciplents of profits to await
actual money in hand to reinvest when
there Is a ‘rising market before them.
This vear the anticipatory investment de-
mand was conspicucusly absent. There
has been an undertone of uneasiness also
as an outgrowth of the discussion and
criticisra of affairs of the Severth Na-
tional bank and Marquand & Co., whese
failures were of very moderate effect on
the market last week. The surface of af-
fairs while quiet, Has reflected that a
process was going on of the overhauling
of collateral in loans and the operation
of credits lacked the perfect smoothness
and facility which have characterized
the money market since recuperation was
fairly established after the May panic.

Certification of checks for the large
amounts employed by stock exchange
houses has been less ready. Conjecture

regarding the character of collateral for
bank loans in general ‘was stimulated
by this condition and also by the close
of two banks in Buffalo; not in them-
selves of importance. Tn the public discus-
sion which has been, 'going on the ar-
gument has been fra_plh}f advanced that
some of the methods of the failed bank
which have been mosgt criticized and
which are admittedly in contravention
of the statutes, are really essential to
the conduct of business in the Wall street
diserict, and are entirély in common
practice among New York clty banks.
There has been, as usual, a bear contin-
gent of professional operators ready to
make use of all availzble means to work
a reaction. They have had on thelir side
the currency of reports in Lon&n re-
flecting on the security of New York
bank loans. #he feeling thus engendered
has had the effcct of répressing rather
than depressing speculation. The hot
weather of the week has caused anxiety
regarding the cneps, especially’ the corn
crop, and corn carrying raflroads - have
naturally: been chicfly affected, The fn-
auguration of a, strike by the Amalga-
mated Association of Iron, Steel and Tin
Workers has givenl pause to speculation
based on the prosperous and active. con-
dition of these trades. The real scope of
the subject is little understood.

The semi-annual settlements in DBerlin
have afforded relief to the money mar-
kets of the whole world, and money
has cheapened so suddenly in London as
to thresgen withdrawals of French cap-
ital Invested there, but this ease of money
is considered transitory and the needa
of the early autumn are already consid-
€red both in London and New York. With
a heavy crop to move large demands
for money from the interior are looked
for, notwithstanding the present - large
supply of interiqr capital. Part of this
capital has, in fact, been invested in the
New YorK money market while rates werg.
ettractive here and Is subject to with-
drawal to meet iuterior needs. In this
connection the decline in Chicago ex-
change on New York this week to 2c
discount, compared with 2c premium
last week, Is significant. The ability .ot
foreign markets to meet New York's de-
mand upon them for gold when the grain
eéxport movement grows is a factor in
the money problem of the future, It is
not expected that the slow lquidation
in Germany has been completed yet, and
the shortage of her grain crop threatens
continued depression, pointing to ae-
cumulation of idle money at banking
centers,

Railroad bonds and United States bonds
