MANSFIELD BANK FAILS
suspension followed BY TWO

MANSFIELD, Ohio, July I.—The Stur-MANSFIELD, Ohio, July 3.—The Stur-

ges bank failed to open its doors today,
and is now in the hands of a receiver.
The closing of the bank was followed by
the assignment of Willis Sturges, owner
of the bank, and the appointment of a re-
ceiver for the Mansfield Machine works,
controlled by Mr. Sturges and his asso-
ciates.

The Sturges bank was a private institu-
tion. Its depositors were mostly grain
men and farmers. None of the other
banks here will be affected. Willis M.
Sturges is Interested in numerous enter-
prises, owning lumber works, a coal yard
and a large stock farm.

A. A. Peck, president of the Mansfield
Machine works, who was named as re-
ceiver of the institution," was given au-
thority to continue running the plant,
which employs several hundred men.
Its capital is $30,000. Mr. Sturges owned
$82,800 worth of stock in this concern,
and was an indorser for over $50,000 of its
paper. There is a large number of stock-
holders, among them being the estate of
the late John Sherman, which holds a few
shares. The institution has not paid any
dividends for five years. No statement
has yet been made of the assets or lia-
bilities.

SENTENCE OF DEATH
PUNISHMENT METED OUT TO FTLI-

PINO MURDERERS—A TALE OP

FIENDISH CRUELTY

ASSIGNMENTS IN THE ARMY

Stations Designated for Troop*
Returning From Service \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0--.

In the Philippine

iNlmid*.

WASHINGTON,- July 3.—A remarkable
story of Filipino cruelty comes to the war
department In the shape of a general or-
der containing the records of the trial of
seven natives, charged with abduction,
assault with intent to kill, murder and
guerrilla warfare, in violation of the rules
of war, before a military'commission con-
vened; at Nueva Caceres.

One of these men, Zamidio by name,
while residing in the barrio of Ca-
bausao, conceived a plan of deception
and cruelty which is worthy of note.
With the other six men, Zamidlo formed
a band, of which he was made chief.
Notice was served on the people of the
barrio that they must assemble at a
given place in order to be presented to
Gen. Santos, who would punish them if
they failed to appear. Men, women and
children obeyed the mandate. Zamidio
received them and required them to take
an oath to resist American authority to
the death. The people were to form in
ranks and start out to be presented to
Gen. Santos, who had not yet made his
appearance. Nor did he, for it developed
that Santos was a myth, and that the
name had been used as a deception by
which to commit wholesale murder. The
victims of the band were selected from
the friends and relatives of a native pilot
aboard a steamboat plying between Ma-
nila and Nueva Caceres. Upon the slen-
der pretext that the pilot must be an
"Americanista," or a friend of the Amer-
icans, eleven persons, among them an
aged woman and four young children,
were taken into the fields, assaulted with
clubs and bolos, and left for dead. Three
of the victims revived and two of them
reached safety, but the other, a girl, was
betrayed in a house where she sought
succor, and was recaptured by three of
the band. Her almost lifeless body was
taken back to the fields on a carabao
carl, since when she has not been seen.

Sentences 75f death and imprisonment
at hard labor were imposed.

Headquarters, staff and band, and one
battalion, at Fort Logan, Colorado; one
battalion to the department of the Mis-
souri; company H, Fifteenth infantry,

will proceed from Fort Porter to Fort
Ontario, N. C.

Richmond, Va.— The Old Homestead,
the well known hotel at Virginia Hot
Springs, in Bath county, was totally de-
stroyed by fire at an< early hour. No
lives were lost, although a great many
guests were in the building. The origin
of the fire is a mystery.

Denver, Col.—Judge Palmer, In the dls-
tiici court, refused to dissolve the in-
junctions against raiding Sunday saloons,
the issuance of which recently caused
the summoning of two ministers and
Others for contempt for alleged criticism
of the court's action.
