Then with your cheek upon your
clasped hands—any attitude you fancy
will look at me good and long, and
then speak your line."

The night came. Cornered, checkmated,
I slowly signed the paper/wiped the pen,
closed the inkstand, and set it aside.

A central Incident ln each of the late
James A. Heme's plays, "Shore Acres"
and "Sag Harbor," was the dinner scene,
says the Baltimore News. Every one
who saw "Shore Acres" remembers tho
feast, with the roast turkey, which came
on steaming and was cut up and divided
among the guests. It was no make be-
lieve or property turkey, for not only did
the smoke arise before the audience and
the dressing gush out when It ~ was
opened, but the fragrance floated ~ all
through the auditorium. The actors in
the play have told how surfeited they
became, before the season ended, with
roast turkey. Night after night they
were obliged to partake of the bird, until
the sight of 'it became almost unendur-
able. As the turkey was a large one,
so that everybody might be helped in
profusion, the aggregate cost at tne end
of the winter was something consider-
able. i". _s'_ i

Pleased with the success of the turkey
in "Shore Acres," Mr. Heme Introduced
a real clam pie into the action in "Sag
Harbor." It must be said, however, that
in places where clams were not to tie
had, oysters served just as well. The
point was to have a genuine pie, and
this was invariably brought from the
kitchen, and it was appetizing to see the
seafaring folk on the stage enjoy It and
to smell the perfume of the clams when
It was cut up. As in the case of the
turkey, however, the actors in the piece
soon tired of the pie, although succulent
it may have been at first.

Mr. Heme thought, from long ex-
perience and observation, that audiences
like to see a good dinner eaten on the
stage. Other playwrights have been of
the same opinion, for eating and drinking
occurs In many dramatic works. Dinner
as an incident is very useful, or even
supper. Recall the livelysupper in "Ca-
mille"— furious talkj and laughter,
everybody gabbling at once and eating at
the same time. There is something of
the same kind in Mr. Mansfield's "A
Parisian Romance." And how amusing,
as in "Aunt Jack," if there is a comic
character, who cannot get waited upon
and who sits half starved. In London
at present there is a play in which the
dinner scene occupies three-quarters of
an hour— too long. Twenty or twen-
ty-five minutes is abundance for an in-
cident of this character. --\u25a0-..

Stage banquets, however, are not in-
variably merry, as witness a very old
one— in "Macbeth," where Banquo
is a guest unseen by all but the host,
whose ravings at the sight throw every-
thing into disorder and) cause the hostess
to dismiss the company. Tnere is also
an outdoor dinner going on In "As You
Like It" when Orlando Interrupts. In
Shakespeare's time at these stage feasts
the performers used as food marchpane,
a sort of biscuit, to which one of the
servants makes allusion In "Romeo and
Juliet""Good thou, save me a piece of
marchpane." - The actors grumbled at
the constant use of marchpane, and
would have preferred something sub-
stantial. In the last century, when the
strolling players went more or less mer-
rily on foot and were much of the time
half staved, real food In the plays waa
more than welcome. There was a Brit-
ish manager who, whenever salaries
were considerably in arrears and dis-
satisfaction prevalent, soothea every-
body Into good humor again by putting
up the nautical drama, "The Cramond
Brig," which calls for a dinner of boiled
mutton and turnips. In "The ' Gentle
Shepherd," which used to be given in
Scotland, real haggis was Introduced.
There was also a very elaborate meal
in the old farce "No Song, No Supper."

Persons in the audience are not aware,
perhaps, that it is difficult to eat on the
stage and carry on the dialogue at the

TIRED OF TURKEY

James A. Heme's Players Became Sated by
Over-Much Feeding on

. - Festive Fowl.
same time. Not a little practice Is. re-
quired. The experienced players, how-
ever, do it gracefully and well. v Before
an audience one must eat very daintily,
else well bred people in front will criti-
cise. An actress must also know-some-
thing about cooking, or, at least, about
the preparation of . food. Making bread
on the stage is common, and in Robert-
son's "Ours" there ls a charming scene
where Mary Netley runs about in the
hut In the Crunea with sleeves rolled up
and in her hand the well dusted rolling
pin. She also works out the dough.

Occasionally there is too much drink-
ing. In a play; entitled "The Wary
Widows," which was acted ln 1693, it is
said that there was so much , whisky
punch consumed that all the performers
became intoxicated. Mr. Clement Scott,
in his memoirs, relates the disastrous ex-
perience some years ago in London of-
Miss Nita Nicotina, a young woman who
made her debut in a play called
"Ecarte." -The Australian tragedian,
Bcothroyd Fairclough, was in the cast.
The picnic scene was of highly realistic
character—genuine hampers I from Fort-
num & Mason's,- Perigord pics, chicken,
truffles and champagne. The repast was
of sumptuous character,. and the actors
and actresses ate and drank, heartily.
The gallery, after ! a while, becoming
weary of so much feasting without being
able to join in it, began to jeer. The
champagne continued to- flow, and Miss
Nicotina displayed the effects of overin-
dulgence. The jeers turned into yells,
and presently, when she .entered with a
green boot on one foot and a yellow boot
on the other, the yells became howls,
and the lady unwisely, attempted a
speech. The piece ended in a riot and
the lights were put out.

