COUNTY ABSTRACT CLERK OWES

RAMSEY A SMAJLL BILL

OF ?700

SAYS HE WILL MAKE IT UP

Mr. Sclinlze Finds That His Office
Pays Very Poorly Since It

Was Placed on Fee

\'*V' Basis.

According to a report submitted yes-
terday to - the county commissioners,

John H. Schulze, county abstract clerk,
owes Ramsey county $700. He is short
that amount in his accounts.

The investigation which was made by
a special committee appointed by the
board, and Frank Moosbrugger, an ex-
pert accountant, dates from Jan. 1, 1899,
when Mr. Schulze became abstract clerk
under a salary amounting to $3,000 a year
and clerk hire down to Jan. 7, 1901, when
the office was placed upon a fee basis.

During the two years of Mr. Schulze's
incumbency the report shows that fees
to the amount of $4,281.30 were collected,
but all the county treasurer received was
$3,381.10. The amount colllected included
$5.05 for two abstracts made for James
E. Hewitt, but no entry of it could be
found on the books.

On Jan. 7 last Mr. Schulze was in the
county's debt to the amount of $900.20,
but $200 of this was paid last month and
the shortage was accordingly reduced to
$700.20.

Acting on his own responsibility, Mr.
Schulze did a large credit business and
this stands forth on tne books in the
shape of uncollected accounts amount-
ing to $302.25, which, if accepted by the
county, will only leave him to pay $398.95.

Commissioner "V/hitehorn, after" hear-
ing the report, was inclined to think
that the county should accept the uncol-
lected accounts, but he found few sup-
porters and a resolution was finally
passed instructing County Auditor John-
son to demand, without delay, the entire
amount from Mr. Schulze. This will be
done today.

Prom all accounts Mr. Schulze has
been having anything but a profitable
time ever since the office was placed on
a fee basis, January last. Previous to
that he received $3,000 a> year and clerk
hire, but now all he gets Is 15 cents a
name and other trivial compensation,
which, judging from the number of ab-
stracts turned out is hardly sufficient to
pay for the light and heat consumed.
Competition on the outside, it 1b said,
has literallykilled the office as a money-
maker for the county.

Mr. Sc'nulze does not seen to be wor-
ried about the shortage. He says it is
a trivial matter and the county will get
all that is coming to it. He is bonded by

STRIKE ON THE READING
COMPANY'S TRAFFIC TIED VP—

MEX STILL HOLDI.VG OUT.

READING, Pa., July B.—The strike of
Philadelphia & Reading Railroad com-
pany freight handlers Is still on. The
company has over ICO cars blocking traffic
in Its yards here. The strikers have re-
ceived word from Wayne Junction, near
Philadelphia', and Newberry Junction,
near Wllliairtsport, the only points along
the line where the company is In a po-
sition to reload its freight, that the men
there will refuse to allow tha-t work to
be done at either point.

In their grievances addressed to the
company, the men have requested that
their wages be advanced from 14 to 18
cents an hour. They want a nine-hour
day, and ask for double time for over-
time on Sundays and holidays, and time
and a half on other overtime.

The engine "hostlrrs," who are em-
ployed in handling the locomotives in
the yards have addressed a letter to
Supt. Prince, asking for an advance In
wages;.

The Reading Iron company strike. In-
volving 2,600 men, Is still unsettled.

The 1,250 Reading railway Shop hands
are still out, not a man having retun.oii
today. They are to meet this afternoon
to vote on the prorositlon submitted by
Acting President Welsh yesterday.

Acting President Welch sent another
offer to the striking shopmen this after-
noon. He extends the time for them to
return to work until tomorrow and offers
to pay them three days' wages, for last
Friday and Saturday and today. Ho
asks the freight handlers to return to-
morrow also, and promises that their
grievances shall be fairly considered. •

The striking shopmen held a long ses-
sion this afternoon and agreed to reject
both offers of Acting President Welsh.
It was decided to stand out for better
terms.

Issued a sweeping Injunction today
against the striking molders on the appli-
cation of the Otis Steel company, of this
city. It enjoins local No. 218 of the Iron
Molders' Union of North America from
picketing the premises or interfering In
any manner* whatever with the business
or employes of the Otis company. Tho
court holds in effect that picketing is un-
lawful, that it consists of "organized
espionage on the part of the union or
others who are doing the picketing of
the premises or the employes of the firm
in question." '

Commenting on the claim of the mov-
ers to the effect that their efforts had
entirely been confined to persuasion, the
court said: .

"Persuasion of itself, long continued,
may become a nuisance and unlawful."
