Thus,
there is room afforded for two contend-
ing parties in the speculation and the
irregular fluctuations in prices which
constitute what is called a traders’ mar-
ket.

The
transfer of funds from:New York through
deposits at the subtregsury is the signal
that crop requirements, have begun. The
necessity must thus be recognized of ad-
justing speculative demands uapon the
money market to thig prior and more
urgent reguirement. o lack of definite
convietion regarding¢ the outlook was
evident from the confused and irregular
moyvemeént of prices. »Axn atttempt was
evident to lead an uriward movement by
bvying up Union Parific and Wa-
bash, and there was B@gme show of firm-
ness among the. Soutfrenn railroads and
seaboard soft coal carriers. But the mar-
ket yielded at the lasg o renewed weak-
ness, when the roomsdvaders attempted
to take their profitg. and the lowest
prices for the grangerg and Pacifics were
made slightly before the close, which was
feverish and irregulagg.: !
