CERVERA MAY BE A WITNESS

WASHINGTON, July 2.—The precent
to the Schley court of inquiry, which the
navy department has been preparing for
several days, was given to the public this
gfternoom. It is a document addrsssed to
Admiral Dewey, as president of the court,
instructing him concerning the matters
to be investigated. While it directs that
the “entire matter” of Admiral Schley’'s
conduct during the operations in West
Indian waters shall be investigated, mak-
ing use of the very words employed by
Admiral Schley in his letter to Secretary
Long, it also selects certain dlstinctive
acts of the rear admiral concerning the
facts and propriety of which it calls for
particular Investigation. These points
cover brlefly Admiral Schley’s alleged de-
lay with the flying squadron at Cienfue-
gos, the slownegss of his progress toward
Santiago after leaving Cienfuegos, the re-
trograde movement toward Key West, the
effectiveness of the bombardment of the
Spanish fleet at the ranges used in the
reconnojssance of May 81, the state of
the coal supply on various ships when he
telegraphed the department that he would
returnr to Key West, the loop of the
Brooklyn at Santiago, the accuracy of his
reports, and matters relating to the con-
troversy between him and Commander
Hodgeon over the alleged colloquy which
{s sald to have taken place aboard the
Brooklyn when the loop was made dur.
ing the navel engagement off Santiago.
With the exception of the last two counts,
the others practically sum up the critl
cisms of Admiral Schley's conduct made
by Secretary Long to the senate, wmc.h
the secretary characterized as Schley's
“reprehensible conduct.” One of the im-
portant points in the precept is the diree-
tion to the court to report in its conclu-
slons “all the pertinent facts which It
may deem to be established, togethnr
with opinlon and recommendations in the
premises.”

STATEMENT

BY LONG.

Secretary Long made the following
statement about the precept:
“Jt {g simply an enumeration of ths

focts that have been, to use the appli-
ecant’s own werds, ‘under discussion,’” they
are referred informally and suggested to
the court as matters which have been
under discussion as such, should be in-
quired into by them. They are enumerat-
ed in accordance with the general ruie
that when inquiry is made the persom in-
terested should have notice bef:;nhnnfl.
as far as possible, of all the specific
things about which inquiry is likely to b2
made.”’

Judge Advocate Lemly, who was deslg-
nated as judge advocate of the court to-
day, now will proceed at the preparation
of his case. He will examine ‘all docu-
ments and prepare a list of witnesses.
The court probably will sit for several
months, more than likely until after con.
gress convenes in December,

Judge Lemly has not yet decided who
the witnesses before the court will be.
They may be taken from the navy, from
the army or from civil life—for, undcubt-
edly, some of the newspapers’' corre-
spondents will be called in this case., It
is even probable, in view of the recently
published interview of Capt. Bulate, of
the Spanish navy, that he and Admiral
Cervera himself will be called, if Admiral
Echley desires it Of course, the court of
inquiry has no authority to compel their
attendance, and it is more than doubtful
whether they would respond to a sum-
mons, but the opportunity will be af-
forded.

No word has been recelved from Ad-
miral Kimberly, who it was reported, had
written to the department saying that his
health made it inadvisable for him to at-
tempt to serve on the court. He will not
be offictally notified of his selection as a
member of the court until he receives the
precept which was malled to him today.
A copy of the precept also will be sent to
Admiral Dewey and Rear Admirals Ben-
ham and Schley.

TEXT OF THE ORDER.

The precept to the court was issued this
efternoon. It Is as follows:

Admiral George Dewey, U. 8. Navy,
‘Washington, D. C.—On the report of Rear
Admiral Winfleld 8. Schley, U. B. <>
made in a letter dated July 22, 11, copy
herewith, a court of inquiry, of which
you are hereby appointed president; Rear
Admirals Lewis A. Kimberley and An-
drew K. Benham, U. 8. N., members, and
Capt. Samuel C. Lemly, U. 8. N., judge
&dvocate  general, _ judge advocate
is  hereby ordered to convene at
the mnavy department, Washington,
D. C, at 1 o'clock p, m., on Thurs-
day, the 12th }lay of September, 1%1, or
as soon thereafter as may be practicable,
for the purpose of inquiring into the con.
duct of the said Schley, commodore in
th¢+ navy during the recent war with

Spain, and in connection with the events
thereof.

