~'f'ug Slocum Sent
to Aid.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 2—Seven man

from the disabled transport Lennox,
bound from Manila to this port, who
were picked up in a small boat off

Pledras Blancas lighthouse and brought
to this city by the steamer George
Loomis, tell a story of a broken shaft,
dearth of provisions and the drifting of
the helpless ship in the current that sets
down the coast. The men are Third Mate
J. Spratt, J. Lee, Frank West, P. J.
Flaherty and James P. Scanlon, ex-sailors
and men-of-wars men, and David Rankir,
a government clerk returning from Ma-
nila, and F. L. Rose, a reporter formerly
connected with the Manila Freedom, They
constituted a volunteer crew that put
off from the transport in search of as-
sistance. On the Lennox are seventeen
cabin and forty-five second-class passen-
gers, nearly alH of whom are dischargad
sailors and soldiers, the English officers
and a Chinese crew of about thirty men.
There are no women on board,

Third Mate Spratt and his companions
tell the same story. Ohe of them said:

“The Lennox left Manila on June 17 and
Nagasaki on July 3. Suddenly, on the
evening of July 25, the shaft broke with-

the engines prevented any damage to the
vesgel, There was a calm at the time
and things looked bad.

For near-
lyv a week we looked in vain for assist-
ance, meanwhile drifting to the south-
ward and in toward the coast. What
made it really serlous was the shortage
of provisions, Capt. Williamson asked the
Chinese crew to man a small boat and
attempt to reach the coast. The Chinesa
refused, and the chief officer came to us
sailors and asked for a volunteer crew.
Twenty minutes later we were off in a
boat. We took two kegs of water, two
tins of corned beef and a box of hard-
tack. The boat was rigged with a sail,
but there was no wind. Untll we were
picked up by the Loomls, twelve hours
later, we were at the oars, and had come
within sight of Pledras Blancas light-
house.”
