COMPLETE REPORTS OF NORTH.

"WEST REVEALS SITUATION AL-
MOST UNPARALLELED

WEATHER HAS BEEN IDEAL

Hot Wave Sui»er«edecl I»y Heavy

KaiiiN Proved to Be the Very

Kind to Make Grain
Grow.

Tremendous flax crops will be harvest-
(.l in the Northwest, particularly in the
Western counties of North Dakota. The
hot wave came a long ways from dam-
aging flax in this section, but in the
Bed river valley the crop will be consid-
erably lighter. Flax in this belt is in a
poor condition.

Reports of oats, rye, barley and wheat
throughout the Northwest are very fa-
vorable. The hay crop is also good.
In some parts of the Northwest rye, oats,
barley and even wheat are toeing har-
vested new, so that to say that the yield
will be exceedingly large is. not at all
problematic, for in Idaho, Washington
and Oregon, where harvest is in prog-
ress, it Is possible to ascertain just what
size crop has bten produced.

The invariable report is thai the hot
weather did no damage to small grain,
and in the great majority of cases, par-
ticularly in heavy soil, it was a pro-
moter to the crops. Upon the heels of
the excessive weather has come cop'ous
rains, which forms ideal weather condi-
tions and places beyond question the out-
come to the farmers of the great North-
west.

During the past week or two some
farms in North Dakota have been visited
by hail storms, the result ot which i?
of course .not very good. Some fields of
grain were entirely ruined, while others
are a 20 per cent loss. These conditions
exist, however, in only a small part of
the country. The general status, from
Minnesota to the Pacific coast, is exceed-
ingly good. In Minnesota, not only cut-
ting, but in some localities threshing of
wheat has begun. This progress has
been made in Anoka county and the yield
is excellent. A fine potato crop will also
be gathered in this county, which is
one of the best potato counties in the

Reports say that the recent hot
weather, followed by a heavy precipita-
tion, has materially advanced corn.

The following report, compiled by the
Northern Pacific company, gives a good
view of the situation from Minnesota to
the coast:

Minnesota Division—Harvesting of all
grains, except flax, is well under head-
way and the yield promises to come fullyup to expectations. Anoka reports that
threshing Of wheat ,has already begun
1 he rain and cool weather have been of
great benefit to all crops, especially ilax,corn, potatoes and pasturage. No mate-
rial damage by hot weather.St. Paul Duluth Considerablegrain is already out, and threshing will

gin within a few days. The hot weath-
er d.d no damage. Rains during the past
week have helped potatoes and the yield
will be very large.

Little Falls & Dakota Branch—
of all grain except flax is nearly com-pleted and the yield will be large, al-though somewhat decreased by the hot
weather a week- ago. Some • estimate
wheat at twenty bushels per acre. Rain
las! week was very beneficial to corn,
and this crop will also be a large one.Fergus Falls & Black Hills iBranch to
Oakes—Harvesting is well under way.
Yield is estimated at from twenty to
twenty-five bushels. Not much damage
caused by hot weather. Rains have help-
ed corn and flax a good deal, and farm-ers now expect a good crop of the
former.

Manitoba Division—Weather? has been
cool, with some rain, and everything is
maturing rapidly. Some,, few farmershave begun cutting their grain, but har-
vesting is not vet "general.

Dakota Division—The .district betwee.iTappen and Steele was struck by a se-vere hail storm on the 28th.which did
considerable damage. Some, fields wereentirely wiped out. while others wereonly damaged to the extent of about 20per cent. ,

The weather at all other points has
been favorable. The heat a week ago isthought to have caused some damage* atsome points, but the injury was not se-
rious, and will probably not affect theaverage yield to any extent. Rye and
barley are being cut, but wheat is not yet
fully matured. ... )it ;»

Fargo & Southwestern Branch toDickey—Weather, .with cool local showers,just what was needed for corn and flax.Barley and oats are being harvested;
crops are good. Some wheat being cut,
but harvesting of same will not be gen-
eral until next week. Yield is estimatedat from twenty to thirty bushels per
acre.

