Effect* of Strike Are Felt Already

nt Escannlia.
ESC ANABA, Mich., Aug. s.—The big

strike among the iron workers In the
steel mills has already had a demoral-
izing effect upon business in this vicinity
and the movement of iron ore from this
port is almost at a standstill. During
the past fortnight some fifty trainmen
employed on the Peninsula division or
the Chicago & Northwestern railroad
have been laid off, and other reductions
in the working force will be made shortly
unless the strike is settled and the de-
mand for ore revives.

Many of the trains which have been
engaged all summer in moving ore from
thi minis to the docks in this city, ar*<
now Idle, and some of the old-time rail-

men Of this CitJ di dare that the
present conditions arc panicky, and that
this locality is In for a hard winter un-
less there [a a "let-iii." soon.

"Ai 4 o'clock this afternoon the Hyde
Park mill, wliioh has been idle since the
first of this ear, was started. K. S.
I'argriey, manager of the American Steel
association; Harry Davis, district su-
periniendent, and Robert Lock, local
manager, were on the ground. At 3:45 p.
ni. this afternoon a train arrived in Hyde
Park, coming from Saltsburg, Vander-
grift and Apollo. The train stopped at
the works and fifty-live men, clad in
working garb and carrying dinner buck-
ets, left the train and huur.ied into the
works. There was no excitement, and
the mill owners and managers tonight
claim they now have enough men in the
mill to operate all of the five-plant mill.
Sentinels are out, and no one Is allowed
to get into the mill without a password.
This afternoon, late, six millmen from
Leechburg cantered ' down toward the
mill, passed the guards and walked into
the milla, where tonight they are at
work. This makes sixty-one men now
employed at the works. By outsiders it
is claimed that this number cannot oper-
ate the mill in full, but, however this
may be, the mill is running tonight In
good shape.

•'The Amalgamated men, however, are
on the ground, making desperate efforts
to keep all union men out. They make
the bold assertion that in two days after
President Shaffer Issues nis general sti-ike
order not a wheel will be turning in

Vsinderjjrift, Apollo or Hyde
Park."

From Wellsville, Ohio, the following re-

"The last four of the striking steel
workers, who were arrested Saturday,
charged with riot, were released from jail
Late this afternoon upon bail.

There were four new men brought Into
the mill from Scottdale today and four
of the strikers, George Cartwright, Har-
ry Davidson, Jabeth Rushton and Rich-
ard Kay deserted the union and went
back to work. Cartwright and Davidson
are rollers, while Rushton and Kay are
heaters. Five mills were working today
and four a c working tonight, the largest
number run any day since the strike be-
gun. Vice President John Chappell, of
Newcastle, was here today between
trains, and said that all the steel rail
mills belonging to the United States Steel
corporation would be called out this
week. Further than that he refused to
talk.

The condition at McKeesport at 10 p.
m. is repotted as feverish. Many strikers
are on the streets around the National
Tube works. Men announce that they
are only waiting for orders from head-
quarters before going out. Organizer
Flynn, of the Federation of Labor, was
there today, looking over the situation
and conferring with local leaders. Per-
sistent rumors are to the effect that the
mine workers will refuse to furnish coal
for the trust coke furnaces or mills. An
ordinance has been drawn up by Common
Councilman Ames Wampler, of the
Fourth ward, appropriating $500,0u0 for.
additional paving and sewering McKees-
port. Only taxpayers are to be employed
at the work. It is intended for the ben-
efit of the stiikers in case the struggle
is prolonged. I>abor leaders will bring
greait pressure to bear on councilmen to
nave the ordinance passed. It would
furnish work for most of the strikers for
almost a year.

WINONA, Minn., Aug. s.—Mayor J. F.
Giese, of.Nome, Alaska, is \u25a0 a noted visit-
or in the city. He arrived litre on Sun-
day morning and will leave > again this
evening for the East. Mr. Glese is well
remembered by the people. of \Vinona. He
made rf his home here for many years, and
is a brother of A. O. and Henry Giese,
who still reside in this city.

Mr. G-iese left Winona in 1886, but hasi betn to Winona on visits several times,
the last time three ago. He has been in
Alaska, in the interior and along, the
Yukon, since 1894. He was at Dawson

, when the first stake was driven there in
1596, and went to Nome a year ago last

• June, To a representative of the Re-
publican and Herald, he spoke very in-
terestingly of 'that far-away country. He
said in part:

"The town of Nome was incorporated
last April, and the first election was held
in that city on the first Tuesday in the
month. A full list of city officers was
chosen, and I had the honor of being the
first mayor. Before April we were under
military rule.

