In Yesterday's Contest Cadillac Was
Both Outpointed and Out-
sailed by the Fin
Keel Sleop,

_CHICAGO, Aug. 12.—In a twelve-knot
breeze and a smooth sea, Invader, the
Royal Canadian Yacht club’s challenger,
today won the second race of the interna-
tional series for the Canadas cup almost
as easily as the defender, the Detroit
boat club’s €adillac, won the first race
last Saturday.

Invader gaine@ four minutes twenty-
seven seconds on what was intended to
be a beat to windward of nine nautical
miles, but which, by reasen of the wind
hauling round before the wyachts had
made two mlles to wWeather, became a
close-hauled reach, ‘and on the run home |
off the wind the challenger added mearly
two minutes more to her lead.

Though the shift in the svind spoiled
what. wasto have ‘been a beat to weather,
Invajer had suffielent opportunity to
demonstrate that in light airs she can
beat Cadillac to windward.

The Canadian vacht clearly outpeinted
the defender. Both were footing equaily.
This was in a faint Zephyr of barely five
miles an hour, and -during the first hour
of the race, which was tediously siow to
begin with, and threatened to be-
come a drifting mateh, with little proba-
bility of being finished within the time
limit. Fortunately a fresh breeze sprung
up at noon, and therefore ‘defeated the
judges' purpose of a race dead to wind-
ward and leeward. It proved very ac-
ceptable and showed off Invader to great
advantage at certain points of salling.

The articles of agreement governing
this international contest require a tug
bearing the bucy to start at the time the
preparatory -gun is fired for each wind-
ward and leeward race, but the commit-
tee neglected to have this part of ‘the
programme carried out. This gave the
judges' boat a chance to lay out a course
varying a point or two from the course
given previously to the racing captains.
Had the original course been adhered to,
the sphijt would have made the race a
brogi eech back; whereas, by changing
the gourse a trifie, the judges.were able
to make it a clese-hauled reach out
and almost a quarterly run back. So the
rival yachts really Wwere tested on these
points of sailing, nmamsly: A two-mile
beat in a very light wind; a close preach
for seven miles, and a quarterly run off
the wind for nine mlles, and on each and
every point of sailing, and at every mo-
ment during the race, Invader always
was beating Cadillac.

MAY LIFT THE CUP.

The Canadlan yacht's decisive victory
today came as a great surprise to the
majority of the talent, and many are
already apprehensive that if breezes of
fifteen miles an  hour eor less prevail
during the next two or.three days, In-
vader will win and take back to Canada
the cup which Genesee won for the Chi-
cago-Yacht -elub two years ago.

Cadillac had no chance today to avail
itself of the increases allowed .in its
spinnaker hoom.

‘When the starting gun was fired, at 11
o’cleck, the fine sailing breeze of ghe early
morning had died away to a mere whis-
per from east-southeast.

Jockeying for position before the final
gun, l;agt. Jarvis stood glong the line on
the starboavd tack, and foreed Cadillac
about. Jarvis also went about and again
stood along the line, meeting his adver-
sary and passing under his lee near the
southwest end of the line, just two min-
utes before the gun. Here the Canadian
skipper let his craft wear around very
slowly, being close to the line, and he
had just filled away with the wind on his
starboard beam again when the gun
cracked. Cadillac was near the northeast
end of the line, which they crossed at
almost the same moment an the star-
board tack, standing northeast. They
had scarcely more than steerage way
and could mnot point higher. Standing
out thus, Cadillac had Invader on her
starboard or weather quarter.

Slowly, but surely, the Camadian y@rhi
passed to windward of the American.
After twenty-five minutes Cadillac went
about on the port tack and crossed 20
vards astern of Invader, which came
about also. The challenger was outpoint-
ing Cadillac and moving a trifle faster
as well.

Half an nour after the start they haa
not made much more tham half a mile
to weather on the ceurse. All this time
the judges’ boat lay at the starting lne,

At 11:% a little breeze, could be seen
coming across the water which put some
life inte two racers; It;, was mnotice-
able that tnis new, breeze was coming
from the east and the yachts held up to
it, thus standing out more into the lake,
where the breeze was found a shade
stronger and they moved along faster;
Invader continued to point higher taan
the defender. ¢

At noon they still were on the
tack, heading southeast, and Invader had

Gloriana, * that marvelous Herreshoff
production that revolutionized racing

Yachts. The whole forebody of the chal-
lenger, in fact, shows a clever adaption
and skillful modification of the forward
sections of all the good parts of the
Watson and Fife and Herreshoff cre-
ations.

The stern, too, tapers beautifully.
