MOSQUITOES AND FEVER

EXHAUSTIVE EXPERIMENTS TO BE
CONDUCTED AT HAVANA,
HAVANA, Aug. 14 —In connection with
the experiments which Dr. Caldas, the
Jrazilian medical expert, is about to con-
duct here to illustrate the eflicacy of a
serum designed to prevent the contrac-

tion of yellow fever, the vellow fever
committce will supply the mozquitoes.
The committee has eight insects which

have bitten a person suffering from a bad
case of yellow fever. Two-.of the mos-
quitocs subsequently bit two persons who
have since d:veloped well marked cases.

The eight mosqultoes will be divided
into two divisions. Two persons whom
Dr. Caldas will inoculate with his serum
will be bitten by two mcsquitces each.
The other four mosqguitces will bite two
non-immunes, two each, As the eight
mosquitoes were infected from the same
person, and as two of them have already
given yellow fever to two persons, it is
inferred that the arrangement will afford
a good test of the preventive value of the
serum, a’though other experiments will
probably be conducted.

4ELD UP ON A TRAIN

FIVE MEN ROB THIRTY HARVEST
HANDS ON MILWAUKEE
FREIGHT

THREATENED WITH REVOLVER

Work Was Dore Systematically
Between La Crosxse and Hast-
ings—Onre of the Victims
Ba..y Beaten.

A bold hold-up took place early yester-
day morning on Freight Train No. 69 of
the Milwaukee road, near Hastings,
Minn. A number of harvest hands, who
were stealing a ridg on flat cars, were
robbed of everything they had. The
bandits, five in number, were all mask-
ed, and secured about $75, three watches
and a half a dozen razors.

Armed with revolvers, they proceeded
to rob the thirty or forty harvest hands,
one at a time, and shoved them into a
box car as fast as they had been search-
ed. Not a man dared to resist, as the
robbers threatened their vietims with in-
stant death if they as much as moved.
Those who were in the rear cars, who
had already been robbed, were too fright-
ened to say a word. The work of the
bandits was done so systematically that
not even the fireman or engineer knew
that anything unusual was going on.

The job of searching all the men on
the train took nearly two hours, and was
not completed until after the train had
pulled out of Hastings.

Most of the laborersi who were robbed
got off the train at Hastings, while the
robbers are supposed to have come on to
St. Paul. Chief O'Connor was notified
by the chief of police at Hastings of
the robbery, but up to a late hour last
night the thieves had not been appre-
hended.

The victims were all residents of Wis-
censin points with the exception of one
man, who was from Chicago. During
the progress of the robbery one of the
men resisted somewhat, but the robbers
quickly subdued him by hitting him on
the head with the butt of a revolver,
This man was still unconscious when the
train reached Hastings.

Several of tne other men were also
rather roughly used and were more or
less bruised.

The robbers boarded the train shortly
after it had passed out of the yard
limits at La Crosse, Wis. A baggage car
was attached to the extreme rear end
of the train and during all the time that
the robbery aws taking place tae train
crew was asleep in this car.

Yesterday morning Sergeant Andy Call
and Patrolman Murphy arrested four
men near the union depot, who were sus-
pected of being implicated in the hold-up.
The men claimed they were from Spoon-
er, Wis.,, and in the employ of the
Northwestern line. James Swanson and
Joseph Swanson, two of the victims,
came to St. 'Paul yesterday afternoon,
but on looking over the suspects stated
that they were not the men wanted, with
the result that the suspects were given
their Iliberty.

The hold-up was one of the most daring
perpetrated in this part of the country
for some time, and was very cleverly
executed.

CALENDAR 1S LIGHT

UNITED STATES DISTRICT AND
CIRCUIT COURTS CONVENES
SEPT. 3

ONLY FOUR CRIMINAL CASES

Several Charges of Counterfeiting
Will Be Dealt With, Alxo the
Long Pending Strand
Sait.

The fall term of the United States dis-
trict and circuit courts will convene in
Minneapolis on Sept. 3, Judge I,uchrlen
presiding, and the grand and petit juries
will be selected next Tuesday.

Thus far there are only four criminal
cases on the calendar, the unfortunates
being Matt F. Richards, Washington and
W. H. Blair, who are charged with coun-
terfeiting, and William H. Tailer, who is
accused of passing counterfeit money.

Among the civil cases to come up is
that of Hans B. Strand against Thomas
M. Griffith and-other residents of Minne-
apolis, whom the plaintiff charges with
swindling him out of $35,000 in a transac-
tion. whereby he was induced to trade
several tracts of land ein Washington
state for a stock of goods.

Detenn_inu'don to Protect
Rights ¢f That Part
ef City.

To judge from the attitude taken by
the Sixth Ward Improvement association
at its meeting of last evening that body
proposes to take an active and if neces-
Sary an aggressive part in ‘securing for -
its portion of the city its rights at the
hands of the municipal corporation and
all private corporations, and protecting
the West side from imposition or en-
croachment from any source. In other
words the association will take protective
charge of the affairs of the Sixth ward,
and will take steps to see that it is not
imposed upon by the portion of the city
on the opposite side of the river.

