HAD THERIGHT NAME

IMPERIAL MYSTIC LEGION IS CER-
TAINLY MYSTERIOUS IF
NOTHING ELSE

ITS LICENSE IS REVOKED

Insurance Commissioner Dearth
Objects to Certain Methods of
This Order and of the
Bankers’ Union.

Imperial Mystic Legion is the title 9: a
life insurance assoclation of Omaha, Neb,.
whose Minnesota licnse was Yyesterday
revoked by Insurance Commissioner
Dearth,

Commissioner Dearth says that in Sep-
tember, 1900, the officers of the Imperial
Mpystic Legion reinsured ail of the busl-:
ness of that company with the Bankers
Union of the World, and turned over
more than $4,000 in cash. This action he
says was taken without tne knowledge
or consent of the members of the Impe-
rial Mystic Legion, ani they were kept
in ignorance of the fact that any trans-
action of the sort hul been made until
April of the nresent year. Furthennore,
it appears from the statemenc of Mr.
Dearth that practically the entire pro-
ceeds of assessments collected from mem-
bers of the Imperial Mystic Legion dur:
ing the eight months that the Bankers
Union claimed ownership, amounting in
all to something more taan $1,100, were di-
verted to the general fund and ‘paid to
the officers of the Imperial Mystic Le-
gion as a bonus for transferring the bus-
iness. Beside this, it is stated that the
supreme secretary of the Legion, E. W.
Packard, was made cashier of the
Bankers' Union as one of the conditions
of the deal. Mr. Dearth holds that as
the Legion was a mutual assessment
company the transfer or reinsurance
could never have been legally effected
without the condent of the members, and
he argues that the amount of the bonus
received by the officers, which was $9,500,
should be returned to the members.

IS TYPICALLY MYSTERIOUS.

According to Mr. Dearth’'s report of
the matter, the Imperial Mystic Legion, in
filing its sworn statement with his de-
partment as of the year ending Dec. 31,
1900, assumed to have cash assets amount-
ing to more than $5,000, with a member-
ship in force of 2,500. At that time, how-
ever, those members under the deal as-
sumed to have been made with the Bank-
ers’ Union of the World, must have been
considered belonging to the latter com-
pany, and of the cash assets it was
found that $4,000 consisted of bonds bor-
rowed from the Bankers’ Union.

The officers of the Imperial Mystic Le-
gion are Col. Henry C. Akin, supreme re-
gent, E. IH. Packard, supreme secretary;
Dr. A. W, Cook, supreme treasurer; Dr,
Coulter, supreme physician, and Dr, W,
O. Henry, supreme surgeon.

The ollicer of the Minnesota depart-
ment who made the examination states
in his report to Mr. Dearth that all of
the officers of the company are men of
high standing, and they allege that the
money accepted by them as a bonus for
transferring the membership was due
them In consideration of amounts advane-
ed by them to pay the expenses of the-
company from time to time. This state-
ment, however, could not be verified, as
the old books and records of the Leglon
could not be fonud and had presumably
been destroyed.

AN OLD SCHEME.

The Bankers’ Union of the World is a
young concern, having been organizea
by Dr. E. C. Spinney, of Des Moines,
Towa, and Incorporated under the laws
of the state of Nebraska, with heaa-
quarters at Omaha.

A review of its career, which began not
over three years ago, will show that the
course it has pursued in absorbing the
busiress of the Mystic Legion has been
its' policy from the start. A few months
after its establishement, . the - lead-
ing officers of the concern cap-
tured several hundred policy holders In
a fraternal insurance order-in -Iansas
called the Pyramids. At Salina, Kan,,
the entire membership of one lodge,
amounting to 170 members, was trans-
ferred. This was done by merely having
a “rider” made out in the name of the
Bankers’ Union attached to the Pyramid
policles. The method was pronounced
questionable by some of the state au-
thorities. * In making the transfer the
Bankers' Union did not exact a re-exam.
ination by the medical exammer of the
policy holders, but merely unloaded the
entire lot into the ranks of thelr infant
order, which was struggling for an ex-
istence.

VISITS HIS OLD HOME

W. A. NICHOLS, OF WASHING'_I‘ON
STATE, IN ST. PAUL.

‘W. A. Nichols, formerly deputy clerk of
the supreme court of this state, and at
present assistant secretary of state
of Washington, with headquarters at
Olympia, arrived in the city last night,
and s at the Windsor hotel.

Mr. Nichols, who was raised in Minne-
sota, Is the son of Samuel H. Nichols,
secretary of state of Washington, and for
many years clerk of the supreme court
of Minnesota. He 1s making his first visit
East in ten years, and he expressed him-
self as greatly surprised at the evidences
of prosperity in and about St. Paul,

He is accompanied by J. H. Schively,
deputy insurance commissioner of the
state of Washington, and chairman of
the Republican state central committee,

At the last meeting of the Washington
legislature a law was passed regulating
ing the conduct of protective and frater-
nal insurance companies, and especial
safeguards are provided against the in-
corporation or admittance of foreign or
outside companies.

The object of thelr visit is to investi-
gate the standing of a number of com-
panies as to their eligibility to admit-
tance or the right to do business in the
state. They will leave for the East
Sunday night, and their trip will oc-
cupy about five weeks.

YESTERDAY VERY STRIKINGLY
RESEMBLED A NURSERY

PROVIDE HOMES FOR CHILDREN

Pathetic Case Is Brought to Light—
Father Insane, Mother Hope-
lessly Dissipated and Lit-
tle Ones Homeless.

Yestérday was kindergarten day in the
probate court, and Judge Bazille was
called upon to dispose of several un-
fortunate waifs, who were almost as
good as homeless.

The case of Ernest Fraley and Powell
Fraley, seven and nine years old re-
spectively, was a sad one. Mrs, Anna
Fraley, mother of the children, resides
on Rice street, and evidence was pro-
duced to show that their father is in
the insane asylum and their mother ad-
dicted to drink to such an extent that
she is unable to care for the children.

FIRMS IN-
PURCHASED 1IT.

The state dairy and food department
vesterday finished its investigations as to
the adulterated butter found in Minne-
apolis on the previous day. Quantities
of the butter were found in the posses-
sion of eight commission firms of that
city, but the officers of the dairy and
food commission say that the dealers
made no effort to hamper them in their
investigations and willingly submitted
their butter to be tested and they are
convinced that none of them had any
guilty knowledge of the character of the
goods they had been induced to purchase.
The firms in question were: Stacey &
Sons, Hillman Bros., Jordan Bros., Long-
fellow Bros., A, M. Dyste, Grinneli, Col-
lins & Co., Samels & Co., Gamble, Robin-
son Commission company.,

The butter was purchased from a man
named Parker, from Rice Lake, Wis,, and
was represented to the firms which pur-
chased it as a private separator brand,
It is understcod that a halt car or abgug
10,060 pounds of the butter was shipped
to the Twin Cities and taus far only
3,000 pounds have been located. Some
was shipped back by the dealers who
bought it and some was called back by
Parker as soon as he learncd that trouble
had arisen. So far none of it has been
found in St. Paul.

Normal Board to Meet.

The state normal board will meet this
morning at 10 o'clock in the office of
Superintendent Olson, of the department
of public instruction. The meeting is
not a regular one, and while its purpose
has not been officially proclaimed, it is
generally understood that the questiom
of whether the boa-d will consent to have
the presidents of the normal schools act
as the purchasing agents of those insti-
tutions, as has been determined by the
state board of control.
