WISCONSIN REPUBLICAN LEGISLA-
TORS FORM A LITTLE LEAGUE

OF THEIR OWN*

ISSUES ADDRESS TO THE PASTY

Citing; the Grievances of the Signers.

Over Kxeentive Interfercne With
Legislation— Outgrowth of

Primary Bill Fight.

' MILWAUKEE,Wis., Aug. 17.— Wis-
consin Republican league, which has just
been organized by a large number of
members of the last legislature, issued
an address to the Republicans of Wiscon-
sin tonight. The league Is an outgrowth
of the bitter factional strife which per-
vaded the last legislature, especially in
the attempt to pass the primary election
bill, which was eventually killed. Tho
address recites that the organization
shall be permanent, and, among other
things, says that the public interest de-
mands that among the several depart-
ments of government there be cordial co-
operation.

TO BADGER G. O. P.
The address reads as follows:
To the Republicans of Wisconsin: The

undersigned Republican members of the
legislature of ISO] are convinced that the
Republican party of Wisconsin is upon
"the verge' of a crisis which can only be
averted by organized effort on the part
of .ill Republicans who consider party
welfare above personal ambition.

As representatives of the people, we
view with alarm the persistent effort to
strengthen the executive at the exnenae
of the legislative department of the
state.

The constitution says: "The legislative
power shall be vested in the senate and
assembly." The perpetuity of our lns*.i-
tuiions depends upon the independence
and integrity of each of the co-ordinate
bran of our government. Neither is
responsible to the other, but each is re-
sponsible to the people. Neither should
eubmit to dictation from the other. Any
attempt to subordinate the legislative de
partment to the control of the executive
is revolutionary and deserves prompt and
emphatic rebuke.

The pul-lc Interest d manda that among
the several departments of government
there be cordial and courteous co-opera-
tion.

These propositions are so fundamental
that they are more vital than party suc-cess itself.

Many unwarrantable Interferences with
the exclusive powers of the legislature
and attempts to coerce acquiescence In
unreasonable acts and unwise experi-
ments at the last session were contrary
to the welfare of the people of Wiscon-
sin and created bitter factional differ-ences in the Republican party.

The party must not permit itself to bo
divided, and possibly destroyed, by fac-
tional disputes. Its purposes are too high,
its work too important, to be dominated
for personal ends.

For these reasons we present to you thenecessity of a wholesome organization
Which shall truly represent the whole
party and safeguard its principles. Wenave not in contemplation an organiza-
tion for a single campaign, but one that
shall be permanent and as comprehensive
as the party It represents.

Norwegian Lutheran church, are con-
siderably incensed over the methodsadopted by the pastor, . Rev. M. Falk
Gjertsen, in his attempt to have thewoman deny statements which gossip had
credited her with. The pastor, accom-
panied by Lieut. Ole M. Shelly, of the
Third precinct police station, called twice
during last Wednesday. The first visitwas made during the afternoon, but thelady of the house was not at home. On
the second visit in the evening the wom-
an and her husband were at home. Thecouple has concluded that the pastor at-tempted to impress the wife that the af-
fair was of a very serious nature by tak-ing an officer along. This would also
appear^to be the case, as Lieut. Shelly
accompanied the pastor on both visits.

The affair is the result of the famous
Gjertsen case, in which the Minneapolis
pastor is charged with having writtenan immoral letter to Mrs. Esther Paul-
son, the wife of a christiania missionary.
Gjersen was the author of the letter in
Question. Having arrived at this con-
clusion the woman immediately called on
the pastor and requested him to make
clear certain points. Mr. Gjertsen has
admitted having written the letter from
Minneapolis, Dec. 17. in which Mrs. Paul-son is addressed as "Dear Esther." A
tone of familiarity also prevails through-
out the letter. As this member of Trin-ity church had heard the pastor publicly
declare that he had only spoken with
Mrs. Paulson three times, and then in
the presence of witnesses, she wished to
know how Mr. Gjertsen could assume fa-miliarity. Mr. Gjertsen had then, ac-cording to his interviewer, said that he
had spent a whole hour with her at Kra-gero, and further made the statement'
that she was a very lovable and enticing
woman, and he but flesh and blood. This
the Minneapolis woman had repeated, andgossip had reconstructed it into a com-plete confession from the pastor.

TO SWINDLE BANKS
PARTIALLY SUCCESSFUL SCHEME

TO GRAFT ON LARGE SCALE -
UNEARTHED

WAS TO BE OF WIDE SCOPE

Fraudulent Corporations \u25a0 and Fic-
titious Notes-Basis on Which

Promoters Hoped to-
Get Money.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 17—The details of
an alleged attempt to swindle banks on
a large scale by means of fraudulent cor-
porations and fictitious note# is told in a
petition filed today in the Baltimore
county circuit court.at Towson, for a re-
ceiver for the Manor Luraßer company,
of. that town. The amount involved, ac-
cording, to the petition, is over M.t00.000
and it is asserted that the scheme has
been at least partially successful.

