Pauper Runs Away.

MARINETTE, Wis., Aug. 22.—Although
William Miller, an aged inmate of the
Marinette county poorhouse, is unable
even to walk, he managed to run away
from that institution, and returned to his
home at Forestville, Door count, seven
miles from Sturgeon Bay, before the au-
thorities here knew where he was. He
is “elghty-three years old, and was sent
here from Door county to be cared for
until arrangements for a poorhouse there
were completed. Rheumatism has so
crippled him that he has not the use of
his limbs below the knees. He managed
to crawl out of the poorhouse to the
road about 4 o'clock in the morning,
without anyone knowing it.

He had $8 in his pocket, which was
sent to him from Sturgeon Bay. He
persuaded a farmer to drive him to the
Menekaune dock for $1, and there board-
ed a steamer for Sturgeon Bay. At
Sturgeon Bay he secured a rig and was
driven out toghis old home. When Poor
Commissioner Wright went to look for
him he was gone, and the woman in
charge of the poorhouse knew nothing of
where or how he had gone. Miller is
now at Forestville, and the Door county
authorities will probably not make an-
other effort to send him to Marinette,
but keep him there, where he is at home
among old friends and neighbors.

Teacher Saves a Child.

MORE CENSUS FIGURES.
Males Predominate in Missouri,
Montana, Nebraska and Nevada.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 2.—The census

i bureau today issued a bulletin giving the

population by sex, nationality and color
for group six, consisting of the states of
Missouri, Montana, Nebraska and Ne-
vada and New Hampshire. According to
this statement, the males predominate in
all the states of the group except New
Hampshire. In the latter state there are
206,209 females against 205,588 males, the
percentage belng 0.1 females” In Mis-
souri 51.4 per cent of the population is
composéd of males; in Nebraska, 2.9 per
cent; in Nevada, €0.5 per cent, and in
Montana, 61.6 per cent.

The percentage of foreign born popula-
tion in each of the states mentioned is as
follows: Missouri, 7; Montana, 27.6; Ne-
braska, 16.6; Nevada, 23.8; New Hamp-
shire, 21.4.

As to color, over 9 per cent of the pop-
ulation, both in Nebraska and New
Hamphire, are white, while in Missouri,
94.8 per cent, in Montana, 93 per cent,
and in Nevada, 8.6 per cent are white.

In the last named state there is a con-
siderable proportion of colored, compris-
ed mainly of Indian and Chinese. In
Montana the colored are comprised large.

Felix Antone, of Lamar ‘county, Texas,
were killed in the storm Wezdnesday even-
ing. Dana Warren, of“Stark county,
Iowa, was badly bruised about the back
and abdomen, but will recover. The dam-
age to property is $4,600.

Anadarko is one of the three towns
which sprang up after the opening re-
cently, by lottery, of the Kiowa, (o~
manche Indian rescrvation. After™ the
drawing had been concluded, thousands
many of whom failed
to win in the drawing, rushed thither
and purchaced town lots, which were be-
ing aucticned off by the government. In
less than thirty days the town had
reached over 6,(¢0 in population. Build-
ings were in the course of erectfon on
every hand, while the majority of the
population resided in tents, systematical-
ly arranged along the various streets.

When the storm came, twenty of the

half-finished houses were torn to pieces. |

Flying timbers caused the fatalities not-
ed, while the wind swept tha tents into
a conglomerate mass.

The storm passed over quickly, the
moon came out, and the boomers imme-
diately set about restoring order,

HOBART, O. T., 22.—A storm approach-
ing a cloudburst visited here, one of the
new towns on the Klowa-Comanche
lands, last night. No lives were lost here,
but thousands of dollars’ worth of prop-
erty was destroved. Everything stored in
tents was soaked by the rain, two and
one’ quarter inches of which fell in an
hour.

In the country distriets, it is reported,
the storm was more severe and at least
four persons are said to have been killed.

