WANTS TO CARRY GRAIN

Manitoba Has United 45,000,000

Bushels of W!ie:\t, Which

Must He Moved This

Season.

Great efforts are being made by the

Canadian Northern to complete its tracks
from its Rainy river section to Port'
Arthur. Its anxiety is caused by Its am-
bition to share in the transportation of

Manitoba's immense wheat crop to the
seaboard, and It cannot do so until this
gap in its road Is built up. R. P. Roblin,
premier of Manitoba, estimates Manito-
ba's wheat crop at 45,000,000 bushels, the
second largest raised in any season so
far In the history of the province. The
Canadian Northern is pushing its con-
struction work as fast as men and horses
can do it, and it hopes before the season. loses to be able to complete the work
to Port Arthur.

Should it be unable to do so, the prov-
ince will be at the mercy of the Canadian
Pacific. That road is said tee be largely

short of cars, and it is feared that by it-
self it will be entirely unable to trans-
port all the crop. The Manitobans :-* if
the Canadian Northern fails in its obiect
a large portion of the crop will have to
remain in the barns of the farmers -•-
else go to the seaboard xia the American
roads.

In addition to its wheat crop, the prov-

ince of Manitoba has gathered this year

10,000,000 bushels of other grain available
for export, -and ii will be able to furnish
the roads a larger amount of traffic than
ever before in its history.

COAX OPERATORS DISTURBED.

Redaction of Freig-htis on Fuel Oil

Coal and lignite operators of Texas. In-
dian Territory and Arizona are greatly
disturbed over the action of the Texas
railroad commission in ordering a re-
duction of the freight rates on fuel "oil
between Beaumont and points in Texas.
The new rates go into effect Aug. 29. and
it is asserted that they will practically
drive the coal and lignite men out nt
business in all of the manufacturing cen-
ters of the state where the use of oil be.
came general.

Make* Them Uneasy.

There is considerable talk of the coil
and lignite operators, in conjunction with
certain railroad companies, forming a
combine with a view of meeting the com-
petition of tl-.. oil producers. The ca-pacity of the Beaumont oil field alr-^e-i--

egates more than 1,500,000 barrels of
fuel oil daily, and new wells are be'in-constantly brought in.

RUSHING WORK ON ROAD.

ft. D. Mann, of C. N. R„ Tells of

According to I>. D. Mann, one of the
ov.-.ners of the Canadian Northern rail-
road, who was in St. Paul yesterday, the
company is making great efforts to com-
plete the unfinished portion of the en-
necting link to Port Arthur in time to
handle-at least some portion of the enor-
mous wheat crop which Manitoba has
raised this year. He is not absolutely
positive that the road can be completed
in me, but expressed himself as belne
hopeful of being aide to accomplish the
difficult task-

Construction Work.

Mr. Mann says that th,-yield in Manito-ba will probably approximate 5U.000.000
bushels of wheat alone. From what he
has heard, he believes that the demand
for harvesters Is still urgent in some por-
tions of the province, although the -reotrush from the East has relieved the sit-
uation to a great extent. He left for\\ innipeg last night.

AFTER MORE BUSINESS.

Milwaukee Prepares to Compete
for Kansas City-Chicago Traffic.

KANSAS CITY, Aug. 26.-The Ch'cie-oMilwaukee & St. Paul Railway company
is preparing to enter actively into com-
petition for the through possenger busi-ness between Kansas City and Chicago
Two cut offs that will materially shorten
the line are to be built, one from Rut-ledge, lowa, to Davenport, lowa, whereby
forty miles will be saved, and the other
from Davenport to Hampshire, 111. The
contract for building one of the out offs
has already been let, it is said, and ac-cording to U. S. Long, chief clerk of
the railroad,- the new service probably
will be started next spring. When thechanges noted have been made, the line
will be only 453 miles long, five miles less
than that of the present shortest route
between the two cities.

YARDS STILL BLOCKADED.

Situation at Kansas City as Serious
as Ever.

While
in Europe he completed a working ar-
rangement between the Radcliffe line of
steamers and the Illinois Central to run
steamers between New Orleans and Rot-
terdam, with a guarantee of rate 3 and
trade. The working arrangement will go
into effect Sept. 15. The Radcliffe line
has twelve good steamers. The new ar-
rangement will facilitate the shipment of
cotton to foreign ports.
