WINONA TRAVELERS ENCOUNTER
DISTINGUISHED TRAVELER AND
LECTURER IN RUSSIA

HAD JUST BEEN ORDERED TO GO

Expected to Be Detained on Fron-
tier, and Made Arrangements
With Winonans to Get
Him Released.

WINONA, Minn.,, Aug. 29.—(Special.)—
Mr. and Mrs. Charles Horton and Mr.
and Mrs. R. E. Tearse have just arrived
from a trip through Russia. An inter-
esting experience of their trip was the
meeting with George Kennan, the lec-
turer, as he was leaving Russia under
orders from the government to get out
in twenty-four hours. The meeting oc-
curred after the visit of the Horton par-
ty to St. Petersburg and Moscow and
as they were on their way out of Rus-
sia. Mr. Kennan happened to be on the
same train, and they met at a little rail-
way eating house, where the train stop-
ped for dinner. While in St. Petersburg
and Moscow they had a guide and had
no difficulty In getting what they wanted
in the eating line, but at this little rail-
way eating house they were experiencing
some trouble when a stranger accosted
them, saying that he noticed they were
Americans and that if he could serve
them in any way he would be happy to
do so. He proved a material aid and in-
troduced himself as George Kennan,
about whom, he said, they might have
heard. He then went on to tell them
further of the orders which he had just
received from the government to get out
of Russia in twenty-four hours, and said
that he was then on his way to the fron-
tier in accordance with those orders. His
passport had been taken from him and
1e had been provided with a wolf's pass-
port by the Russian government. Mr.
Kennan appeared quite apprehensive that
he might have trouble on the frontier and
was exceedingly glad to have the com-
pany of the Winona party. He was a
fund of information on Russian matters,
and the visit with him was most enter.
taining.

At last the frontler customs house
town where Russia was to be left was
reached. The passports were all taken
up before arrival to be vized by the of-
ficials there, and in accordance with Rus-
sian police requirements all were in the
train ten minutes before the hour for
starting, the practice then being to re-
turn the passports to the travelers. Mr.
Kennan anticipated trouble at this point
and arranged with Messrs. Horton and
Tearse that if he was held there to at
once report to Ambassador White at Ber-
lin, he in turn to communicate with Am-
bassador Charlemagne Tower at St. Pe-
tersburg. The police official soon came
along restoring the passports and the
Hortons and Tearses received their doc-
uments all right, but the official passed
right by Mr. Kennan. In a few seconds
another police officer came out and sum-
moned Mr. Kennan into the station and
both Mr. Kennan and the Winon'ans sup-
posed that he was going to be held. How-
ever, he returned in a few minutes and
took his seat on the train. He had been
called in to get his own passport again
in place of the wolf's passport and to
sign a receipt for the same. Soon after
the train pulled out the boundary was
crossed and Mr. Kennan breathed easier
to be again off Russian soil.

In explaining hig visit to Russia to the
Winonians he sald that he made his liv-
ing by writing and lectures, and that to
write well he had to have fresh material.
It was for that reason that in spite of
some misapprehension he had visited
Russia after a long lapse of years from
the time of his first visit, when he called
attention to Russian practices that need-
ed reform. It was bread and butter with
him, but hereafter he said he would keep
out of the country.

Fire at Fertile. :

FERTILE, Minn., Aug. 29.—(Special.)—
At 3 o'clock this morning a fire was dis-
covered in the city meat market building
on Lincoln avenue. The building was en-
tirely consumed, owihg to the fact that
the fire had spread over the entire build-
ing before the department arrived upon
the scene. For a time the outlook was
serious, and it is due to the prompt and
efficient service of the firemen that the
Fertile house, just across the street, was
not destroyed. The fire was discovered
by the night operator, who gave the
alarm. On gaining an entrance to the
burning building the operator arouscd
the proprietor of the meat market, Mr.
Peter Wood, who was sleeping in one of
the back rooms. Mr. Wood rushed out of
the building, his clothing afire, and ran
screaming down the streets. RBefore hia
clothing was removed his bodv was hor-
riblv burned. While it is not thought
that the burns are fatal, still he is Iving
in a precariovs condition at the Fertila
house. The night operator at the Nortn-
ern Pacific railway is deserving of a
great deal of praise for his heroie con-
duct during the fire, and Mr. Wood un-
doubtediy owes his life to this braya
voung man.

Investigation brought out the fact
that the little fellow had found several
discarded quids of chewing gum sticking
in different places abcout the house, and
he had picked them off and, child like,
rut them in his mouth. The doctors say
that the saliva on the partly chewee
rieces had become rank poison and the
chewing of them by the little one was
the cause of the death. The body was
taken to Litchfield for interment.

NO CHANGE AS VET

STEEL STRIKE SITUATION PRI
SENTS NO NEW FEATURES
WORTHY OF NOTE

BOTH SIDES MAKE CLAIMS

—

Trust Says It Is Easy to Teach New
Men, While the Union Holds
to the Reverse Propo-
sition.

PITTSBURG, Aug. 29.—Officials of the
mills of the United States Steel corpora-
tion that were.closed Ly the strike of
the Amalgamated association stated to-
day that they are receiving many ap-
plications from former employes for
work. The announcement that the com-
pany would start their mills non-union
has, the officials believe, caused a weak-
ening in the ranks of the strikers, and
many are seeking to cover. The Amalga-
mated officials, however, claim that their
ranks are unbroken, and strong as ever.
One of the steel officials said today that
there was a general mistake being made
regarding the time it would take to train
inexperienced men and make them capa-
ble of operating mill machines. This has
been believed to be the case so long that
few have taken the trouble to prove it
ctherwise. It is now determined, he
said, to have new men piaced in posi-
tions that will give them a chance to
learn the skilled work, and many of the
men who held menial positions in the
union mills are to be taught skilied
work, with which they are in a measure
familiar, through long association with
the workings of the mills. It is confident-
ly esserted that before many months pass
it will be possible to train many new
men, and plenty to man all the plants
that are now idle and which union men
have refused to take hold of. The strik-
ers say it will take years to accomplish
this.

Reports from all the mills of the cor-
poration show that steady gains are be-
ing made in the force of non-union men.

Regarding the rumor that the steel
