TAFT REVIEWS THE YEAR

Dr. Tavera, in Reply, Expresses the
Hope That the United Slates

ConHtitntlon May Fol-
low the Flag.

MANILA. Sept. 2.—There were appro-
priate ceremonies in the palace this morn-
ing at the inauguration of Dr. Pardo de
Tavera and Benito Legardo as members
of tine Philippine commission. Jose Le-
eeurega, the third Filipino member, was
to have taken the oath of office at the
si.me time, but was unable to do so, ow-
ing to illness. Civil Gov. Taft said to-
day:

"The ceremony does not fully complete
the government the president intends for
>ou» bur sufficient has been done to
shew the nature of the policy to be fol-'
lowed. Municipal governments have been
xcunded generally of a substantial j
autonomist character. Their officers are
chiefly natives. The provincial govern-
ments are partly American and partly
Filipino. Now the Philippine commission
is partly American and partly Filipino, it
being the purpose of the president to
form a government in which the native ]element will be able to voice the desire of 'the people, their local aspirations and
necessities, and give them a lesson of the
nature of the institutions and the laws• prevailing in the United States. Thehappiness of the people will result from
practical government, and not from the
theories of any Filipino gentlemen who !
seek to Increase the difficulties of the i
government by forming new parties, when 1
they might more profitably advance theircountry's welfare by devoting their*time I
and talents to improving the laws oflegally constituted bodies. There will be
time enough for theories when the gov-
ernment is running smoothly. Yesterdaywas the anniversary of the beginning oflegislative work. The commission willhave worked hard and much will havebeen accomplished if they feel they haveadvanced with the same progress a yearhence they may be assured of tfhe suc-cess of their efforts." ~

Dr. Tavera said that hardly had the
people began to appreciate the work of
pacification when they were accorded the
institutions of peace.

"The enemy of the evening before be-gan next morning to aid their adversar-ies in building roads and houses and intrcducing acts of peace. The day is not
far distant when the Philippines : ill seea legislative body of the islands electedby the people. The Filipinos consider thepromises today to be/olemn and binding
because it is the first time they have
bien given part in the supreme govern-
ment. They believe that the day is com-ing when the American constitution, as a
whole, without amputations, will be
planted here as the flag now is."

The other commissioner also took the
oath of office.

Alleged That the Defendant Rained
a Certificate for Five Shares of

. Canadian Pacific to Rend
One Thousand Shares. \u25a0

LONDON, Sept. i2.—Marie . - Josephine
Eastwick, of Philadelphia, was arraigned"
in the Guild Hall police court today,

.charged witn having forged a railway
stock certificate of the value of $100,000.
Sensational evidence was presented. The
case will last throughout the' day. !

The public prosecutor said she had been j
residing in England for a-bout eighteen
months and was believed-- to be an Amer-
ican of wealth. She had be'en livingwith
persons said to be her lather and "sister,
at the Metropole hotel in London and
had been coaching throughout England
and generally \u25a0enjoying herself in the
most thorough manner. Later she had
removed to Hampstead for the benefit of
her health.

She obtained an introduction • to Mr.
Beeton. a member of the stock exchange,
to whom the defendant represented her* i
self to be the owner of securities worth, I
roughly perhaps, $500,600. She said she j
wanted to buy 1,000 shares •of United
States Steel corporation securities as a
speculation. This operation required
£100,000 which the defendant said she did
not have, but as she wanted jto-invest
immediately she told Mr. Beeton she
had cabled to a trust company in Phila-
delphia to break open her strong box- and
forward the money to her by mail. She
added that the trust company telegraphed
to her refusing to do so until they had
possession of her key. ~'

The defendant Aug. 12 went .to the
Charing Cross branch of the Credit Lyon-
nais and asked the manager to buy two
shares of Canadian Pacific railway. The
manager ; took the i order, but afterward
found it difficult to get so small a number
of shares and wrote to the defendant at
the Red Lion hotel, Henley, asking it
he would be allowed to get five or ten
shares. As a result: five shares were
bought Aug. 15, and the defendant duly
sent her check. She wrote to Mr. Bee-
ton, Aug. 15, from Stratford-on-Avon,
saying she purchased I.COD Canadian Pa-
cific shares from New Yorktand wanted
a loan on them as she was desirous or
buying more United States Steel. Mr.
Beeton replied that he did not think there
would be any difficulty in raising a loan
on such securities. She received a cer-
tificate for five Canadian Pacific shares
Aug. 16.

