IMMIGRATIONWILL BE HEAVY. I

Railroad Agents Predict Rush for

Northwest Next Spring.

Next' spring, immigration agents pre-
dict, will bring the 'heaviest settlement of
Western lands qualified for irrigation
ever experienced. Both the Great North-
ern and the Northern Pacific are adver-
tising extensively the vast agricultural
possibilities of tracts formerly termed
"desert" in Western North Dakota and
Montana, and Montana especially has re-
cently gone to heavy expense to carry
out a complete aVid satisfactory test of
the power of "such lands to grow heavy
crops. .

This year 66,000 immigrants were car-
ried to North Dakota. Idaho, Washing,
tor. and Oregon, but this number will be
increased next spring, it is claimed, by at
least I1" per cent. It is proposed to sink
artesian wells in the arid regions, and
reservoirs will be built large enough to
supply the water needed for irrigation.
It is also proposed to establish large
cheep ranches in the western part of
North Dakota.

Building: Double Tracks.
Gradually the double tracking of sev-

eral lines of railroad is approaching the
Missouri river. Work of this kind is now
progressing through the state of lowa,
a fcood distance beyond the Mississippi.
The road most advanced in this respect is
the Chicago & Northwestern, which now
has a double track as far west a Maple
River Junction. lowa, with twenty-four
n.iks of :iddk4onal track soon to be put
Into service, which will then leave a gap
of only foity-three miles of single track
between Denison and Missouri Valley in
the hole distance of 490 miles between
Chicago and Council Bluffs. On the Chi-cago, Burlington & Quincy railroad
double-track operation crossed the Mis-
sissippi two years ago, and row extends
to liatavia. Ss6T miles west of Chicago,
and sixty-two miles west "of the Missis-
sippi river. Work on the construction of
a new second track Is now progressing
us far west as Ked Oak, with a break or
ninety-two miles of single track between
Ottumwa and Murray. It is expected to
have the new second track completed for
operation this year. between Murray and
Creston, the latter point being 107 miles
from Omaha. On the Chicago, Rock Isl-
and & Pacific railway double track is be-
ing operated as far west as West Liberty,
.lowa. 221 miles from Chicago, 39 miles
from the Mississippi river, at Davenport,-
and 282 miles from Omaha. The Chicago,
Milwaukee At St. Paul railway has double
track road in operation to the Mississippi
river at Savannah, 111., and, with some
breaks, there is a double-track to Manson,
lowa, ninety miles further, or 262 miles'
from Omaha. As the work of double-
tracking on these roads is being made to
include the elmlnination of a good deal
of curvature and the reduction of grades
existing on original single track lines,
Improvement is of importance from more
than one standpoint. The extension of
second track to the Missouri, at Omaha,
on so many lines, will work an important
advance in American railroad better-
ments, and it will not be many years
before the double track will reach that
point.

Plan..* of the Burlington.

Tt is understood that one of the plans
being considered by the new controlling
interests of the Burlington system is the
consolidation of the lines of that com-
pany with those of the Burlington & Mis-
souri River. The so-called "Burlington
route" consists of the following lines:
Chicago. Burlington & Quincy, Burling-
ton &Missouri River.Burlington &North-
western, Burlington & Western, Burling-
ton & Kansas City, Burlington & North-
ern, Burlington & Quincy, Hannibal &
St. Joseph, Kansas City & St. Joseph,
and St. Louis, Keokuk & Northwestern.
Several of the above lines have during
the past year or two been absorbed by
the Burlington company proper, but oth-
ers still maintain their individuality, andare operated independently. Burjington |
& Missouri River comprises a majority of
all the tracks of the system west of the
Missouri River, and the lines operated
"West and Northwest from St. Louis. This
system .is still operated with an inde-
pendent staff of officers, except the presi-
dent, and general offices are maintained
Jn Omaha.

PRINCE CHUN PERMITTED TO PRE-

SENT CHINAS APOLOGIES
WITHOUT KOTOWING .

