BISHOP COADJUTOR EXPRESSES

HIS VIEWS ON THE MUCH-DIS-
. CUSSED QUESTION

IN FAVOR OF A COMPEOMISE

Believe* Innocent Party Should Pre-
\u25a0'• sent: Copy of Decree to Clergy-

* Bishop Samuel -Edsall, successor to the
late Bishop Gilbert as coadjutor, of this
diocese, was introduced to a Minnesota
audience in: his official capacity for. the
first., time \u25a0> yesterday afternoon at the
twentieth annual meeting of the Woman's
auxiliary of the diocese of Minnesota that
was held in St. Clement's . church " on
Portland avenue.' ;\u25a0; : ."
..The bishop is. very much interested' in
the coming convention at San . Francisco
and - said that he was sure ,the meeting,
would be a profitable'one for the church,
as there would be much "discussion and,
no doubt'some changes. .

At
present the option lies wholly with the
minister and he must : judge for himself
as to the fitness .of . the applicant for
marriage. This leaves the minister in
the position.of judge, jury and all, and
