REDS WANT MONEY

CLAIM GOVERNMENT OWES THEM
TRIFLING SUM OF THREE
MILLION DOLLARS

DUE THEM ON ANNUITIES

Accumulation Has Been Geoing on
for Over Forty Years, and
Now Amounts to Tidy
Sam.

DEVILS LAKE, N. D., Sept. 4—(Spe-
cial.)—For the past week at Fort Totten
an investigation under charge of Gen. F.
C. Armstrong, special agent of the de-
partment of the interior, of Washington,
has been conducted. Attorney Chase, of
Chase & Maxwell, of Washington, has
beeen looking after the Indians’ rights
in the matter, while the government is
r<presented by Attorney Anderson.
Stenographer Bishop is taking the testi-
mony. The Sisseton and Wahpeton tribes
of the Sioux Indians, who comprise
chieflythe Indlanson the reservation here,
have a claim against the government
amounting to -about $3,000,000. They ave
endeavoring to collect from the govern-
ment the annuities which were suspend-
ed after the great Minnesota massacre.

In 1854 a treaty was made with the
Sioux Indians in Minnesota whereby the
United States government purchased
from the Indians a large tract of land
west of St. Paul and paid them some
cash, the balance, accord ng to the treaty,
was to be paid in annuitles, For nine
vears these annuities were paid, but after
the massacre at New Ulm in 1863, on ac-
count of the resulting expens<cs, congress
by an act suspended these yearly pay-
ments. Now the Sissetons and Wahpe-
tons are endeavoring to prove that they
were not participants as tribes in that
noted massacre and if they can maintain
these allegations their claims for sus-
pended annuities will be paid by the gov-
ernment. They claim that the Santee
Sioux Indians were the ones who took
part as a tribe in the massacre.

The Santee Indians are now on the
Santee Sioux reservation in Northern
Nebraska. President Lincoln pardoned
some twenty of them in 1863, and twen-
ty-six were hanged in one day at Man-
kato, Minn. The Sisseton and Wahpeton
iribes with the Cutheads, who live on the
Ft. Totten Indian reservation are quite
an educated body and their attorneys
are more than pleased with the prospect
of winning out their clients’ cla.m before
the department at Washington. It is a
very important and interesting case ana
will be watched with much interest
throughout this state and Minnesota.

AIM WAS POOR.

Attempted Assassination of Mrs. H.
W. Dimmick, of Anoka.
ANOKA, Mnn., Sept. 4—A c:ime as
vile and unprovoked as that which al-
*most wiped out the Wise family was at-

tempted here last night, and only failed
becauce the aim of a prowling assassin
was not good.

Early in the evening Mrs. H, ‘"W, Dim-
mick was sitting at her sewing machine

before a window. She heard two shots
fired in rapid succession, and at the
same instant was showered by window

glass and heard the impact of two bullets
against the machine which she was run-
ning. She was not injured—only frighten-
ed—and extinguish'ng her lamp, made all
haste to a neighbor’s. Her husband was
summoned and an investigation was
made.

The shots were fired from a mulberry
hedge about two rods from the window
where Mrs. Dimmick was at work. A
battered piece of lead that was picked
up showed that the bullets came from a
22-caliber rifle. The hedge was trampled
down and gave unmistakable evidence,
from its condition and situation, that the
assassin had been hiding in it.

There is no semblance of a clue for
the authorities to work upon. No one
has been found who saw anyone enter
or leave the Dimmick yard, and suspicion
points to no one who mizht have had a
grudge against the family. The shots
may have been fired in pure wantonness,
and this theory seems the only tenable
one at this time. Mrs. Dimmick saw no
one about the premises and can give the
officers no assistance. What the motive
was and who the princlpal, as in the
Wise case, may never be known.

Mrs. Dimmick is abouf twenty-five
vears of age, and was in the house alone
at the time of the attempted assassina-
tion. Her husband has a bicycle store,
and was down town. Whoever attempted
the murder probably knew of the defense-
less condition.of the woman and took no
chances.

Fatal Aeccident at Mora.

