Many • Parents Demanding Permis-
sion to Keen Their Children at.

Work; — Accommodations • • .
Will Be Limited. .

As the date' for the opening of the pub-
lic schools of the city approaches, Supt.
Leviston and Assistant. Superintendent
Bond find their officiallives becoming un-
avoidably more and more strenuous.
Their offices are crowded from early
morning until far past the usual hour for
closing with parents who come with ut-
most confidence to demand that . their
dear children be. advanced regardless of
the fact that the children in question fail-
ed dismally :in - the examinations, or

\u25a0 that particular privileges of :some other
sort in direct ; opposition to the rules of
school management be extended to them.
Teachers " also call in large numbers to
make inquiries or to talk over plans for
the coming year, and many others - in
search of information of all kinds are

Probably the greatest trouble, however,
arises from' the numerous applications for
what are known as "labor certificates,"
the necessity for wh'ch comes of the state
law ;regulating child labor. This law re-
quires that every child less than sixteen
years •"of age . sha'l attend - school for a
certain number of half days out tit every
school year, and. to further the enforce-
ment of these conditions provides a pen-
alty to be imposed upon any person em-
ploying a child within the age limit men-
tioned who cannot bring a certificate from
the school. authorities to show that -he

' has attended school as required. The law
provides for certain mitigation of • the
terms of the law as to school attendance
In case the labor of a child should be
absolutely necessary to the maintenance
of his family, but In such cases a certif-
icate from the school authorities as to
the circumstances is requisite: The most
difficult feature in dealing -with' this class
of business is due to the fact that many
parents will resort to any sort of decep-
tion in their efforts to secure the desired
certificates. Some of them show much
ingenuity in devising plans to deceive the
school officers, 'but they through long
experience are well able to discriminate
In most Instances.

Supt. \u25a0; Leviston, in conversation regard-
ing the prospective attendance of the
coming school year, said to the Globe
yesterday:'

ATTENDANCE WILL BE LARGER.
"From present indications, I expect

that the attendance at the opening, of
the schools will be larger than that of
last year by 700 or 800 pupils. It would
be ' difficult to say in -what part of the
city -we shall have the greatest trouble
from inadequate accommodations, for the
reason :-. that In nearly every part the
schools will |be overcrowded. The Rice
and ,Smith | schools In the Ninth ward,
and the Gorman and McClellan, . in the
Eighth ward, are exceptions, and we do
not , anticipate that they will be over-
taxed. ; The new Edison school in the I
Sixth ward will be opened next. Monday,
and with that and the new annex to tne
Douglas, the schools of the West side
should none of them be more than com-
fortably filled". ."

In an opinion furnished yesterday. As.
sistant Corporation Attorney Griggs holds
that both sections are valid, but thiats
that a mutual understanding' can be
reached between the two officials and no
interference" result.

Under the old code, a majority of prop-
erty owners could prevent the erection
In their midst of buildings that they
thought inimical to their property in-
terests, but under the new act this Is
eliminated and only recourse to the
courts can prevail.

In his opinion, given yesterday in an-
swer to a number of questions propound-
ed by Building Inspector Wheeler, Asst.

He holds
that the engineer would-be correct in
refusing a permit for the erection of a
shack among a lot of palatial structures,
but he stands amenable to the courts
