CANADIANS GET TROPHY

WIN INTERNATIONAL RIFLE CON-
3 TEST AT SEAGIRT

Yankee Team, Using Krag-Jorgen-
sens, Lose by 28 Points to Their
Competitors With Lee-
Enfields.

NEW YORK, Sept. 5.—The. Canadian
and American riflemen had a long session
today on the state rifle ranges at Seagirt,
N. J., in the contest for the American
Centennial Palma trophy, emblematic of
the world's championship, and the Ca~
nadians won by a margin of 28 points,
The utmost good fellowship prevailed
during the match, ‘Which was very close
up to the last 8tagé. Two of the mem-
bers of the Ulster® Rifle association of
Belfast, Ireland-~W. T. Brithwalte and
Thomas Robertson—acted as coaches for
the Dominion representatives, and the
Americans had Gen.’B. W. Spencer, with
some of his officers attending them in a
similar capacityvc ©=

The conditions-of the contest called for
the use of the ndtional arm of the coun-
try represented'by ‘the teams, so that it
was practically a ' “duel between the
American Krag' and’the English Lee-En-
fleld weapons.” The Canadians used
orthoscopic sights while the Americans
had service sights.: ' The shooting done by
at least one of the ‘American team was a
revelation to their opponents. Many of
the Ulster men who saw it had nothing
but the highest praise for the exhibition
given by Lieut! Leisar, of Washington,.
D. C., who made the highest collective
and best indlvidual score in the match
which was shot in three stages, 800, 900
and 1,000 yards.

Each of the teams of eight men has
15 shots at each of these distances and
beginning on -the shortest range, Lieut.
Lelsar made 68.72 and 63 respectively,
making a total of 203 points.

Capt, R. J. Davidson, for the Canadi-
ans, made 70, 68 and 64, a total of 202 out
of a possible 225,"Tn the first stage the
visiting team led by a margin of seven
points, their scores aggregating 0532 as
against 525 for the home team. On the
900-yard ranges, each team made ©51Y
points, the Canadians still leading by 7
poimts, 7 oare il aptla

During the early-stage a sea haze hung
over the butts amd targets, but in the
afternoon the light was better and the
conditions nearly as good as could be
desireu. 5o

There were several misses recorded dur-
ing the three stages. At 800 yards Lieut.
Cookson and Capt. Martin, of the Ameri-
can team, had two and one respectively
and. Private Paupst scored the only
cipher for Canada. In the shooting on
the 900-yard range Maj. Young and Lieut,
Bell had a miss each, but Private Flem-
ing, of Vanada, offset these by making
two In his string.

At 1,000 yards Capt. W. A, Davidson,
Private Fleming and Private Paupst
missed one each, and Lieut. Ross failed
to find the target twice. On the Amer-
ican side Maj. Young, Capt. Martin, Capt.
Shringstead and Lieut. Shaw had one
each and Capt. Whittemore had two. It
was nearly dusk when the final scores—
Canada, 1,622; America, 1494—were put
on the blackhoard, and then Gen,
Spencer, gathering his men about him,
cheered the winners heartily. Maj.
Mason, captain of the Canadian team,
and his men responded with ‘“‘three times
three.” “qr
