ROBBERS MAKE GETAWAY.

Texas Hold-Up Artists Have Not Vet

Ward was accompanied by Yardmaster
Taylor, of the Cotton Belt. The men dis-
covered where a horse had been hid near
the company's fence and where a bag of
booty is supposed to have been loaded.
It required (the efforts of two men to
carry this bag from the express car to
the engine. Ward and Taylor, with a
lantern, followed the trail several hun-
dred yards and found where six horses
had been tied. For i«veral miles they !
followed the blind trail until it entered
the main country road, and it was shown
that the horsemen headed for Texarkana.
Ward and Taylor were exhausted and
returned to the main posse.

\u25a0 When they reported the entire posse
returned here and the trail ,was aban-
doned. One of the horses known to have
been used by the robbers was found by
Ward and Taylor, it being the roperty
of a negro. From this house the first
start toward the capture of the men who
are believed to have been implicated was
made.

News reached here tonight that the
agent at Redwater, seven miles b>>jw the
scene of the robbery, shot a man who is
believed to be one of the bandits. The
entire country is swarming with officers
who are running down every clew.

Some of the
patients probably will be sent to the Yok-
ohama hospital. Three deaths have oc-
curred since last report— E. Cabaniss,
chief yeoman, U. S. N., of dysentery;" at
Agana, June 27; Rio Barrio, Filipino pris-
oner, :of heart disease at the presidio of
Asam, July 7, and Frank Reynolds, rirst-
class fireman, of grippe. The presidio of
Asam continues to seem a healthy loca-
tion. Everything possible is being done
to add to the resources for rational en-
joyment. An inexpensive but attractive
band stand has been erected in the center
of the plaza at Agana, so that the ex-
cellent little band • can perform during
the rains, which is a sreat pleasure. A
light and airy post reading room is ap-
proaching completion.
