BASE BALL FIGURES

HEIDRICK LEADS THE NATIONAL
LEAGUE BATTERS, AND LA-
JOIE THE AMERICAN

STATISTICS OF BIG LEAGUES

Harper and Grifiith Lead Respective
Leagues in Pitching—Cy Young’s
Wonderful Twirling
Feat.

The last week has seen a decided
slump in the batting averages in both
the National and American leagues. In
the former Emmett Heldrick, the great
St. Louls outfielder, leads, closely follow-
ed by Jesse Burkett, who year after year
bobs up among the first three batters
of the league. Big Napoleon La Jole
hangs on to first place in the American,
having a very comfortable lead over his
nearest competitor. In the American
league thirty-five men are batting over
.300, while in the National there are but
twenty-six above the mark.

In the club batting there is little aif-
ference, the average of the eight Ameri-
can clubs being .275 and that of the Na-
tional clubs .271. The batting averages
of the first ten men in each league is
given herewith:

Phil Geler is .228; Jack Katoll is at the
very bottom with an even .100.

In the National league fielding aver-
ages Ryan, of St. Louis, leads the catch-
ers with but eight errors in sixty games
and an average of .972. MecGann, of St.
Louis, leads the first basemen, with .985;
Peitz, of Cincinnati, the second basemen,
with .989; Davis, of New York, the third
basemen, with .978, and the shortstops
also, with .945; Keeler, of Brooklyn, and
‘Wagner, of Pittsburg, are tied for out-
fielding honors, each having .988.

Harper, of St. Louls, leads National
league pitchers, with good Deacon Phil-
lipe second. Matthewson is tenth; Wad-
dell eighteenth, and old Jack Menefee
twenty-fifth. Pitchers’ averages seldom
prove much, but in the American league
they tell the truth for once, for they
give Clark Griffith first place and Cy
Young second. Patteerson ranks tenth,
Chick Fraser eleventh, Callabhan twelfth,
and Katoll thirteenth, 7

Chance, of Chicago, leads the National
league in base runners, with an average
of .453, while Sandow Mertes, of Cu.cago,
helds similar rank in the American with
.362.

In the National, Crawford, of Cincin-
nati, has made 16 home runs and 17 three-
baggers. Lajoie, in the American, has
made 10 homers and 12, three-sackers
‘Waddell and Matthewson lead the Na-~-
tional twirlers in strike-outs, averaging
7 per game. Young leads the American
with an average of 4 strike-outs per game.
Cy Young has pitched 18 games without
giving a base on balls, and has been in a
class by himself as regards accuracy.
Francis C. Richter, the weli-known Phlla.
delphia baseball authority, is very much
pleased with the actlon of the minor
leagues in effecting an organization at the
Chicago meeting. He says:

In convention assembled, last week in
Chicago, all the minor leagues of this
great country effected an organization for
mutual offense and defense, upon thelr
own terms, with their own officers and
their own board of arbitration, under
their own national agreement; and, hap-
pily, without any entangling alllance with
either of the grasping, selfish major
leagues.

So far as can be judged, at this distance
and time, the-new national agreement Is
broad, equitable and sufficlently elastic to
embrace without friction all the minor
leagues hereeforth under its aegis. The
operation thereof is also entrusted to
capable, experienced and fair-minded men
such as the able Mr. Powers and the
energetic Mr. Hickey, who, the one as
chlef executlve of the new association,
and the other as chairman of the board
of arbitration, will find a fruiltful and
pleasing fleld for their undoubted organ-
ization and administrative talents.

The present independent organization of
the minor leagues is the best thing for
all the leagues, and, therefore, for base-
ball, all things considered. Ultimately the
two warring major leagues must get to-
gether. Then, if the minor leagues hold
together and perfect thelr present organ-
ization, we shall have a novel and ideal
condition; for, with the major league op-
erating under a new agreement and all
the minor leagues working under their
own agreement, there will be between the
two great divisions of the baseball world

—the major and minor—such an exact bal-*
ance of power as will compel mutual re-

spect, tolerance and falr dealing, and thus
open up the hapniest era baseball has
ever enjoyed. N

WILLIAMS’ FOOTBALL SQUAD
IS SHOWING UP IN PROM-
ISING SHAPE

‘ROOTERS ARE ENCOURAGED

Prediction That This Year’s Team
Would Not Equal Last Sea-
som’s Likely to Be
Disproved.

