By the 15th of next month the con-
tractors in charge of the union depot
Improvements hope to have the liil being
made along the river front in the vicin-
ity of the depot and yards completed to
the extent that the laying of tracks will
Le possible. The fill is now within a tew
feet of the prescribed line and only re-
quires a' small addition to make it com-
pute.

In the construction of the fill and cribs
along the stretch^pf river between Sibley
and Jackson street and where the exten-
sion of the two streets nd some radical
changes will be made. The ends of each
street will be faced with cut stone, while
the v. harf will be so arranged that its
surface will be practically on a level with |
the decks of steamers lying against it.
As the wharf and docks now stand, they
are too high, compelling the use of gang
planks at an angle that is dangerous.
Stone steps will also be supplied for the
use of launches and other small craft.
Both the streets and also the wharf will
bo paved with gran: te and supplied with
lamps for lighting purposes.

In the construction, of the foundation
for the new Milwaukee freight house,
stone of immense weight and size Is be-
ing used, this being done to offset the
chances of settling and spreading of the
wa.ls. The foundation will be ready for
the superstructure in about two weeks..

The massive timber cribs which are a
feature of the new fill have all been
anchored with long iron tie rods and arc
practically indestructible. They will be
filled with sand and stone and will form
a barrier to the encroaching waters.
The remainder cf the fill will be rip-rap-

:ped with heavy stone as far down as
P'ralen creek.

CITY ABOUT TO APPEAL
JUDGE KELLY'S MARKET SITE DE-

CISION TO BE TESTED. I

The city legal department yesterday be-
gan preparations for.-an appeal to the su-
preme court from. the decision handed
down by Judge Kelly holding the law by
which much of the market site was ac-
quired to be unconstitutional.

Judge
Kelly's'decision was based largely on the
contention that the law permit; the
condemnation was special legislation in
that it only applied to cities of 60,000 pop-
ulation' and over.

Jndse Kelly Eloquently Eulogizes

Memorial services for President McKin-
l-ay were held by the Knights of Colum-
bus at their hall, 377 Kobert street, last
night. The hall was well filled, ai d the
services appropriate for the occasion.

Judge William L. Kelly, grand knight
of the council, presided at the meeting,
and, after the us:.al opening prayer, "Our
Father," spoke as follows:

Reverend Sirs, Ladies and Gentlemen,
Brother Knights: It is proper as grand
knight of ihis council that I briefly ex-
plain the reason and motive of this meet-
ing. In doing so I desire to especially
thank my brother knights and our friends
for the large attendance here upon such
short notice, evincing, as it does, how
deeply our national calamity has t.^rc^ed
all hearts.

This order, the Knights of Columbus,
is an association of Catholic gentlemen
banded together to practice and to t^ach
these fundanv-ntal principles:

First—Love, above and before all thing3,
of the Almighty God, the Maker, the Re-
deemer, the Panotiner of men. And, akin
to this, love of our neighbor.

Second—Love and filial obedience in all
things spiritual to God's appointed teach-
in? body* on this earth, our holy moth-
er, the Catholic church.

Third—Love of and unreserved loyalty
in all things political to our country—
the United States of America—its consti-
tution and its laws.

The cross of Christ, and twined about
it the bannered stars and stripes are the
symbols beneath which we march and
of which we are never ashamed.
It was, therefore, fitting Uiat our broth-

er, the state deputy supreme Knight.
Thomas D. O'Brien, should suggest, and
this St. Paul council should in response
murk this day in its annals to forever
remain a memorial. To testify our love
for this republic, oar respect for its laws,
and as representing those laws for its
chief magistrate; to emphasize in a spe-
cial manner our horror of the crime
that has just now stricken down "in the
full noontide of an honered name" Wil-
liam McKinley, our twenty-fifth presi-
dent; to lay reverently upon his new-
made sittve the rose of our love and the
laurel of our pride; to offer respectfully
and tenderly our heartfelt condolence to
that noble woman, who, as wife, shared
his illustrious career, and who, though
frail as mortal can be and live, has been
by an inscrutable decree destined to
share witih the world its sorrow for her
dead.

_
I will not undertake to speak now of

Mr. McKinley, for his eventful lire is so
written in the history of his country that
it id as familiar as a household word.
Nor of his death so beautiful, so brave.
Other speakers—giftod, eloquent and pow-
ertul—will perform that duty well.

But I would feel myself wanting 5n
duty if I failed to call attention to the
lesson that is he:e taught, lessons of duty
to God, to neighbor, to country!

ANARCHY DENOUNCED.
Mr. McKinley died by the hand of a

self-confessed anarchist. An anarchist
is that unspeakable creature who raises
his sacrilegious hand against all law,
and therefore against all order. For
order is the daughter of law awd the
mother of personal and national secur-
ity. The blow that took the president's
life was aimed at every citizen alike. No
private malice directed it, no foolish
passion, born of wrongs real or imagin-
ary, inspired it. It came of that insen-
sate malice that is described in the Book
of Life where it is written, "The fool
hath said in his heart, there is no
God."

Nations, like individual men, have
their days of mourning, their days of
warning. From the lips of the dying
president we are truly taught—"lt is
God's way—His will be done." The
death of William McKinley is God's
trumpet call to the nation. It is God's
call that we humble ourselves for our
sins personal and natural. It is God's
call that we restore Him and His ten
commandments to our firesides and our
altars, and drive far from us the wor-
ship of mammon, or injustice, or license.
It is God's call that we acknowledge au-
thority speaking through the law and
respect every man who for the time be-
ing is charged with the duty of its exe-
cution. It is God's call that united us
as one man by this blow at liberty these
nearly four score millions of American
citizens give ungrudging support in all
things lawful to Theodore Roosevelt, our
president, upon whose young but strong
shoulders the mantle of authority has
fallen. It is God's call that as indi-
viduals, communities, states and nations
we do justice to all men, great and little,
poor and rich, the weak as well as the
strong. "Be just and fear not, let all
the ends thou aim'st at be God's—thy
country's—truth's."

"He has sounded forth the trumpet that
shall never call retreat!

He is sifting out the hearts of men be-
fore his judgment seat.

Oh, be swift, our souls, to answer Him!
be jubilant, our feet,

Our God is marching on."
REV. FATHER M'NULTY.

At the conclusion of his remarks Judge
Kelly introduced Father Ambrose Mc-
Nulty, who in a few well chosen and
earnest words deplored the deed that
martyred William McKinley, and paid a
glowing tribute to the dead president.
He said in part:

"There are three thing.; which, ifelim-
inated, will go a long way toward pre-
venting the catastrophe of this kind in
the future. The so-called yellow jour-
nals, the personalities and methods of
o-ur politicians in times of campaign, and
the awakening of those men who having
gained high positions feel that they are
beyond the need of guidance from the
Lord.

"Ifthe yellow journals could be elim-
inated it would be a grand thing. But
the yellow reader must go before the
paper can be done away with. It would
be a grand thing ffour campaigns could
be conducted in a cleaner and more
truthful manner, but to accomplish this
the men in high position must place
their reliance on the divine power, and
seek his guidance. We cannot drive

\u25a0out anarchy by force, and we cannot do
all these things that spring from the hor-
rible contemplation of the crime at Buf-
falo."
