IMPRESSIVE CEREMONIES AT ST.
AGNES' PARTICIPATED IN BY
BISHOP KOPPES

PARISH IS GROWING RAPIDLY

Luxemburgers Are Loyally Suppori-
ing Rev. Father Solnce in His
Work—Reception by
the Bishop.

Yesterday was a gala day for the Lux-
emburgers of St. Paul. In the morning
the parish of St. Agnes was honored
by the presence of Bishop J. J. Koppes,
bishop of Luxemburg, and a pontifical
mass was celebrated in the chureh. The
corner stone of the “Convent of Mary
Help” was laid in the afternoon with
impressive ceremonies. Rev. G. N. Sta-
viha. V. G., representing Archbisop Ire-
land, who was out of the city, blessed
the stgne and the building and conducted
the services.

The attendance of the bishop at mass
at 10 o’clock was heralded by a proces-
sion, in which all the societies of the St.

Agnes parish participated. The St.
Aloysius boys headed the procession.
They were followed by the Geseien

Verein and the St. Anthony society, the
Society of the Faithful Shepherd and the
Foresters.

Following came the priests, deacons
and subdeacons, the clergy and the bish-
op. The latter was arra#yed in episconal
purple.

A Dody of little girls, dressed in, white
with wreaths in their hair, a large num-
ber of choir and altar boys in white sur-
plices and black cassocks were also in
the procession, while six small boys
dressed as pages in medieval costumes

There was special music in the church
by a choir under the leadership of Prof,
J. T. Kerker, the organist of the church,

Bishop Koppes, assisted by Rev. G. N.
Stariha, celebrated the pontifical mass,
after which Father Solnce, pastor of the
parish, welcomed the bishop. The ser-
mon was preached by Prof. Stubinitzky,
of the German seminary ol this city.

After the mass the bishop addressed
the congregation. The bishop was the
parish priest of Esch before he was made
bishop, and it is from this parish that
St. Agnes’ congregation is largely made
up. The bishop states that he was glad
to see so many of his old parishioners
and to observe their apparently prosper-
ous condition.

At the close of the service the proces-
sion moved to the schoolhouse, where the
bishop received informally his former
parishioners. Many he, recognized, while
many were small children when they left
the fatherland for America. Many touch-
ing scenes were attendant upon the re-
ception as the bishop greeted the peon'e
he had known in the old country.

At the services were delegations from
Luxemburg societies of Minneapolis,
Winona, Litchfield, Shakopee and £t.
Cloud. Many of the clergymen from
these districts were also present.

From the schoolhouse the procession
moved to the pastoral residence, where
a banquet was spread for the clergy.
Twelve sat down to the banquet.

The procession, with the exception of
the bishop, then moved to the new con-
vent, where the ceremony of laying the
corner stone was gone through.

LAYING CORNER STONE.

There were chants by the clergy and an
address by Father Jaeger, of St. Eliza-
beth church, Minneapolis, Father Jaeg-r
dwelt upon education as his theme. He
said that the remedy for such affairs as
occurred at Buffalo was Christian educa-
tion. His address was a forceful one and
he spoke of the growth of the Luxem-
burgers and their schools and churches
in this country.

The ceremony of lowering the corner
&tone took place after a zinc box con-
taining the usual documents had been
placed in the stone. There were the
names of Pope Leo XIII., Archbishop

church, in the first package. Then the
name of the temporal heads of the gov-
ernment, Theodore Roosevelt, S. R. Van
Sant and R. E. Smith were placed in the
box.

A number of cards bearing the names
of all who have contributed toward build-
ing the convent and a piece of each de-
nomination of United States money un-
der $5 was placed in the box, which was
sealed and fitted to its place in the stone.

After the ceremony of laying the cor-
ner stone the procession returned to the
church, where there was the benediction.
The choir sang ‘‘O Salutaris’” and “Tan-
tum Ergo.” The benediction of the
blessed sacrament was ouered, the choir
singing a ‘““Te Deum,”” and the procession
returned to the parochial residence.

GROWTH OF THE PARISH.

The parish of St. Agnes is in an ex-
traordinarily prosperous condition. There
are in attendance at the school 1,060 pu-
pils. To teach them twenty-three Sisters
of Notre Dame are Kept in the parish,
and it is for their residence that the new
convent is being built.

The convent will be two stories high
and will cost $20,000 when completed. Be-
sides the dormitory, kitchen, etc., there
are five music rooms and a chapel in the
new bullding.

A, wing has been recently added to the
schoolhouse at the cost of $16,600 and will
be ready for occupany about Oct. 15.

SGARCITY OF LABORERS

RAILROAD CONTRACTORS IN BEL-
TRAMI ANTICIPATE A FAMINE.