A great essayist once wrote that every
reform or important event which is
chronicled in the history, of the doings
of mankind was once the private Idea

.of some individual. These private ideas
are frequently bringing forth their fruit
in the development of the world, and
their fruit is being written upon the
pages of history. The private idea of
one man, Dr. Justus Ohage, health com-
missioner of the city of St. Paul, trans-
formed into the concrete, has given to
the city an institution which is? the envy
of all cities and the pride of this one.
The public baths Of St. .-Paul is the re-
sult of an idea which was conceived
by Dr. Ohage several years ago, and by
his -indomitable will power, and a great
deal of perseverance and hard work, has
been made a reality. ... \u0084-_, ... :>-\u25a0\u25a0<

DREAM OF MANY YEARS.
The Idea of establishing a public bath-

ing place for the city first occurred to
Dr. Ohage when he was touring upon
the continent nearly ten years ago. This
idea seemed so important, to him that
he could not lose sight of it, but la-
bored and planned for years to accom-
plish that;end, and did not rest content
until the format opening of the baths
upon the 26 Ih of May, 1900. Then he saw"
that his hope was at last realized, but
found that his work was not yet finished,
and has-"constantly labored from that
time for the further improvement. of the
institution.

For several years Harriet Island,- in
the Mississippi river, just above Waba-
sha bridge, -was a waste growing up., to
weeds and undergrowth, and furnishing
an ideal breeding place for mosquitoes.
This island in all the years of the devel-
oping and building of the city had never

! been taken into consideration in connec-
! tion with commercial enterprises. It was
overflowed each year, and became an eye-
sore to the city. It occurred to Dr.

: Ohage that this would be an ideal loca-
! tion for the baths which he wished to es-

tablish in the city. He made an exami-
i nation of the soil, beach and other natu-
I ral conditions and found that it offered
1 the conditions for which \u25a0he was search-

ing. The location was splendid. The wa-
-1 ter which washed its : shores seemed to

', be pure. To verify this he had several
; chemical tests of the water made and
; found that the water was j absolutely
! pure, pure enough for drinking purposes,
| and purer than the waiter which runs
I from the fountains in many of the cities

of the land. The island being situated on
the west side of the river, receives none
of the sewage which enters the river
on the -cast! side, a few yards further
down the river. The current on the east
side of the river is quite strong, and all
this is carried away without" ever coming
near enough to contaminate the waters
on the shores of the island. The water
which comes to -the island is from- th^e
Minnesota river and receives no impuri-
ties. Even the Impurities which enter the
river through the sewers at Minneapolis
and are not disseminated by the eighteen
miles of flow are carried past the island
on the east side of the river and leave
the water near Harriet Island pure and
untainted..., ' g&SSj£BS .•.--.. .

BOUGHT ISLAND IN 1899.
Finding all these things so favorable to

the- project which he had In view, . Dr.
Ohage began negotiations for the pur-
chase of the island In October, 1899, ; and
during the following winter: secured a
deed for the entire island, which contains
nearly forty acres. This was the begin-
ning of the real-work of establishing the
baths. Subscriptions were then solicited
and money collected for j the iwork, and
construction began at once. . Pilings were
driven in the ground, . pavilions were
erected, .a" bathing house was built and
pools were excavated. All this work was
done by money which had been subscrib-
ed by people who were friendly to the
project. The work was pushed to com-

pletion, and the formal opening of the
baths occurred May 28, 1900.- The Island is reached by a foot bridge
from Water street on the West side, A
stairway • has ibeen constructed from
the south approach to .-the "Waba-
sha bridge, whichr, makes It easier
of access. A ferry runs: from the foot
of Chestnut street to the baths through
the day, and those who 'wish to reach
them in that way can secure transporta-',
tion for the round trip for 5 cents. In

ST. PAUL'S PUBLIC BATHS.
Harriet Island -Resort the Result of Years of Work

and Careful Planning.
I

going to the island by way of the foot
bridge one first comes to a small pavilion
where the usual temperance drinks andcigars are sold. One will be surprised
to • learn that at this place no
money Is received. The coin which bears
the imprint of Uncle Sam will not go
at this place. Neither is it of use to iry
to pass the legal tender of any other
nation. These people do not receivemoney. They tell you that the only
thing that goes there is the little round
aluminum piece which bears the letters
St. P. P. B. These checks are secured
at another little booth, where tho cashijr
of the institution receives all the money
that is taken in at the place and gives
these checks in exchange.

Next to the refreshment booth Is the
Island restaurant. Here one can get acup of coffee with a sandwich or two rolls
for 5 cents. The coffee is made in the
kitchen and is not made of browned bar-
ley or adulterated coffee, as is the
case at many of the outing places of
the land. The coffee, as well as every-
thing else that ls sold on the island, Is
of a guaranteed quality, and nothing but
the best is used in the preparation of
the food that is sold.Passing on down the platform onecomes to the bath house. This Is alarge structure 320 feet long and fitted up
with the necessary conveniences. It Is
divided in two departments, one .forwomen and one for men. The part which

is used for the girls is 120 feet long and
is at the north end of the building. • Theboys' part occupies the south end of thebuilding and is 200 feet long. Those bathhouses open to the east to the river orbathing pools, and on the west to theplatform which extends the entire length
of the building.