The court will thoroughly inquire into
all the circumstances bearing upén the
subject of the investigation hereby or-
dered, and to this ¢nd, besides examining
crally all proper witnesses whose attend.
ance can be secured, will call upon the
department for all documentary evidcs:e
in relation therto on #ts files.

Upon the conclusion of the investiga-
tion, the court will report its proceedings

FOSBURGH FREE

VERDICT FOR DEFENDANT OR-
DERED IN PITTSFIELD, MASS ,
MANSLAUGHTER TRIAL

CHEERS IN THE COURT ROOM

When the Jury Returnea a Verdict
of Not Guilty Without Hav-
ing Left Their
Seats.

HELD A PUBLIC RECEPTION

PITTSFIELD, Mass.,, July 26.—At the
opening of court today in the Fosburgzh
trial, Judge Stevens instructed the jury
to bring in a verdict of not guflty, and
this was done, ending the trial.

The jurymen did pot leave their seats.
The verdict was recelved with shouts of
applause, which the court immedlately
suppressed. The demonstration, however,
was one of the most remarkable that kas
ever occurred In a court of justice.

Judge Stevens, in ordering a verdict of
acquittal, said:

JUDGE STEVENS' CHARGE.

‘““Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen—During
six days we have listened to a painful
recital of one of the saddest tragedles
ever presented to a jury. A beautitul girl,
just budding into womanhood, was shot
down and her brother has been accused
of the crime. The government has en-
deavored to prove that the girl was not
shot by burglars; it has endeavored to
exclude all other members of the famlily
from the affair, and, third, to prove that
the shot was fired by her brother, Rob-
ert 8, Fosburgh,

“The trial has proceeded somewhat in
the form of an inquest, and has beea
tried with great pains on the part of
the government and the defense. Thera
has been a desire to obtain proof, and
80 a great deal of evidence has been .n-
troduced and admitted without oWjection
which might have been excluded  under
the strict rule of the law. I think I
ought also td say to you that it is due
to the chief of police, who has stood be-
hind this prosecution, that in the view ot
the court he has tried to do his duty
with a single eye to ascertaining the
truth. Now, Mr, Foreman and gentlemen,
a motion has been made that this case
be taken from the jury, and it becomes
my duty to say to you that in the opin-
lon of the court the government has no:
furnished proof sufficlent to sustain a ve?-
dict of gullty against the defendant, and,
therefore, under the direction of the
court, in the Indictment of Robert 3.
Fosburgh for killing his sister, you will
return a verdict of not guilty.”

The crowd in the court room, which In-
cluded hundreds of friends of the de-
fendant, broke into loud applause, which
the court immediately quelled by stern-
ly raising his finger and commanding thes
sherig to see that the demonstration was
not repeated.

Robert Stewart Fosburgh, the defend-
ant, was then ordered to stand, while the
foreman of the fury was asked, “What is
vour verdict?’ The reply was ‘not
guilty.”

Judge Stevens then in a few words ox-
pressed his thanks to the jurymen for
their careful consideration of the casas
during the presentation to them,

Young Robert Fosburgh was then dis-
charged from custody and court was ad=
Journed.

The great crowd then rushed as one
person to shake the hand of the smiling
young man, and it was several minutes
before the court room was cleared.

“TCHIEF OF POLICE WRATHY.

One of the features of the brief sessiom
of court this morning was the announce-
ment to the newspaper men of Chlef of
Police John Nicholson to the effect that
the aflidavit which had been sent to him
yesterday by Chief Titus, of New York,
had arrived in Pittsfield this morning by
registered letter, but that the chlef had
refused to accept them, and they would
be returned to New York, In explanation
of this action, Chief Nicholson declared
that he felt that he had not been trea:-
ed right by Chief Titus, He said:

“If the New York police want to send
anything to me, they know how to do it
properly without notifying me by wire
twenty-four hours before, and then giv-

SHOOK FOSBURGH'S HAND.