Casselton Extension—Harvesting of
oats, rye and barley is well under way,
and wheat will be ready to cut the first
of next week; weather favorable.iperstown Branch—Flax has picked
up well during the last two weeks, and
this crop will now- be larger than ex-pected. Other crops are-growing splen-
didly and prospects are still very good.
Harvesting wi.l not be general for twoweeks. .-.'.. .••\u25a0-• .. •

Jamestown & Northern Branch—Hall
struck the country around Bowdon andBarlow on the 2vth, doing considerabledamage to several thousand acres ofgrain. It is difficult to make accurate es-
timates of the damage, but Agent Bow-
don thinks it will reduce the yield in thatdistrict about 30 per cent.

At all other points the weather has
been favorable and crops are in a splen-
did condition. Harvest will be general
about Aug. 10. Flax has improved won-
derfully during the past two weeks.

Montana—Crop situation in the Galla-
tin valley is excellent. Barley first-classquality and heavy yield; also good yield
of oats and winter wheat, and the hay
crop is above the average. Harvesting
of winter wheat has commenced.--her districts need rain for crops onlan not irrigated, but irrigated crops
are doing very well and nearly ready forharvest. Some oats already being cut in
the Missouri valley.

Idaho, Washington and Oregon—Har-
vesting is general and the yield so far isfullyup to expectations, the average be-ing considerably above las' year and thequality first-class. Weather was very hotalong the Clearwater branch last week
Which caused some slight damage to latesown wheat. No other crops affected.

Schulze
keeps his horses in a barn in the rear of
the saloon of Joseph Steiner, and on the
evening the accident occurred went to the
stable, accompanied by his eleven-year-
old daughter. As Schulze opened the door,
a dog owned by Steiner jumped out and
attacked the little girl; He pinned her
to the ground, and before she could be
released from his grasp,- the girl was
frightfully bitten. Dr. Hawkins made an
examination and found that the savage
animal had almost torn the i nose from
the child's face, crushing the top of it
in a manner that will permanently dis-
figure her. Her left ear. and cheek were
ai3o' badly lacerated, and there were a
number of other ugly marks left on the
child.

DANZ is' ENJOINED
CAN'T SHOOT NEIGHBORS DUCKS

ON THEIR OWN RESERVATION

The Court Rules in Favor of Uri L.
Lamprey In His Salt

Against Jacob

Danz.

A decision was rendered by Judge Bunn
yesterday in the case of Uri L. Lamprey,
the well known attorney, against Jacob
Danz, in which action was brought to re-
strain the latter from shooting on Mr.
Lamprey's private duck peserves at How-
ard Lake, and the findings of the court
are of unusual interest to all sportsmen.

In his decision the court orders judg-
ment for Mr. Lamprey, and the defendant
is restrained and enjoined from hunting
or shooting on the ground in question, or
the water covering the property describ-
ed in the complaint. He is also enjoined
from going upon the water after ducks
or game which have been winged while
on the flight, and which may fall into
Howard lake.

Some years ago Mr. Lamprey, who lsone of the best known sportsmen of St.
Paul, purchased the ground inclosing
Howard lake as a private shooting pre-
serve. The lake, which is filled with
wild rice, covers an area of 300 acres, ana
during the season wild ducks and other
game feed there in great numbers.

Of recent years Mr. Danz, who has
the lease of property on Mud lake, which
is contiguous to Howard lake, erected a
blind, or cover, on an intervening pass,
and it was alleged that from this point
of vantage he would shoot ducks as thc-y
passed to Howard lake, and after falling
in the water, he and big friends, at the
end of each day, would gather up the
game.

The court holds that the contention of
Mr. Lamprey to the sole right to shontgame at Howard lake is valid for the
reason that he owns the ground and lake
in fee simple by reason of purchase, andjudgment is ordered as stated.

PARENTS HAVE REFORMED.

Now Want Custody of Four Children
Taken From Them.

A writ of habeas corpus was issued by