"The city of Nome has a population of
about 15,000, and there are fuily 20,000 peo-
ple in the district. As far as the city is
concerned, people who live back here
have a peculiar Idea of what it is and
how it looks. They would 'jo much sur-
prised to go up there and see the fine
improvements we have. Everything is on
the modern idea. There has been an In-
vestment of close to $100*000 in water
mains for fire protection and private use.
We have a steam fire engine and two
hose carts, and I have just pucchased a
compound chemical engine and hose cart.
We will soon have a full paid fire de-
partment. I have also purchased a Game-
well fire alarm system with whistle at-
tachment. The streets are all planked,
instead of your brick paving, and we
have modern improvements throughout.

"People think that it Is very cold up
there, but reports are exaggerated. We

I bad a few days of 30-degree weather
j last winter, and we had slush weather

! during the month of Dece-mber. he
i most disagreeable thing aiboul the wcath-
; er is the high wind which vails in
| November and again in March. Other-

wise our weather is not so had.

UNDER BANKING ACT
SIX HI XDRED AND SIXTY-FIVE

NEW -\ATIONAL. BANKS ARE
FORMED

CAPITAL IS OVER $34,267,000

Bonds of Xen-.lni! i:t am on llepo.it
In Washington More Than $10,-

--000,000—General News of
the Capital.

WASHINGTON, Aug. Mr. Dawes,
the comptroller of the currency, has is-
sued the following statement regarding
the results of the passage of the act of
March 4, 1900:

The impetus given to the organization
of national banks by the act which be-
came a law on March 14, 1900, still con-
tinues.

During the sixteen and a half months
since the passage of the act th re have
been organized in the United States 665
national banking associations with an ag-
gregate capita] of $54,267,C00, accompanied
by a bond deposit aggregathig $10,003,200.
Of these banks 457 were organized with
a capital of less than $50,000, the total
amounting to (11,882,000, and £03 with a
capital of $50,053 or over, the aggregate
amounting to $22,355,000. Included in the
total number of org.inizat ons are ninety-
two banks with capital of $5,&20,000, which
were conversions of state institutions,
sixty-three of which were capitalized' for
less than $50,000 and twenty-five for $50,-

--000 or over.
Viewed from a geographical standpoint,

the Middle states lead in th \u25a0 total num-
ber of organizations, namely, 214, of
which 154 were with capital of less than
$30,009, and sixty with capital of $3>,000
or more. The aggregate capital stock of
the banks organized in this section was
111,550,000.

In the Southern states 159 banks were
organized with agsregate capital of $8,-
--405,0C0, IC3 of which were of the smaller
and 56 of the larger.

The next greatest ffumber of organiza-
tions occurred in the Western states,
namely, 135, with aggregate capital of $4,.
355.000; 113 of these banks were of the
smaller CIaSS and 22 Of the larger.

In the Eastern states 125 banks with
capital of $7,11 i."0 were organized,- of
which 70 were with capital of \>- -s than
$50,000 and 55 with capital of $30,0^0 or
more.

In the Pacific states, including Hawaii,
there were twenty-two organizations with
an aggregate capital of .$1,635,000. Of this
number thirteen were of the smaller and
nine with capital of 550,000 or more.

The smallest number of organizations
in any geographical division was In the
New England states, namely 101, with
capital of $1,100,000. Three banks were or-
ganized in New Hampshire and Connecti-
cut, reflectively, two In Maine, one each
in Massachusetts and Rhode Island. Four
of the number were of the smaller class
and six had capital of $20, iO i or over.

On March 14, 1900, there wore in opera-
tion 3,617 banks with a capital of $610,308,-
--095; bond i on deposit to cure circula-
tion, $244,611,671; circulation secure:! by
bonds, 374,795; bonds secured by law-
ful money deposited by banks placed in
voluntary liquidation In the charge of re-
ceivers and ihose reducing circulation,
$38,027,835.

On July 31 the number of banks had
Increased to 4,217, capital to $639f56,695,
bonds on deposit to secure circulation to
$329,3 M, 120, circulation secured by bonds to
$327,039,373, and circulation secured by law-
ful money to $29.113,530.

The net Increase in tue number of
banks, capital, etc., during this period
was as follows: Number of banks, GOO;
capital stock, $43,248,680; bonfls d posited
to secure circulation, $84,736,860; circula-
tion secured by bonds and by lawful
money, $101,750,173.

Of the aggregate amount of bonds de-
posited as security for circulation, $329,-
--348,430, a trifleover 06 per cent, i. <-.. $316,-
--025,150, are 2 per cent of the Issue of 1930.

The circulation of national banking as-
sociations reached the maximum on Oct.
23, 1882, namely, $362,400,632, which was
$6,247,699 higher than the amount out-
standing on July 31, 1901.