The meeting of last evening, which was
held at 3% South Wabasha street, was
presided over by F. B. Doran, president
of the association, and there were about
thirty-five members in attendance. There
was but little discussion, and it was prin-
cipally in the adoption of resolutions of
instruction to the standing commitiees
that the sentiment of the body was ex-
pressed. Most of these resolutions had
been previously prepared in writing, and
were adopted without comment of any
sort.

One resolution of similar character,
which was offered verbally by Paul Mar-
tin, was perhaps fairly characteristic of
the general feeling which appeared to
prevail. It provided that the proper com-
mittee be instructed to ascertain and re-
port the assessed valuation of real and
personal property on the West side, and
what proportion of the general expenses
of the city, such as police and fire pro-
tection, etc., are expended on the West
side. This resolution, like the others, was
referred to a committes. With but one
or two exceptions, the resolutions pre-
sented provided work of investigation for
the committees, and from their character
it was apparent that the assoclation is
preparing for a campaign of strenuous
activity. One -of the most important
measures was as follows:

LEVEE SHOULD BE PROTECTED.

‘Whereas, Al real estate on th- flats in
the Sixth ward of the city of St. Paul
was taxed o the extent of and actually
paid into the treasury of said city the
sum of $20,060 for the purpose of securing
the land known as the West Levee, a
strip of land on the river front 20 feet
wide by nearly five miles long, and of
which the Sixth ward is joint owner with
the city, and

Whereas, Said West side levee is the
most valuable franchise now controlled
by the city of St. Paul in connection with
its industrial and transportation interests
present and future, and especially so to
the people of the Sixth ward. and, there-
fore, its control by the city should only
be parted with under the strictest condi-
tions and limitations and rights at all
times reserved to the city to the end
that at no time shall it become absoiutely
the property of corporations or individ-
uals or become in anywise security for
other obligations; therefore,

Resolved, That the committee on leg-
islation be and is hereby instructed o
investigate, report and recommend as to
what preliminary legislation by the city
council or state legislature, "if any, is
necessary to safeguard this great and
valuakle franchise fuor the city of St.
Paunl.

A resolution, which was referred to the
committee on manufactures, was as fol-
lows:

WANT PUBLIC MARKET.

Resolved, That the committee on man.
ufactures be and hereby is instructed to
investigate ' andi report whether they
think it is necessary and feasible to

First—Establish on the West side a
public 'market, either daily or on certain
days of each week.

Second—Whether a public hay ground
and produce market can be established
and maintained successfully. e

Third—Whether a monthly stock fair
or sale can be successfully conducted.

Fourth—If, after consideration, they
think favorably of these propositions, to
report what buildings, grounds and other
conveniences will he required therefor.

The following was referred to the com-
mittee on statistics:

Resolved, That the committee on sta-
tistics be and heveby is instructed to in-
vestigate and report and make recom-
mendations as to what assistance may
be rendered, if any, by the association to
facilitate the establishment of rural mail
delivery to the farmers in the territory
adjacent to the Sixth ward. 3

The committee on fire department was
instructed to investigate and report what
condition the West Side water mainsg
will be left in by reason of the filling in of
the river near the Union depot; also as
to whether the said fill is such an en-
croachment on the river as will cause
the bankment on the West side levee
to be washed out unless rip-rapped, or
otherwise protected.

Chairman Doran outlined the proceed-
ings between the people of South St. Paul
and Inver Grove and the officials of the
street railway company as to the ex-
tension of the street railway system to
those points. _ He said that he had been
informed by the Mayor of South St.
Paul yesterday that the officers of the
Twin City Rapid Transit company had
been to that place during the afternoon
to look the ground over, and had said
that they would send engineers to make
a survey, and would then be better pre-
pared to talk business.

D. A. Michaud, Charles Schurman,
George F. Dix, Louis Yoerg and Paul
Martin were appointed a committee to
interest the manufacturing firms of the
West side in a plan to have the manu-
factories of that part of the city writ-
ten up in some of the daily newspapers
at an early date. It was stated that
there were as many as forty-two manu-

factories located in the Sixth ward.

FUNERAL OF SCR. CRISP!

NAPLES HONORS THg
ORY OF ITALY'S DEAD.

MEM-

NAPLES, Aug. 14.—The funeral of Sig-
nor Crispi today was an imposing event.
Cordons of troops lined the route, which
was thrmxgh the principal streets, and
presented arms as the funeral car passed.
The car was drawn by eight black horses
with sable trimmings. The cords of tne
pall were held by the mayors of Rome,
Naples, Palermo and Ribera, Sicily,
Crispi’s birtaplace, the vice president ot
the chamber of deputies and other state
officials. A caisson draped with flags was
followed by cars piled high with floral

tributes. The procession included King
Victor Emmanuel's aide de camp, repre-
senting the king; the German consul,

representing Emperor William; senators,
deputies, ministers, generals, admirals,
patriotic societies, Garibaldian veterans
and military and naval detachments.
Immense crowds occupied the streets,
balconies and windows. All present un-
covered as the coffin passed. At the
arsenal the remains were taken on board
the cruiser Varese, where there was a
short service, minute guns being fired
in the meanwhile. The Varese sails at
midnight, escorted by the armored cruis-
er Marco Polo and the El Etorie, convey-
ing the family of Signor Crispi and the
government representatives.