Benjamin W. Cross, of Cincinnati, is
the plaintiff, and a-cocrding to the story
told by him he was induced to accept
certificates of stock in the Manor com-
pany by Charles E. Corcoran, originator
and promoter of the scheme, which stock
he subsequently transferred back to Cor-
coran. j

Cross has learned since, he says, that
the company was not incorporated for
the purpose of doing a legitimate busi-
ness, but formed by. Mr. Corcoran as a
part of a scheme for alleged swindling,
covering territory from Boston, on the
north, to Chicago on the west, and Nash-
ville on the south.

Mr. Corcoran, being already interested
in some legitimate companies, notably
the Chequasett Lumber company, with
branches in New York. Boston, Pitts-
burg, Norfolk and Chicago; the American
Hardwood company, of Cincinnati, with
branches throughout the East and West,
and the Chesapeake Lumber company, of
Baltimore, 'wished, it is alleged, to in-
crease the credit of these companies with
the banks of the country for. the purpose
of "kiting" negotiable paper tnroug'n

i them. He organized from eighteen to
! twenty-one smaller companies,- it is al-
leged, ostensibly engaged in the lumber
business., from which he would on de-
mand receive from $1,0.00 to $">.COO in ne-
gotiable paper, payable to the order of
any of the parent companies needing it.
This paper was discounted in enormous
quantities, the bill alleges, at various
banks in the country, they being led to
believe that each note represented a
bona- fide sale of lumber.

Among the twenty-one smaller com-
panies so organized are the Manor, Park-
ton and Suburban lumber companies, of
Baltimore county, Pocahontas company,
of Norfolk; Sylvania company, of Phila-
delphia, and Muskoka company, of North
Tonawanda, N. Y.

The bill further alleges that, in order
to better carry out his scheme, he kept
his connection with these companies a
secret and led the banks to believe that
all were independent companies. In pur-
suance of the scheme, the bill says, Mr.
Corcoran had been discounting among
the banks of this country worthless paper
aggregating at least $1,030,003, including
$700,000 of the Manor company.

Within the past week the
\u0084

alleged

scheme of Mr. Corcoran has been discov-
ered, it Is said ' in the bill, by the banks <

of the country and they have refused to
discount any further paper. Consequent-
ly, the notes which the banks now hold,

it is stated in the bill, have gone to pro-
test. The concern is hopelessly, insolvent,
it is alleged, and with no money in the
bank with which to pay the bills.

Judge Burke appointed Osborn I. Yell-
iott, of Towson, receiver for the Manor
company, and it Is said that a petition

for a receiver for the Parkton company
will be filed on Monday next.

MISSION BOARD IS SHORT.
Bishop Says Protestant Episcopsi-

NEW YORK, Aug. Bishop Doane,

of the Protestant Episcopal diocese of
Albany, contributes to the current

Churchman a statement of the large

deficit which is probable In the treasury

of the board of missions for the year just

ended. This deficit. sa°ys Bishop Doane,

who is executive and active head of the
board of managers, will be $100,000: on
Sept. 1. ..;.-..

E. Walter Roberts, assistant treasurer
of the board of managers, estimates the
total of appropriations for this year at
$596,000, of which $328,000 was for missions
in the United States, and $268,000 _for for-
eign missions, including those in Africa,
China, Japan, the Philippines, Porto
Rico and Hayti. Last year, Mr. Roberts
said, the deficit was between $50,000 "and
$«>,OOO. Of this all but about $22,000 was
paid before the books were closed. No
particular gifts, he said, were now in
view. The contributions during the year
from churches and individual had not
been so large as usual, while those from
Sunday schools and young people were
much larger. The Rev. Dr. Lloyd, gen-
eral secretary of the board of managers,
says that the opening of missionary work
in the new territory, such as the Philip-
pines, had made large expenditures nec-
essary. Land bad to be bought, he said,
houses built and people sent. There had
been urgent need also for assistance in
Brazil because of the financial troubles

"Two reasons." said Dr. Lloyd, "why
the receipts have been comparatively
smaller than usual are that we have hadcomparatively few legacies this year, and
that a large number of gifts which might
have gone to our board have gone,
by decision of the givers, for special pur-
poses."

Crop Failures in One-Third of En-

LONDON, Aug. 17.—Advices from Mos-
cow say Russia is on the eve of an-
other famine. Nearly a third of the
provinces of European Russia' are offi-cially declared to have produced "in-
sufficient," others "sufficient" and others
still "under the average" crop of cereals
Only two provinces out of seventy really
have good harvests. Among the "Insuf-ficient" are the beet wheat-growing dis-tricts. The official "insufficient" means
utter starvation. The famine-strickenarea exceeds half a million square milesand about the same area as that of thegreat famine of 1891. The population
numbers 43,000,000.