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TRUST MAKES GAINS
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STAR PLANT OF THE TIN PLATE
COMPANY GETS MORE NON-
UNION MEN

NO MOVE TO SETTLEMENT

Neither Side Has Appreoached the
Other—Progress of Strike Is
Marked by Absence of
Disorder.

PITTSBURG, Aug. 22.—Aside from the
partial equipment of the Star plant of
the American Tin Plate company and
the preparation for 4ts immediate res
sumption of business there were no spe-
cial developments in tne strike situation
in this city today. No further trouble
occurred at the Pennsylvania Tube works
and at all other strike points quiet
reigns. The Amalgamated people point
with pride to the conduct of their mem-
bers in restraining themselves from
violence when they see non-unionists be-
ing marched into the mills to take their
places. The incident at the Star plant
this morning is given as an example of
especial significance and to use an Amal-
gamated official’s expression, shows the
men have been educated to the knowi-
edge that their strongest weapon in such
cases is silence and submission until it
is demonstrated that the mills cannot
be operated successfully without the aid
of the skilled men now on strike.

The steel men, on the other hand, are
highly pleased with their success in man-
ning the Star plant and say that if the
men they secure are not molested it will
be but a short time until all of their
mills will be in fufl cperation and doing
good work. While the strikers claim that
four of the new men at the Star plant
have deserted the company and say that
others would leave if they couid get out
of the mill, Supt. Harper maintains that
he has 100 men at work; that none has
deserted and that tne men can go ana
come from the mill as they please. Mr.
Harper says the plant will be in smooth
running order tonight and he appreh nds
no further difficulty in its operation.

The Painter mill has 250 men at work
and the management expects to be run-
ning full handed by next week. Two
mills are being operated at the Lindsay
& McCutcheon plant, one of them the
ten-inch miil. No sign of a break in the
Carnegie upper and lower union plants
made its appearance today.

McKeesport is still completely tied up,
but an attempt may be made to start the
Demmler Tin works tonight with men
secured from outside points. The strik-
ers are still vigilant as pickets, but are
keeping quiet and making no threats.

At Irondale the Tin Plate company
gained another victory today by the suc-
cessful start of one set of rolls. Thoere
are said to be enough men in the plant
to man one mill one turn and the com-
pany officials say now that the break has
been made they will get the men back.

A delegation of strikers from. Wells-
ville went to Irondale this afternoon
with the intention of having a talk with
tne men at work and trying to persuade
them to quit.

At Amalgamated headquarters in this
city the day was devoted almost entirely
to routine business, and nothing of un-
usuval importance occurred.

President Shaffer said this evening that
no movement has yet been made by
elther side looking to arbitration or in-
tervention. No offer had gone out from
the steel people on the subjeet and none
rad gone out from the workers. There
was, however, he said, a tendency among
the labor leaders to discusgs the policy ot
arbitration and on every side was heard
mentioned the name of Gov, Stone as an
arbitrator or conciliator, and it is said
he will be asked to tender his good offices
in this direction.

The furnaces in the Demmler Tin Plate
mill at McKeesport were going all day
and the whole plant is lighted again to-
rnight. Machinists and roll turners are
working inside. No atempt has been
made to unload new men or start the
plant, but the strikers claim they have
positive proof that tin workers are on
the road. The pickets are guarding the
mill closely, believing new men will be
taken into the mill through the tunnel.
A barge load of coal was unloaded to-
day and the mill is now well stocked
with raw material. -

A crowd of probably 200 men fol-
lowed them and when about midway
across they attacked them. The negroes
were roughly handled, but none of them
was seriously hurt. When their destina.
tion was learned it was discovered that
tney were being shipped to Cleartfield,
Pa., from Elkins, W. Va., to do some
railroad work and were in no way impli-
cated as strike breakers.

In justice to the strikers themselves, it
can be said that they were not mixed up
in the affair, the attacking crowd being
composed entirely of toughs.

REMAINS OF SENOR VICUNA

To Rest in 2 Vault at Washington
for the Present.