CERTIFICATE RAISED.
The prosecutor said that by Aug. 28

the certificate had been altered, the name
of the original owner had been erased and
the name of Marie Josephine Eastwick
had been submitted. The word 'five,"
describing the number of shares and the
numeral, had also been altered so that
it appeared to be a certificate for I.OCO
instead of five. This was skillfullydone,
three kinds of type and ink being used,

[ showing considerable preparation.." The
only defect was that the document bore
a shilling revenue stamp, Instead of one
for £10, which is * correct . for a 1,000
shares certificate. The defendant

sent a letter to Mr. Beeton, Aug. 26,
jasking him to buy 1,(00 United States
Steel shares in the firm name, and also
requesting a loan of, £I,OCO, adding that
she was going in for racing rather heav-

j ily and was about to buy a stud farm.
• The defendant wired Mr. Beeton from

\u25a0 Easton, Aug. 23, asking if ' the certifi-
! cate had arrived. . In the- meantime, Mr.
! Beeton's clerk, on receiving the certifi-
i cate, noted the" stamp irregularity and
went to the Canadian Pacific railway of-
fice, where it was pronounced to be a
forgery. Mr. Beeton wired this Informa-

| tion to the defendant, asking for an ex-
planation. She replied. "Call me by tel-
ephone," and then wired: "Have sent no
certificate; don't understand." Mr. Bee-
ton notified the police of London and they
arrested the defendant at the Palace ho-
tel, Buxton, shortly after midnight. Sat-urday. The receipt for the registered
letter in which the certificate .was sentwas found among the defendant's ef-
fects.

The testimony of Mr. Beeton ana otherswas heard, generally sustaining "the pros-
ecutor's statement. The magistrate asked
if the person who was said " to be herfather was present, and a Well dressed
somewhat distinguished looking man
stood up among the seats reserved forspectators. ;

In conversation with a representative
of the Associated Press the man said hewas the father of Marie Eastwick, whocame from Philadelphia.

Police Lieutenant Crossan, who came to !
his rescue. Before Crossan could secure*
additional aid he was almost over-
whelmed by the large crowd that had
gathered. The prompt arrival of a large
force of officers probably saved Jones
from being lynched.

During the parade most of the pickets
were away from the Star mills and the
company succeeded in securing several
new men. Of the lot that arrived in
Pittsburg. early today It was said that
a good many of them were for the
Demmler plant in McKeesport and were
now In that plant where operations are
to begin in a short time.

IN A STATE OF SIEGE
FORCES OP COLOMBIAN INSURGENT

ARMY SI'RROI'N'D TOWN OF
BOCA.S DEL TORO

MANY HOIST FOREIGN FLAGS

Government Officials Interfere With
Foreign Commerce, and Gnnboat

Mncliia.i May Be Ordered
From Colon.

COLON, Colombia, Aug. 31.—(Delayed
three days by the censor).— Bocas del
Toro, 140 miles west of Colon, is virtually
besieged by the Liberals or insurgents.
They number at least 200, and, as already
cabled, \oocupy Provision Island, which
is opposite the town and commands the
entrance to the harbor. They are fairly
well armed, possessing two small modern
cannon, as well as plenty of ammuni-
tion, and are commanded by a Nic-
araguan. Among them are many Nic-
araguan and Costa Rican Liberals.

For more than a month the Literals
' have been threatening the town. About

a fortnight ago they improved their po-
sition on Provision Island, about a mil*
and a- half from Bocas del Toro, which
also is on an island; and the opposing
forces have occasionally exchanged shots,
although, with the exception of one
Jamaican wounded, there have been no
casualties.