CHUN STARTS FOR BERLIN

Bearer of Chinese Regrets for Mur-

der of Yon Ketteler to Be Re-
ceived by the Emperor .

Alone.

BASLE, Switzerland, Sept. 2.—At 11"
o'clock tonight Prince Chun -and his en-
tourage left for Berlin by the imperial
special train. Before starting a member
of the mission said that Emperor ; Wil-
liam had decided to waive the ceremony
of kotowing and that the only persons
to be received by him in ceremonial au-
dience would be Prince Chun and Ying
Chang. The member, of the mission in
question said also that the mission would
remain in Berlin for a fortnight and had
received and accepted invitations from
the British, Italian, American, Belgian

and Japanese governments.. - -
The Ostasiatische „Corresponded as-

serts that Emperor William, of his own
initiative, has had Prince Chun informed
of his willingness to ':receive him alone
at Potsdam, accompanied solely, by an
interpreter, and that Prince Chun has re-
plied, thanking the kaiser for so gra-
ciously removing the difficulty; connected
with the audience, which will probably
occur Wednesday or Thursday.

SQUIRES STARTS FOR HOME.

Secretary of Legation at Pekin I*
on Leave of Absence. ..

PEKIN, Sept. 2.—H. G. Squires, secre-
tary of the United States legation in
Pekin, started' for home today en leave
of absence. He takes with him a collec-
tion of Chinese art, filling several rail-
way cars, which experts pronounce one
of the most complete -extant. Mr.
Squires intends to present the collection,
which consists largely of porcelain,
bronzes and carvings from the palace,
.bought from missionaries and at auctions
of military loot, to the New York Met-
ropolitan Museum of Art.

The detachment of the American lega-
tion which has been recuperating in the
western hills, has returned to this city. -

Capt. Selwyn withdrew his force from
the British section of the Tartar city
Saturday, and the direct. supervision of
the Chinese police and the carrying out
of improvements by foreigners has ceas-
ed The British will, however, continue
to police the main thoroughfares, the
railway and legation headquarters. Theso
will be the only foreign police employed,
but the British and Japanese reserve po-
lice will exercise authority in their sec-
tions pending their evacuation.

WU MAY STAY WHERE HE IS.

Chinese Minister Does Not-Expect
to Be Transferred. _vV

. WASHINGTON, Sept. 2.—Owing to the
fact that before the Boxer troubles de-
veloped in China that' government ap-
pointed \u25a0 Kuel Chun, a member of .' the
tsung 11 yamen to the post of Chinese
minister to St. Petersburg, Minister 7, Wu
is not inclined to credit the press dis-
patch from London stating that the Chi-
nese minister at London is to be trans-
ferred to St. Petersburg, and that Min-
ister Wu will be transferred to London.
Mr. Wu said today that recently he read
in a Chinese newspaper that Kuei Chun
was making preparations for his depar-
ture from the Russian capital, and he
could not reconcile these facts with the
transfer in China's diplomatic representa-
tion. Kuei Chun, when •assigned to St.Petersburg, did not proceed at once to
his post, owing to the outbreak of the
Boxer troubles, but Mr. Wu has not
heard anything since . indicating that his
mission has been canceled.

Minister Wu arrived in Washington to-
day from his trip to Narragansett and
other points north. Owing to the press of
matters demanding his attention, he will
not be able to be at Buffalo on Presi-
dent's day, September 5, but will send one
or more members of his legation staff to
represent him on that occasion.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 2.—lt is report-
ed today that Consul General Ho Vowwill be appointed to succeed Minister WuTing Pang, if the latter is transferred to
London. _

CHINA ADVANCES.

Literary Essay Abolished in Exam-
— ' ination for Office.

SHANGHAI, Sept. 2.—An edict issued
recently contains a new system of official
examinations. It abolishes the literary
essay and substitutes a practical demon-
stration of three classes of subjects,
namely, Chinese affairs. Western mat-
ters and classical literature. This ap-
plies to the prefectural, provincial and
metropolitan examination. The edict also
abolishes the ancient military examina-
tions and substitutes practical training
In military science.