MORA, Minn,. Sept. 4.—(Special.)—Louis
Graves, a young man of twenty-five
years, was Instantly killed today by be-
ing caught under a threshing separator.
Mr. Graves and his brothers are running
a threshing outfit in this county, and
while moving from one setting to an-
other, on a down-grade, the engine be-
came uncontrollable and was thrown
down an embankment, Graves being
caught under the separator, which was

Texas 0il Men Do Not Consider

FORTH WORTH, Tex., Sept. 4—James
E. Swaine, of Forth Worth, and Gov.

Hogg, owners of the famous
Hogg-Swaine oll syndicate, of Beaumont,
start for Europe tomorrow to organize a
$25,000,600 pipe* company to construct a
pipe line from Spindle Top to Port Ar-
thur and Sabine Pass.

Botha into the Mortimer district. Nearly
all of Gen. Botha's horses are in an ex-
hausted condition, and fully one-quarter
of his commando is dismounted.

Gen. Botha, unfortunately for the Brit-
ish, captured thirty remounts.

The Boer Invaders are threatening
Zuurbrak Pass, Cape Colony, which com-
mands Swellenden. The place is well de-
fended, however, and it is not likely that
the Boers will attempt to enter the town.

PRETORTA, Sept. 4—Lord Kitchener's
proclamation has as yet had but little
effect so far as the surrender of Burgherg
™is concerned, but, in response to an earn-
est appeal, the authorities have given
permission to many wives of Boers in the
field to go and warn their husbands of

DUE TO GOOD WORK

CAPT. BARR’S MEN BRING COLUM-
BIA OVER THE FINISH LINE
A WINNER -

NEW BOAT'S GOOD SHOWING

Consensus of Opinion Is That Con-
stitution, With More Seaman-
like Handling, Would Have
Won the Race,

NEWPORT, R. I, Sept. 4.—The Consti-~
tution sailed a capital race today agalsst
the Columbia over a course fifteen miles
to windward and back, in" a breeze the
force of which averaged eight knots, its
greatest power being twelve Kknots near
the finish line. The Columbia wol by
seventeen seconds corrected time, the
Constitution beating her rival on elapsed
time fifty-four seconds. This does not in-
clude the handicap of twenty-one sec-
onds or more with which Constitution
started. Had she not been handicapped,
she would have won. On the windward
work she gained on the Columbia thirty-
two seconds and also twenty-one seconds
on the run home before the wind. In a
heayy puff, when close to the finish line,
her balloon jib topsail split in two and
caused a big tangle aloft. The Columbia
was compelled to haul down her balloon-
er at the same time, for the squall car-
ried away the cringle at the head of the
sall. But the big sall on Constitution re-
fused to be controlled and fluttered In

segments aloft, and all hands had to do

their best to muzzle it. On the other
hand, Columbia hauled down her balloon
jib topsail in seamanlike style and smart-
ly bending on the spinnaker halyards,
hoisted a reaching jib topsall in stops,
and breaking it out quickly darted across
the lne a winner. In taking in spin-
nakers, about twenty minutes before the
finish line was reached by the leader,
Constitution’s sail got tangled in the
head stays and it took several minutes
to get it on deck. While flapping aloft,
the balloon j’b topsail had no oppor-
tunity to exert its utmost drawing power,
All this time the Columbia’s hallooner
was doing most effective work. To smant
handling and excellent judgment Colum-
bia’s victory today was due.

The handicap at the start seemed to
be due to a lack of smartness aboard the
Constitution and also to the more able
sea jockeying of those in charge of the
Columbia. The Constitution allowed her-
self to be forced on the wrong side of the
line, was comypelled to jibe around short
on her heel and then to take the other
end of the line, a deadly handicap. This
and the splitting of her balloon jib top-
sail certainly lost her the race. Had it
not been for these mishaps, the Consti-
tution would have beaten the Columbia
by a small margin beyond the one minute
and eleven seconds’ time allowed over
the thirty-mile course.