The disposition of “Ski-u-mah” foot-
ball rooters to take a discouraging view
of the local football situation is rapidly
disappearing and the old enthusiasm tak-
ing its place. A week ago there was a
general feeling that Minnesota would not
be able to duplicate its great record ot
1800. Everyone was polnting out where
the team would be weak, and saying the
gaps left by the old stars who will not
return could not be filled. Far and wide
these rumors spread. Then the people
began to look to Dr. Willlams for an ex-
pression, but Willlams had nothing to
say. That's the kind of a man he is.
And he is a success. But their scare in-
creased. Then some of the more hopeful
began to call attention to the prospects
of 1900 as they sized up at this time
last year and to point out how no one
had then dreamed of the great record

they were to achieve. They remembered.

kow Dr. Willlams had sald nothing then,
and gradually the rooters began to say:
“Just trust Williams.” On Saturday the
football boys were out for their first pub-
Hc exhibition, and their work was such
as to give more encouragement to the
faithful, although no definite opinion can
as yet be formed as to how they will
compare with last year’'s team. But the
outlook is very hopeful.

Dr. Williams has been an invaluable
acquisition to the University of Minne-
sota. People used to say, when the uni-
versity had a bad football year, that It
was hard to understand why a winning
football team could not be secured from
an aggregation of 2,000 Minnesota boys.
Dr. Williams proved in one year that it
was not hard, that the material was
there, merely awaiting discovery and
proper development. Furthermore he de-
veloped a better enthuslasm than had
been known before, an enthusiasm that
was not a mere screeching for victory,
but’an enthusiasm for sport as a legiti-
mate and necessary element of univer-
sity life and a real contribution to the
best influence of the institution.

Dr. Williams has no equal in the West
as a football coach, and can De relied
upon to get the very best team possible
out of the material offered, and the ma-
terial is exceptionally good.

SIX OF THE OLD STARS.

There wil be at least six of last year's
star team back againt his season. These
seasoned men will form a nucleus around
which a winning combination will be
built. Doble, Knowlton, Mueller and La
Fans are already on hand and in the
game, and it is said that Page, Aune,
Flynn and Fee may return this week.
All these men are well remembered and
the very mention of thelr names is
enough to arouse enthusiasm and high
hope.

Page was considered by all authorities
to be the best center in the West last
year, and it would be practically impos-
sible to find a better all-around man. He
was always a stayer and a fighter.

Dobie was the equal of any quarter-
back i{n the West in 1900. A more Indom-
itable player never wore a uniform.
Above any other player in the team he
was a fighter. He played with a determ-
ination and physical exertion that was at
times feroclous, and never knew what it
was to give up. He took more desperate
chances than any man of his welght and
was absolutely fearless. He will be even
better this year.

Dr. Williams said last fall that he con-
sidered Doble the equal of any backfield
player in the country,

Aune was given first place among
‘Western ends by the recognized authori-
ties last year. He is one of the best
ground gainers in the game and plays
in the same sturdy, consistent manner
in every game. Aune had no ‘‘off
days’’ last year.

If Flynn returns the guard positions
will be well cared for. Capt. Knowiton

has no superior as a fuliback in the en-
tire western field.

NEW MEN ARE PROMISING.

The new men are many and promising,
Rogers, the Indian who last year cap-
tained the Carlisle team, is looked upon
as a valuable acquisition, and his work
on Saturday was excellent. Biciake, the
star fullback of the Minneapolis Central
team, is being tried on the ends and
promises well. Thorpe, the Pittsburg
academy recruit, did excellent work as
right tackle in Saturday’s game. Lig-
gett and O’Brien, the two St. Paul boys,
showed up to advantage Saturday, and
their experience with the St. Paul Cen-
tral team should make them good ma-
terial to work on. e

Altogether the prospects seem very en-
couraging at present. It is only natural
to feel a certain uneasiness before the
season begins, but Minnesota is in as
good condition at present as any of the
Western teams. Wisconsin 1s said io
be very strong, having lost but four of
last year's team. Northwestern looks
much better than in 1900, and Iowa not
50 good. The people who are supposed to
know are agaln picking Wisconsin and
Minnesota for the Western honors. Chi-
cago critics say that with Dr. Williams
handling the Gophers, Minnesota is bound
to be dangerous, however ynfavorable ihe
outlook appears to be at present.

The Minnesota schedule is one which
means hard and determified work, and
it will test the nerve of the men to the
limit. The first big game will come off
on October 12, when the Nebraska
boomers strike Morthrop park. Nebras-
ka is greatly feared this year. ‘rhe
team is the same as that of 1900, and it
will be in fine shape for the contest and
is determined to get even with the
Gophers for last fall's defeat. lowa
comes on October 26, and the odds would
seem to favor Minnesota. Then the Ski-
u-mah boys will have three weeks in
which to prepare for the great event of
the year, the game with Phil King's
team at Madison. The following week
the team plays Northwestern at Chicago,
and ends the season Thanksgiving with
Illinois at Champaign. This gives Min-
nesota three hard games in succession
away from home.