—

Contractors for railroad logging work
in  Belliami county are becoming alarmed
over a possible scarcity of laborers for
the work which has been mapped out
for the fall and winter months.. The
Minnesota & International has several
times had to practically cease construc-
tion work, and has not had an average
of 100 men at work since the advent of
harvest time in Dakota.

T. B. Walker is about to commence
the construction of a standard gauge
railroad for logging purposes, from a
point half way between Solway and
Shevlin to a point fourteen miles south,
in the neighborhood of Lake Itasca,
where he has about 200,000,000 feet of
pine to get out, and which he will haul
to Bemidji and Akeley for sawing. His
contractors are now getting in their
work camps on the line, and will be
crying for laborers within the next few
days.

Over 400,000,000 feet of pine timber will
be logged the coming winter within fifty
miles of Bemidji, calling for upwards
of 7,000 men and teams. BemTdji has now
become the hiring place for all this army
of men, and it is anticipated that the
rush here will be a big one within the
next thirty days.

BLOWN TO PIECES

EXPLOSION IN ELECTRIC JUNCTION
BOX SHATTERS HEAVY
IRON COVER

SEVERAL NARROW [ESCAPES

Accident Happened at Fourth and
Jackson Streets and Caused a
Small Blaze—Fire De-
partment Called.

Considerable citement was caused at
Fourth and :kson streets about 3:30
yesterday afternoon by an explosion in
one of the junction boxes through which
the underground electric light wires pass.
Luckily no one was hurt, although there
were a number of narrow escapes.

An eye witness of the accident says
he was standing at the corner of Fourth
and Robert streets, one block away when
he heard a territic noise that sounded
like an explosion, and looking towards
Fourth and Jackson, he saw a mass of
fire and smoke shoot out of the ground,
and also saw the heavy iron cover on
the box hurled about thirty feet in the
air, Pieces of iron were soon falling all
around and people who happened to be
in the vyicinity were kept busy for a
few moments dodging the missiles.

A company of the fire department was
called out and after throwing congider-
able water on the fire succeeded in put-
ting it out. It is not known just how
the accident happened and it is the first
of its kind in the city. The theory is ad-
vanced, however, that some of the un-
derground wires became crossed and
started the blaze,

It is thought that the heat from this
caused the sudden explosion. A buggy
had just driven over the spot and had
not gone more than thirty feet beyond
it when the explosion occurred. Electric-
ians were soon at work repairing - the
damage but this took some time, There
are two covers on each of these holes
and when a search was made for the
pieces some wenre found nearly a half
block away. The fact that no windows
were broken by the flying missiles in con-
sidered remarkable by those who were in
the vicinity at the time of the explosion.

When he went into the park in 1871
there was not a road or even a path, save
the animal trails, The party could not
get in with wagons at any point in the
park. In his report at that time he gave
particular attention to the geysers of
the park and in refrence to the statement
made recently by some scientist that the
geysers were dying out, he said:’

“I think it is a mistake to say that
the geysers in general are dying out.
Geysers, like the human being, have their
different Stages of growth. In their
early lives they are weak and they grow
gradually stronger, until they attain the
highest degree of strength and from
that time on they grew perceptibly weak-
er. That is that particular gusher grows
weaker as its mouth begins to clog up,
but the force is still there and when, it
not before, the old geyser has ceased to
flow another has taken its place. 1 made
a special study of these in 1871 and in my
report at that time stated in this re-
gard practically what I have said
to you. I do not believe that the
geysers of the Yellowstone will ever die
out or cease to exist, in spite of the
claims of the scientists.”

DELEGATES COMING TO ATTEND
ANNUAL CONVENTION OF MIN-
: NESOTA DOMAIN

SOME CHANGES PROPOSED

Sick Benefits and Compulsory Sus-
< pension for Non-Payment of
Dues Are to Be Dis-
cussed,

Representatives to the annual onven-
tion of the Domain of Minnesota, Knighits
of Pythias, are beginning to arrive in St.
Paul. The convention will open at the
capitol building tomorrow morning ang
will continue in session two or three
days.

The D. 0. K. K., an auxiliary order ot
the Knights of Pythias, will hold their
annual meeting tonight and the Ra..u-
bone Sisters, the women’s auxiliary of
the order, will be in session simultaneous-
ly with the Pythians at Pythian nall.

At the coming convention there are a
ereat many points of some importance
to be decided, the question of abolishing
pompulsory payment of sick benefits be-
Ing. one of great interest that is to be
decided.