POOLS HAVE FINE LOCATION.
The bathing pools by reason of the'r

natural conditions are as fine as onecould wish to find.. The bottom is cover-ed with a nice white sand, such as isused for building purposes. This makesan ideal bottom for a bathing pool, as Itis always free from mud and lime, whichis found In pools not having this ki_tiof a bottom. The natural slope of thebottom is another thing which adds toit!c Su!,}} °.f the P°°l3- The water atthe building is about two feet deep whenthere is an average stage of water, andthis depth increases gradually as onegoes out from the building until at adistance of 150 feet it is six feet deep. Asthe slope is gradual, each one is ableto find his favorite depth with no dangerof stepping of into a hole where he willbe unable to get out. These pools areprovided with diving boards and all theconveniences usually found in suchplaces. ,
The laundry building, which standssouthwest of the bath house, is- a moderninstitution of its own kind. Here arefacilities for washing 5,000 bathing suitsand 10,000 towels each day. The wash-ing which is done there is done thor-oughly. The clothes are first placed incold water and allowed to soak for a i

few minutes. Then they are washed
In hot soap suds and washing coda. Next '
they are placed in hot water, in which a :
liberal quantity of disinfectant has been
dissolved. Finally they are rinsed in 'clear - cold water and put in the drying
machine. After coming from the drying
machine they are hung in the open airfor a few minutes. The actual timerequired tor them to pass through thisprocess ls only an hour. No irons nor
mangles are *found ln this laundry, for
the bathing suits are never Ironed.Prof. Julius Hermann, physical director
of the high schools of the city is general
superintendent of the baths, but every-
thing is under the supervision of Dr.
Ohage, who maintains a vigilant watchover the sanitary condition of the place.
There are thirty-two people em-
ployed as attendants who wear the
uniform and badge of the baths. Each
of these "persons has certain duties toperform, and performs them with a punc-
tuality that almost suggests military life.

The current expenses of the bath arekept up by the receipts of the institution.
Last year these , receipts paid all ex-
penses and left a . small surplus in the
treasury. It is expected that,the re-
ceipts will be still greater this year, while
tKere will be .no particular increase .ln
the expenses of the - Institution. Allprofits on the sale of refreshments as
well as the renting of bathing suits, tow-
els, lockers and the like, goes to the
general fund of the baths, and pays the
salary of _ the thirty-two'people who are
in the employ of the Institution. All the
expense that is paid 'by the city ls thecharge for lights and the salary, of two
officers who are detailed to service at

No charge is made for bathing to those
who furnish their own suits and towels
and who do not use a locker. A nominalcharge of 2 cents Is made for a suit, soap
and towels, and 5 cents Is charged for a
suit, soap, towels and the use of a locker.
This is a very small amount, and yet it
means a great many dollars in a year's
time, for there are a great many people
who bathe there each day during the hotsummer months. Last year 257,000 people
bathed in the pools, of which 45,000 worewomen.
SKILLED ATTENDANTS ARE THERE.

Attendants are constantly watching the
pools to see that no accidents occur andto see that none ventures too far into the
river. These attendants are expert swim-
mers and are adepts in handling a boat,
and it seems that one ls Just as safe
swimming under their care as though one
was following out the old instruction
about hanging one's clothes upon th_
hickory tree. The attention of these
young men and ladles adds to the popu-
larity of the baths, for parents feel free
to let their children go to the place,
knowing that no possible harm can befall
them.

Provisions are also made for those who
are unable to swim, Prof. Hermann and
Prof. J. Kuettner, teacher of the West
Side Turners' society, giving Instruction.-,
in the art of swimming. The nominalcharge of $2 is made for a course of
eight lessons. The children of poor par-
ents who are unable to pay this sum
receive free instruction if they make ap-
plication for it, stating their inability to
pay the regular rates of tuition.
it was thought that the management

would meet with trouble from rowdyism,
but such has not been the case. Sinca
the baths were opened over a year ago,
it has only been necessary to make one
arrest. That is a record which is not
equaled by any other resort in the city
which has so large an attendance. Tiie
one rule which Is kept before the patrons
of the place ls that they must act as
ladles and gentlemen, or the privileges of
the baths are denied them. The manage-
ment has found that this is all the disci-
pline that ls needed and has no trouble

with the large crowds that are attracted
to the pleasant resort.

The part of the Island not occupied bythe baths and buildings connected with
the baths Is being made Into a park. Thiground is rolling and naturally adapt.-]
for park purposes. In a few years It will
be the most beautiful place in the city,
and the public baths will bo a thing oibeauty as well as a joy forever.

The success of the baths ls testified t<
and approved by the popularity they hav<
attained ln the time they havo been li*
operation. The 257,000 people who vislte.'
them last year and the money which paW
the salaries of the thirty-two people em-