Immediately after h!s discharge, young
Robert Fosburgh, accompan'ed by the
members of his family, went to the Wen-
dell house, where a reception was he'd
and where hundreds of people took ad-
vantage of the opportunity to shake
hands with the young man. As soon as
the jury was dismissed, the foreman call-
ed them together in his private room
and for the first time there was a con-
ference as to what the jurors believed.
Without exception, they declared thas
they would have returned a verdict of
not guilty within fifteen minutes, even
had they not been instructed by the court.
They acknowledged they would have pa‘d
no attention to the exhibits®in the case.

While Judge Stevens was speaking to
the jury the members of the Fosburgh
family, realizing what his remarks meant
to them, burst into tears, while the de-
fendant sat with his head buried, the
tears coursing down his cheeks.

When District Attorney Hammond, who
has been the prosecuting officer in the
trial, was asked to make a statement, he
said that he thought it would be im-
proper for him to say anything at this
time, except that from the evidenoe sub-
mitted the court was fully justified in
taking the case from the jury. He
thought, however, that Chlef of Police
Nicholson was fully warranted in mak-
ing the Investigation that he did.

NEW CERMAN TARIFF

WORKINGMEN OF THERE KAISER'S
EMPIRE WILL BEAR WEIGHT
OF PROTECTION

THE SCHEDULES ARE HEAVY

Tariff om Meats Ranges From
Thirty Marks to Seventy-Five
Marks Per Metric Hun-
dredweight,

BERLIN, July 26.—The Reichsanzeiger
today publishes a draft of the new cus-
toms tariff law and the customs" rates.
The bill stipulates that in any new new
commercial treaties entered into by Ger-
many, the duties shall not be lower than
5 marks on rye, 5% marks on wheat, 3
marks on barley and 5 marks on oats.

The duties on grain, provisions and cat-
tle are as published last week by the
Stuttgarter Beobachter and already ca-
bled to the Assoclated Press from Ber-
lin, with the exception of potatoes, which
are exempt.

The North German Gazette, discussing
the publication by the Reichsanzeiger of
the customs8 announcements, points out
that the draft of the new tariff was pub-
lished because it already had been part-
ly printed in an unauthorized manner,
but, as it has not yet been thoroughly
discussed in the Bundesrath, neither the
provisions of the bill nor the customs
rates therein set down are unalterable
before the bill reaches the reichstag.

CONSUMERS WILL SETTLH.

The tariff bill, as printed by the Reichs-
anzelger, fills a pamphlet of 167 pagdes.
The duties on frain are the same as pub-
lished In the Stuttgarter Beobachter. The
duty on maize is 4 marks per metric
hundredwelght without minimum; the
duty on barley is8 4 marks per metric
hundredweight, maximum, and 3 marks
per metric hundredweight minimum;
cloverseed will pay a duty of 6 marks
per metric hundredweight; rice is 4
marks per metric hundredweight; malt
of barley will pay 4 marks per metric
{ hundredweight, while other malt will pay
| 9 marks. Cotton is free and hop meal
will pay 60 marks.

Most all vegetables, as well as apples,
will be free of duty.

Hard woods, not sawed, will pay 20
pfgs. per hundredweight, or 1 mark 80
pfgs. per solid meter. Soft woods, not
sawed, will pay 20 %fgs. per hundred-
weight, or 1 mark pfgs. per solid
meter. Hard woods, sawed, will pay 1
mark 25 pfgs. per hundredwelght, or 10
marks per solid meter; soft woods, saw-
ed, will pay 1 mark 25 pfgs. per hundred-
weight, or 7 marks 50 pfgs. per solid
meter; barrel staves will pay 30 pfgs. per
hundredweight; horses, worth from 300
marks to 2,500 marks are scaled under
tariff law to pay duties ranging from
30 marks to 300 marks apiece.

HIGH RATES ON MEAT.