Among the Liberals are several who otvi\

property in Bocas del Toro. The Lib-
erals express no desire or intention to
damage the town or to molest foreign-

! ers or foreign vessels. There is easy
j communication by mall with the land

| east and west of Bocas del Toro. Can^
I ron, arms and ammunition are obtained
j from coast towns in Costa Rica and
j Nicaragua. Bocas del Toro "being about j
I forty miles from the Costa Rican frontier.

The Liberal position is strong, and tßa
situation is likely to remain as it is until
one side or the other makes an attack.
Such an action would subject the at-

j tacking party to the severe fire of their
opponents, as it would be necessary to

I pass from Bocas del Toro to Provision |
j Island, or vice versa, in small open boats.
Neither side is inclined to take this risk.
The Liberals profess to believe that a
proclamation of the present situation
would result in a withdrawal of the gov-
ernment force from Booas del Toro.
Counting reinforcements, the government
has about 170 men ther«and the town can
only be reached by very light draught
steamers through roundabout channels.

UNDER MARTIAL LAW.

Martial law prevails in Bocas del Toro.
The authorities have stopped communi-
cation with other ports except Colon.
They have stopped local fishing and for-
bidden passage along the streets after 8
o'clock at night. Foreigners claim that ths
measures adopted for harbor supervision
materially injure commerce. Two Ger-
mans were sent to jail for expressing
their views too freely in a cafe, and it
needed the intervention of the German
ccnsul to effect their release.

The United States, French, British and
German consular agents in Bocas del
Toro told the Colombian commander
there that if the severe harbor restric-
tions interrupting commerce were aot
abated, they would call for gunboats.
These representations resulted in a lim-
ited improvement only in harbor condi-
tions.

The local trade, which has been dhipfly
in bananas sent to the United States", is
virtually dead. Fruit steamers from Mo-
bile and New Orleans are getting only
partial cargoes, the disturbed conditions
preventing work on the plantations. The
foreign element predominates In the j
town—Americans, Germans, Btitish and
Chinese in the order named. The United
Fruit Company of Boston owns many
banana plantations In the neighborhood.

The United States consular agent in
Bocas del Toro has made an urgent ap-
peal to the United States consul in Colon
to send a gunboat. Commander Sargent,
of the United States gunboat Machias, is
fully informed of the situation, and if
this does not improve shortly the Machiasprobably will proceed to Booas del Toro
The Liberals on Provision Island say the
presence of the Machias will not alter thesituation, as they have in no way in-
terfered with or Injured foreigners, and

the government alone- is responsible for
the lestrictions laid upon commerce.

Miany houses in Boeas del Toro contin-
ually fly American, German, British or
French flags to denote the neutrality of
tl-eir occupants. The Colombian govern-
ment considers that the measures taken
there have been made necessary by the
exigencies of the case.

COQUETTING WITH FRANCE.

Venezuela Anxious to Resume Dip-

lomatic Relations.
NEW YORK. Sept. 2.—A dispatch to the

Herald from Willemstad, Curacao, says:
Gen. Cecilio Castro, a brother of Presi-

dent Castro, has left Venezuela for
France, to obtain an immediate renewal
of diplomatic relations with France tobuy arms for Venezuela, and also to at-
tend to the creation of a French bank.

Gen. Castro left Venezuela on the Vene-
zuelan war vessel, the Restaurador, for-
merly the Gould yacht Atalanta.

He will board the steamship Canada
at Martinique, and will arrive at Bor-
deaux on Sept. 14.

He will travel incognito.

VENEZUELA AND COLrOMBIA.

Formal Declaration of War a Possi-
bility of the Near Future.

CARACAS, Venezuela, Sept 2 (via Hay-
tian cable).—The official gazette today
published the memorandum of the minis-
ter of foreign affairs to all friendly na-
tions, explaining the complaints made by
Venezuela against Colombia.

The case is considered to be a casus
belli. There is much comment and ex-
citement.