There will be no race for the yachts
tomorrow and while the challenge com-
mittee held a meeting this evening, no
announcement of future races was made.
It is generally expected, however, that
other contests will be held here late in
the week. ¢

This morning in Newport harbor there
was scarcely a breath of air stirring.
There seemed little prospect of a race
until 11:30 a. m., when a light south-
westerly wind set in. This soon fresh-
ened. into a breeze and the outlook
seemed flattering for a rattling good
race. The Constitution with Nat Herres-
hoff on board, in addition to the regular
amateurs and professionals, was the first
to slip her moorings at noon and beat
out to the starting line.

At 12:40 flags were hoisted
Narada, announcing that the
would be 8. S. W,, fifteen miles to wind-
ward and return. The sea was remark-
ably smooth, but there was a smoky haze
on the water. The yachts approached
the starting line on the starboard tack
with Columbia to windward. The sail~
ing master of the Columbia repeated his
old terrorizing trick of bearing right
down on his rival as if about to ram her,
shaking the wind out of her sails and
then luffing off and clearing her by the
smallest of margins. The maneuver he
repeated three times and- finally luffea
across the line 47 seconds after the start-
ing gun. The Constiution had plenty of
room to tack, but not caring to come
into such close quarters with the enemy,

on the

-jibed and on the port tack crossed the

line 22 seconds, or thereabouts, after the
handicap gun. Both yachts stood on tne
port tack toward the Narragansett shore
with Columbia in the weather bertn,
thus having a commanding lead. For
nearly half an hour the yachts stood on
the port tack with the wind freshening
as they sailed shoreward, until it at-
tained about a nine-knot force. At 1:23
the Constitution went on the starboard
tack, followed immediately by the Colum-
bia. By this time the sails of the Con-
stitution had stretched and it was seen
that the old mainsail was far superior to
the new one and also that the retrimmed
headsails set better than those carried
in the race on Monday. The Constitution
again at 1:50 went on the port tack,
standing in shore and the Columbia fol-
lowed like a flash. For ten minutes they
held this board and then ensued a suc-
cession of short tacks,

At 2:09 the Columbia for the first time
on the port tack crossed the bows of the
Constitution about one-eighth of a mile
ahead.

For nearly an hour the yachts con-
tinued to make short tacks. The result
was far different from the same ma-
neuvers on Monday, when Columbia beat
her rival nearly five minutes on a beat
cut to windward of ten miles. The Con-
stitution gained a little in these tacks,
and when she was approaching the wind-
ward mark on the starboard tack she
had counsiderably diminished the gap. A
short hitch to port was necessary to en-
able them to round thg raft and quite a
fleet of steam yachts had assembled to
the turn. The Columbia rounded at
3:02:44, the Constitution at 3:03:25, the
elapsed time of this fifteen-mile beat be-
ing 2:00:29 for the former boat, and 2:00:07
for the latter. The Constitution was first
to set her spinnaker to port, the sail be-
ing handled with commendable speed.
The balloon jib topsail on the Columbla
was first hoisted, however, the honors
thus being even. The Constitution
stealthily crawled up on the Columblia,
the wind beilng at this time about ten
knots.

At 3:28 the Constitution led for the first
time in the race. Her victory was short-
lived, for at 3:50 the Columbia was once
more in the van.

Constitution again at 4:10 led by a few
lengths. The tide had set them consid-
erably to the eastward of the true course
and it became necessary to take in spin-
nakers., The Columbia set a balloon stay-
sail and the Constitution followed. Then
-came a savage puff which set the’lee
rails of both yachts wunder. Columblia
blanketed and passed Constitution. At
this moment came the squall which split
the Constitution’s balloon jib topsail fair-
ly in two, the rip being in the center of
the sail.

The men had much difficulty in getting
the pieces in. A few seconds later came
the accident to the balloon jib topsail of
the Columbia. Rapidly the sail was haul-

e¢d down and taken on beard. A smartly-.

reaching jib topsail was tugged out to
the bowsprit end in stops and in a little
while the sail was broken out and was
doing some strenuous pulling. It was a
dashing piece of good seamanship. The
Constitution did not attempt to set an-
other jib topsail, but held on to her club
topsail, although the squall was rather
strong. The Columbia romped across the
line, winning by a very close margin.