An amendment making the matter of
weekly sick benefits, as well as the
amount to be paid, optional wi.. the sepa
arate lodges will come up. At present
there is a rule in the constitution com-
pelling each lodge to pay a certain amount
weekly to members who are ill. It is
theld though by a great many that bet-
ter returns could be had by leaving the
matter entirely in the hands of the sepa-
rate lodges.

There will also be a movement in shape
of an amendment to the constitution
abolishing the compulsory suspension for
non-payment of dues. This, it is claimed,
works hardships in many cases, and the
prevailing opinion seems to be that the
individual lodges are better able to cope
with the question if they are in a posi-
tion to extend leniency to members who
for valid reasons have failed to keep up
their payments. Both of these measures
:.re likely to be adopted by the conven-
ion.

If the amendment in regard to calling
of conventions goes through each domain
will ‘be allowed to hold only one conven-
tion a year. Heretofore lodges in differ-
ent localities have assembled in conven-
tion without the sanction of the grand
domain, and this, many think, should pe

-made impossible.

The supreme lodge of the order has se-
cured a ninety-nine years’ lease on a
five-acre tract of land on the govern-
ment reservation at Hot Springs, Ark.,
for the purpose of building a sanitarium.
To do this a vote representing 250,000
members of the order is necessary, and
this matter will come up for the consid-
eration of the convention. It was laid
over at the meeting a year ago, and
there is some doubt as to whether it
will go through or not as there is a great
difference of opinion in this domain re-
garding it. A number of gran. domains
have already voted in favor of the move.

At this convention a delegate to the su-
preme convention that will be held next
year at San Francisco will be named.
The name of a St. Paul man prominent
in Pythian circles has been mentioned,
and he will no doubt be sent to represent
the Minnesota domain.

VAN SANT'S EULOGY

SPEAKS ON WKINLEY AT CENTRAL
PARK METHODIST-EPISCO-
PAL CHURCH

LESSONS OF A GREAT LIFE

Career of the Late President Exem-
plifies 'Possibilities of Pluck
and Perseverance of Amer-
ican Youth.

Memorial services for President Mec-
Kinley, at which the principal address
was made by Gov. Van Sant, were held
last evening in the Central Park M. E.
church. The pulpit was draped for the
occasion with an American flag, and on
the platform stood an easel upon which
rested a portrait of the late president
draped on one side with black and on
the other with an American flag. In the
course of -the exercises, which were,
with «.e exception of the omission of
the sermon and the substitution of ad-
dresses by the governor and the Rev,
Benjamin Longley, pastor of the church,
of the usual devotional character, the
favorite hymns of President McKinley
were sung,

Before introducing Gov, Van Sant, Reav,
Mr. Longley spoke at some length upon
the subject of the prestdent's death and
his character as a man and as an execu-
tive. He said it was omforting that the
personal character of the president was
such as to make it entirely fitting that
exercises in his memory should be held
on God's day and in the house of God.
He said further that it was gratifying
that Gov. Van Sant, who would be the
principal speaker of the evening, had so
far proclaimed his sympathy with what
is right and good that he could appro-
priately participate in such exercises.

THE GOVERNOR'S ADDRESS.

“It is safe to say that in all human
history no man has been so universally
mourned as our late president, William
McKinley. I went to Washington to at-
tend the exercises in the rotunda of the
capitol, and there witnessed such signs
of grief and sorrow as I had never seen
before. I was at the encampment of the
Grand Army of the Republic at Cleve-
land when the news of the president's
death arrived, and that body at once re-
ferred all further business of whatever
nature to the incoming council of ad-
ministration and adjourned. I attended
the funeral at Canton, and among the
100,00¢ people who were in that little
place on that day there was not a dry
eye. I am told that in Chicago, which
is a clity noted for its wickedness, when
the news of the president’'s death was
announced on the pulletin board of the
Tribune, the thousands of people who
stood there in the streets removed their
hats and in unison sang, “Nearer My
God to Thee,” the favorite hymn of that
kind-hearted and splendid ruler of this
great people.

“I hardly know whether to admire Mec-
Kinley most as a soldier or as a states-
man. He was a soldier and a brave one,
and many acts of true heroism are re-
corded to his credit. Statesmen are
judged by the results which t.ey achieve,
and therefore McKinley as a statesman
compares with any that this country has’
ever produced except Abraham I.incoln.

“The life of Willlam McKinley teaches
us In the highest degree the possibilities
of American youth. It exemplifies that
a young man, even though he be poor,
by pluck and perseverance may achieve
the highest position. -

** *The king is dead! Long live the king!’
Our new opresident is a man in whom
we can place the most implicit trust. }e
has said that he will follow the exam-
ple of the illustrious man who is row
dead and that commends him to our
faith.” .