Beef cattle will be charged 2 marks,
young cattle 15, calves ¢ and hogs 10
marks apiece. Fresh meats will pay 80
marks per hundredweight; prepared as
table delicacies they will pay 75 marks
per hundredweight. Meat extracts will
pay 80 marks per hundredwelght; sau-
sages 45, lard 12 marks 50 pfgs. per
hundredweight, and oleomargarine will
pay the same as butter. Cheese will pay
30 marks per hundredweight. All flours
except oat flour will pay 18% marks per
hundredweight, while oat flour will pay
16 marks; cottonseed oil in casks will
gay 12%, and not In casks 20 marks per

undredweight; sugar will pay 40 marks
per hundredweight, as will fruit sugars,
glucose, dextrin, etc. Margarine but-
ter will pay 30 marks; artificial lards will
pay 121 marks; fruit grepa.ra.uons will
pay 7 marks, and in brandy 80 marks
per hundredweight. All  hermetically
sealed foods otherwise unspecified will
pay 76 marks per hundredweight.

Raw tobacco will pay 8 marke per
hundredweight, as will the stems of raw
tobacco; stemmed tobacco leaves and
chewing tobacco will pay 18 marks per
hundredwelight; cigars and cigarettes will
pay 270 marks; getroleum will pay 10
and 6 marks per hundredweight, accord-
irng to quality.

RETALIATORY DUTIES.

Sectlon 8 or this tariff provides that
dutiable goods sent to Germany from
countries treating German ‘ships and
German goods more unfavorably than
those of other countries may be assessed
at double the rates provided for under
this law to the full value of these goods,
and that dutiable goods arriving from
such countries that are on the free list
may be assessed 50 per cent of their full
value.

ARGUES COUNSEL FOR THE UNITED
STATES

Anyhow Indians FHave No Rights
That Any One Is Bound to Re-
spect—Territorial Court In-

- junctions Don't Go.

EL RENO, Okla., July 26.—Arguments
on the application of Lone Wolf and oth-
er dissatisfied Indlans for an order en-
joining the general government from
opening the Kiowa, Comanche and
Apache reservations to settlement, were
heard here today before Judge C. F. Ir-
win, of the territorial supreme court.
The hearing closed at noon, and Judge
Irwin announced that he would make his
decision known Monday morning. The
drawing of homesteads is set to begin
at that time at El Reno. Government
officials have already stated that the case
would not interfere with the opening.

J. W. Scothorn, assistant United States
attorney, representing the government,
argued that no court had jurisdiction to
restrain executive officers of. the federal
government from proceeding under an act
of congress. He argued further that a
treaty with the Indians had no more
standing than a treaty with a foreign
nation, and that the latter could e brok-
en at any time. Any law enacted after
the abrogation of the treaty would, he
contended, control in the issues that
might arise,

TURN DOWN YERKES

CHICAGO MAN WON'T GET A
CHANCE TO ELECTRIFY
LONDON RAILWAYS

GANZ SYSTEM IS FAVORED

Claim Made That the New Method
of Eleetric Traction Far Ex-
cels Those Now in Gen-
eral pie,

LONDON, July 26.—At a meeting of
the stockholders of the Metropolitan rail-
way, held this afternoon, the electric
traction dispute was the principle topic
of discussion, The action of the direct-
ors of the Metropolitan In opposing the
proposals made by Charles T. Yerkes
to electrify the road was approved. The
chairman of the meeting, detallifig the
negotiations between Yerkes and the
Metropolitan rallway, said that expert
electricians of botn the Metropolitan dis-
trict and the Metropolitan rallways had
approved the Ganz system of electric
transit, and that when Yerkes came upon
the scene, he had won over the Metropoli-
tan district to the system he approved,
Proceeding, the chairman said if the new
Ganz method was what experts claimed,
it was designed to render valueless mill-
ions of dallars wortn of electric plant,
both in Great Britain and the United
Btates, and that signs were not lacking
that a determined effort was making hy
interested capitalists and companies,
commanding immense wealth, to strangle
this new departure in electrical engineer-

The chairman sald hls company was
advised that the cost of the Ganz system
would be from 30 to 40 per cent below
that of the system advocated by Yerkes,
and that when the parliamentary commit-
tee having the matter in charge had set-
tled the question of ‘a system, the Metro-
politan rallway was ready to carry this
system into effect.