JOLLY COOD FELLOW

SAY MEMBERS' OF THE IRISH
RIFLE TEAM OF SIR THOMAS
LIPTON

WERE HIS GUESTS ON BOARD

Cup Challenger hP:uCt Through Her
Paces in Imp .lzvg Style—
Fifteen Kn‘g‘ Easy for
Shamrock II,

NEW YORK, Sept. 4—Although under
sail for only two haurs {o6day the Sham-
rock Ii. astonished. thoge who followed
her by her remarkable speed and ability
to lie close to the wind,

The yacht again demonstrated beyond
question that she can sail when reaching
with the wind abeam, so that her big
jib topsail can be made to draw, at a
speed varying from fourteen to iifteen
knots, accerding to the stretch of the
wind.

The yacht was all ready to make a
start by 11 o'clock, but there was not a
breath of wind at that time. Just then
the steam yacht Reverie ranged up along-
side the Shamrock. Her owner, C. B.
Thomas, hailed Sir Thomas Lipton, who
was showing a party of yachtsmen and
ladies over the yacht!

“Sir Thomas,” said he, ‘“the members
of the Irish rifle team are on board, with
the ladies of their party. They drink
your health and wish you all success.”

The invitation to come on board the
Shamrock was accepted and the party
of seventeen were soon on the cup chal-
lenger, shaking hands with “her owner,
who took particular pains to show the
visitors every part of the yacht, and
later the party was taken on board the
Erin and shown over that vessel. After
the visitors had returned to their own
vacht they gave three hearty cheers for
Sir Thomas as they passed on their way
back to the Atlaniic Highlands.

Shortly after noon there were indica-
tions of a breeze coming in from sea-
ward, so the Shamrock’s mooring was
gotten ready to slip. The start was quite
a spectacular one. All morning there had
been scarcely a breath of wind and a
scorching hot sun. Soon after noon a cool
fresh breeze came up from the southeast.
Sudderly a steam launch shot out from
alongside the Erin. In it was Sir Thomas
Lipton, Mr. Jameson, Mr. Watson and
Commodore Hilliard. 'The party had
hardly stepped on deck when the yacht’s
moorning was slipped and the yacht was
changed in & moment to a thing of life.
Staysail, jib and a small jib topsail were
broken out simultdneously and as the
sails filled and she gathered headway in
the freshening breeze she made a spirited
picture, 4

As soon as the point of Sandy Hook
was cleared sheets were trimmed down
flat on the port tack and the yacht
slipped “through the smpath water at a
gait that must have been’ between four-
teen and fifteen knots, for in ten min-
utes she was entering Gedney's channel,
and in five minutes more she had passed
through it. In fact she traveled nearly
four” miles in fifteén minutes. The tide
was fair, but there was not enough of it
to cut more than a knct off her speed.

Sailmaker Ratsey: had remained on
board the Erin to obtain a good view of
the Shamrock’s sails; bit the yacht had
sailed so fast on the way out that she
was now obliged to heave to and wait
for the Erin. At 2:50, when the steam
vacht arrived, Capt. Seymour put the
Shamrock on the starboard tack for
seven minutes, then ~he let her come
around and stand along the Jersey coast
for ten -minutes. When next she came
about she swung aroiind from *full to
full” in just twelve seconds. It was also
seen that the yacht was lying remark-
ably close to the wind.

Ten minutes lator the main sheet was
manned and rounded-in smartly, and
then the great main boom swung across
the deck as Capt. Seymour put the helm
up and jibed her. Tt ‘was thought that
the spinnaker would be sét again,” but in-
stead the bowsprit-men were sent out to
take in the small jib topsail. The sail
was down and stowed’ and another one
out on the bowsprit in two minutes. In
two minutes more the new sail was
snapped on its stay, hoisted in place and
broken out. There were cxclamations of
surprise and adwmiration from all who
saw it, for it was a big reaching jib top-
sail of white linen, its cloths running up
and down from a center line dividing the
sail from clew to luff.:

As soon as this new sail filled the yacht
seemed to jump away with renewed
speed, for the light material caught every
breath of wind going and pulled like
forty horses.