EDWARD MAY HAVE NEW TITLE.

Ia the house of lords today Lord Salis-
bury, the premier, introduced a bill au-
thorizing King Edward to assume by
prociamation within gix months the
adoption of such title as he may think
fitly recognizes his dominion beyond the
sea, The premier added tais title would
probably be as follows: “Edward the
Seventh, by the Grace of God, of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain end
Ireland, of British Dominions Beyond
the Sea, King, Defender of the Faith anu
Emperor of India.”

YEOMAN HAVE A KICK.

King Edward presented medals to 3,000
returned yeomanry at the Horse Guards'
parade here today.

of their number are starving. The claims
of the men who say they have not yet
been paid vary from £63 to £127. Some
of the claimants alleged they have had
to pawn their earlier medals in order
to procure food for their families,

TOGHECK TUBERGULOSIS

RECOMMENDATIONS MADE BY THE
CONGRESS AT LONDON,

LONDON, July 26.—At the final meet-
ing of the congress on tuberculosis, held
today under the presidency of Lord Der-
by, reaolutions were adopted in favor of
legislation towards the suppression of

! expectoration in public places, and rec-

ommending the notification of the proper
authorities in cases of phthisis and the
use of pocket spittoong, -asserting that
these sanitary provisions were indispens-
able in order to diminish tuberculosis.
A resolution was adopted expressing
the opinion of the congress that the
health officers should continue every ef-
fort to prevent the spread of tuberculosis
tbrough milk and meat, and as the
doubts concerning human immunity from
bovine tuberculosis, raised by Dr. Koch;
were of vital importance to the public
health and the agricultural interests
of the country, the government should
immediately institute a rigid nquiry
into the identity of human and bovine
iuberculosis.

Other resolutions passed indorsed the
educational work of the national socle-
ties toward the prevention of tubercu-
losis, and invited legislation In support
of this work. -

The appointment of a permanent inter-
national committeea to collect evidence,
publish literature and recommend means
for the prevention of tuberculosis was ad-
vocated, The members of this commit-
tee are to be nominated by the various
governments from national socleties,

RAIN REPORTED IN MANY SEC.
TIONS OF THE SOUTHWEST,

WASHINGTON, July 26.—The past
twenty-four hours probably have been the
most favorable to the states of the corn
belt since the existing hot wave began,
nearly forty days ago. Rains, generally
light in amount, have fallen in Western
Kansas, Western Nebraska, Southwest-
ern Missouri, central Jowa, Arkansas and
a little in Oklahoma, and the prospects
seem to be favorable for a continuation
tomorrow of more numerous showers in
these states and territories. On Sunday
showers are looked for in Northern II-
linois and Northern Indiana. Still, there
has been no general rain, of which the
crops stand In so much need, and there
are no immediate prospects of any. On
the whole, the weather bureau officlals
here regard the situation as somewhat
improved. Incidental to the rains the
temperatures officlally. reported today
were somewhat lower than yesterday.
However, they ranged from 92 to 109 in
the corn belt. Conditions will remain
practieally’ the same in the drought sec-
tion during Baturday and Sunday end the
weather will continue very hot, with the
possibility of rellef from scattered thun-
derstorms,

In the Dakotas and in Montana there
has not been any rain of importance in
the past twenty-four hours, but tempera_
tures have been a little lower. There were
good heavy rains last night in Wisconsin,
in lower Michigan and in Northern Ohio,
and fair rains in New York.

LINCOLN, Neb., July 26.—Prayers for
rain were general in Nebraska today, in
accordance with the governor's proclama-
tion. In this city many church con-
gregations united. Aside from dust lay-
ing showers at Plerce, St. Edward, Plain-
view and Alblon, no rain is reported in
Nebraska. There was a slight drop in