Traveling at a fourteen-knot clip, and
leaving all steamers buti the Erin in hs:-r
wake, the Shamrock :entered Gedney'’s
channel at 4:05 with boom broad off to
starboard. - The jib topsail came down at
4:10, and then sheets were trimmed down
for the close reach to the point off Sandy
Hook, for the wind had freshened and
shifted some to. the southward.

She stood well over toward the 8. W,
spit, then made a tack into the bay,
where the club topsail was taken in, and
at 5:30, after being:towed to her mooring
by the Lawrence, she was made fast for
the night.

Among those arriving today on the
White Star line steamship Majestic, was
Capt. Robert Wringe, who is to be the
substitute captain 6f-the Shamrock Il.
Capt, Wringe, when last here, sailed tnhe
ninety-footer Mineéla, ‘and is acquainted
with the waters in which the yacht races
will be sailed. Interviewed, the captain
said: ‘“If the Shamrock II. has to go up
against the Columbia we will win sure.
I would even like to taks another chance
at her in the old Shamrock. We were de-
feated in the last races on the windward
work, but the Columbia could never win
against the new boat as she is faster
than the old one. If we race with the
Constitution I cannot foretell the result.
There is not much Use in discussing the
Shamrock II,, for that has all been gone
over and we must Bow await results.”

SHAFFER SAYS NOTHING.

Refuses to Discuss Effect of Confer-
ence in New York.
FITTSBURG, Pa., Sept. 4.—Agitation
and uneasiness prevalils in the ranks of
the strikers tonight, caused by the ap-
parently unfavorable developments of
the day. The leaders, howéver, profess
to be satisfied with present conditions

Much was hoped for from the peace
conference in New York, but the an-
nouncement of the failure to reach a de-
cision put a damper on these hopes. Still,
many hold to the belief that the matter
now being up to the strike leaders to ac-

ident Gompers, of the American Federa-
tion, denying that there was a meeting
in Buffalo to consider the charges made
by Mr. Hickey, would indicate that the
charges have fallen flat.

The steel officials are in a very confident
mood tonight and appear to think the
strike is broken effectually and that only
a few more days will be required to make
it a thing of the past.

The return of the 400 tube workers at
McKeesport, and the report that 150 or
more men went in at the Pennsylvania
Tube works, and the protection of Sherift
MeKinley and hils seventy-flve deputles at
Demmler, where a start will by made to-
morrow morning, give much weight to
this bellef. In addition to these breaks,
the steel oflicials claim increased num-
bers at the Star, the Lindsay & McCutch-

DESERTER IS BROUGHTIIN

ARTHUR HOWARD CAPTURED BY
LIEUT. HAZZARD

Has Led Filipino Insurgent Forces
in Battle With American Troops
—Identified by Former
Comrades.

MANILA, Sept. 4—Lieut. Hazzard, of
the Third cavalry, has brought in here
Arthur Howard, the American deserter
who was recently captured by the lieu-
tenant while in command of some Mac-
abebe scouts, in the island of Mindoro.
He was placed in jail and shortly will
be court-martialed. Howard denies that
he ever was an American soldier. He
claims he was born in Spain, that his
father was English and his mother Span-
ish; but, that he espoused the cause of
the Filipinos. In 1896 after peace was
declared, he says he went to Hongkong
and returned in 1898, as Aguinaldo’s chief
of artillery. While in that position, he
says, he made friends with many Amer-
fcans, before the insurrection, including
Gen. Greene. He cast his lot with Agui-
naldo at the time of the rupture with
the Americans and he says that he
ktrought in sixteen American prisoners
under .a flag of truce at Angeles, in
September, 1899. Howard denies that he

commanded the force at San Mateo,
which killed Gen. Lawton. He speaks
like an educated Englishman. Lieut.

Hazzard says he, himself, saw Howard
at Angeles in 1899. Two former Call-
fornja volunteers today identified How-
ard as a deserter from their regiment,
named Walley, of Company A, who de-
serted in 1899,
