YELLOW JACK AT SANTIAGO,

But It Is Aboard a Steamship From
Jacksonville, Fila.
SANTIAGO DE CUBA, Sept. 2.—The
British steamer BEthel 3rytha, {rom Jack-
sonville Sept. 14 for this port, arrived
here yesterday with three cases ot yel-
low fever aboard. She left Progresso six
weeks ago and arrived at New York with
nine cases on board. A man died in the
harbor and the ship was disinfected. 'i'he
captain’s wife died whila the ship was
on her way from New York to Jackson-
ville, where she loaded lumber for San-
tiago de Cuba. One man died vesterday
and the autopsy showed plainly that he
had been suffering from yellow fever. The
crew of the Ethel Brytha was removed
yvesterday to the yellow fever hospital,
which is situated on an 1sland two miles
from shore.” The stearfher was fumigated
and Is held In quarantine in the lower
bay. No one I8 allowed on board. ™rha
quarantine officials say thers is no dan-
ger to the city, where there has been no

yellow fever for two years past.

PEACE REIGNS IN PEKIN.

City Has Been Quiet Since Its Evae-
uation by Foreign Troops.
PEKIN, 8ept.. 22.—The city has been
perfectly quiet since the evacuation of
Pekin by the foreign troops. - Gen. Yuan
Bhi Kia's soldiers are orderly and ef-
ficient and the people are friendly. For-
eigners unarmed may visit all sections f

the city and suburbs unmolested.

Prince Ching has written to the foreign
ministers that the government is prepar-
ing to dispatch three commissioners,
headed by a taotal and two prefects, to
visit- America, the Philippines, Australia
and elsewhere for the purpose of solicit-
ing subscriptions from China residents
regarding the indemnity to be paid the
powers and will request the foreign min-
Isters to furnish the commissioners with
credentials.

GALA PERIOD OF ITS HISTORY
TURNLED INTO TIME OF
MOURNING

EXPOSITION SUFFERS HEAVILY

Unless Attendance Resumes Its For-
mer Proportion the Stockhold-
ers Will Sufier Con-
siderable Loss.

BUFFALO, Sept. 22.—This city is pull-
ing itself together again after a fort-
night of anxiety and sorrow, such as it
has never known. What was intended to
be the gala period of its history was
turned into unspeakable grief which has
gone into every home with a force hard
for anyone not here to realize.

Buffalo was full of personal loyalty
and enthuslasm for President McKinley.
It has been a center of McKinley sen-
timent all through his presidential career,
and there was no city in the land where
friendship and devotion to him were more
marked. Naturally his tragic end while
its guest depressed the city beyond ex-
planation,

There was never a community more

- from its first inception.

the people’s of the Western hemisphere,
That was a policy earnestly favored by
President McKinley, and which {inter-
ested him so deeply in the exposition
It is a strange,
disastrous stroke of fate that the fapp
of the exposition should be threatened
through this fearful tragedy. We should
be lacking in loyalty to his memory, if
we did not bend all our. energies in
crowning the work which he had so
close to his heart. The position in which
the tragedy found me gave me the op-
portunity. of knowing what was in—that
great soul in the hours just before the
execrable shot. The president had taken
the deepest interest in the exposition
from the start. Its idea and conception
are in harmony with his wise and bene-
ficent public policy.

“The years that have been spent in the
evolution and development of the essen-
tial interdependence of the nations of
this hemisphere,” which form the Pan-
American idea, had their full first ex-
pression-in this exposition. It gave the
opportunity which he utilized in that

great speech which has already passed {

into history as the highest note of Ameri-

can statesmanship and the most
perfect expression of the Pan-Ameri-an
idea. The way in which the idea

has been developed here and the glorious
setting which art and industry has given
it, gratified and even surprised the presi-
dent. He was deeply impressed by the
beauty and magnitude of the exposition,
the wonderful display of electrical il-
lumination and the evidences on every
side of the hearty co-operation of the
governments and peoples of the ‘North,

engrossed in a great undertaking than
Buffalo was with the Pan-American ex-
position three weeks ago. Every man,

woman and child in the city bad a direct

interest in the exposition undertaking.
It seemed that everyone with whom a
stranger spoke had in mind the large
ideal of the great good which the demon-
stration of the wonderful resources and
abilities of the Western hemisphere was
to do for the country. Buffalo people
seemed rather proud that the whole ex-
pense of the demonstration had fallen up-
on them and their fellow citizens. They
would call attention to the fact that all
of the funds had been raised in Buffalp
without assistance from the nation, the
state or even the city corporation.
When, in his memorable address the
president emphasized the Pan-American
idea and made it a part of history, the
people of Buffalo realized that their ef-
forts were appreciated. They seemed
contented and proud that as individuals
of one city they had done the work which
well might have been the nation’s under-
taking. The revulsion was terrible and
now it is passed the question of what is
to come is interesting. The public feel-
ing is strong, and all one way. Everyone
seems to realize that the stockholders of
the exposition havé met a great. loss,
probably of not less than a million doi-
lars. That practically means the citizens,
for about every Buffajoan has stock im
the exposition according to his means.
The dollars and cents seem pretty thor-
oughly to be eliminated from the calcu-
lation now, but the work to be done and
the end to be achieved, seem foremost
in every man's mind.

The exposition
has been developed to its highest point
and-it is being operated in a more elib-
orate scale than ever. It is a compli-
cated mass of more varieties and enter-
tainments, more far-reaching in its ideas
and purposes., It is a mnational enter-
prise and should be supported as such
for the credit of our country, as the
leading nation of this hemisphere. That
support, I feel certain it will have in
the fullest and overflowing measure.”

BUFFALO, Sept. 22.—Beginning Mon-
day morning the most famous sheep In
all the country will be gathered together
at the Pan-American exposition for a
period of two weeks. Every wool grow-
ing state In the United States will be rep-
resented. Vermont having the record of
px.'oducing the merino sheep In America
wiil perhaps be most prominent in the list.
The total number to be exhibited will be
close on to 1,500, seventy flocks, twenty
of which will be the merino sheep. An-
gora goats  will be included  in
this exhibition. Supt. Converse, under
whose direction the varlous cattle and
stock shows have been given, promises
that the sheep show will establish a
precedent in the way of numbers and
quality which will be hard to equal. Judg-
ing will take place on Wednesday and
Thursday next. Four special days have
been set for the pleasure of the Pan.
American exposition visitors this week,
‘Wednesday, the 25th, will be Oregon day.
On the same day the Sons of America
will conclude their three days’ conven-
vention in the city of Buffalo and hold
the final meeting at the Temple of
Music in the exposition grounds. Thurs-
day will be Cleveland day.

Exercises will be held In the Temple
of Music at noon at which time the
mayor and other distinguished -citizens
of Cleveland will be present and partici-
pate in the programme. Special fire-
works will bring the day to a close. Fri-
day, Toronto will celebrate.

The grand climax of the week comes
on Saturday, railway day, which was
originally scheduled for September 14.
The postponement of the day has made
it possible to bring the various plans
to a far greater degree of perfection. The
parade of Midway wonders, the battles of
confetti, the vaudeviile on the park lake,
which will precede the gorgeous fireworks
in the evening, all promise to exceed
anything before attempted in this line.

MONUMENT TO M'KINLEY.

National Movement for Its Erection
at Canton, Ohio, Is Probable.
CHICAGO, Sept. 22.—The committee re-
cently appointed to determine the advisa-
bility of inaugurating a movement for
the collection of funds to erect a memo-
rial in Washington, D. C., in Ronor of
President McKinley, met at the Union
League club today and decided to hold
the matter in abeyance for the present.
This action was due to a statement of
the chairman of the committee, Mr. Al-
exander H.- Revell, who had ‘conferred
with a number of the close friends ot
the late president, including Judge Day,
Senator Hanna, Abner McKinley, Myron
T. Herrick and Comptroller Dawes, These
gentlemen, Mr. Revell- said,” intended to
take steps national in scope for the erec-
tion of a suitable monument at Canton,
Ohio. As soon as their plans are formu-
lated the people of the United States gen-
erally will have an opportunity to contrib-
ute-to the proposed monument. It was
the opinion that no steps should be taken
which should in any way conflict with

SAYS HELL BE BACK AGAIN

¥Four Seavenger Wagons, Fifteen
Policemen and a2 Quartette of
Chicago City Officinls

Get Busy.
CHICAGO, Sept. 22.—In four city
scavenger wagons the belongings
of Captain George Wellington Streeter

were carted off the “District of Lake
Michigan’ yesterday.

The captain himself refused to leave
his van and Mrs. McManners, in response
to an invitation to place herself and sick
child in an ambulance, flourished a knife.

:So the vehicles containing the obsterper-

ous claimants were hitched to the scaven=
ger wagons and the procession moved
away to the city yard at the foot cf
Randolph . street.

There the captain’s portable *‘court
house,”” his wagon and the covered home
of '“Billy” McManners were left to their
fate, the inmates being told to wander
whither they listed.

. Streeter made little show of resistance.
“You are the doctors now,”’ he said, *“*but
my turn will come.”

Then he remarked that he would be
back again on his tract the next day.

The ouster followed a day of many
maneuvers. The captain was seated in
his temporary office in the van at 11
o’clock in the morning when a buggey
containing Mr., Doherty, superintendent
of, streets, and Goodman, superintendent
oi:" obstructions, drove up. The latter
jumped from the vehicle and, approach-
ing the ecaptain, tried to hand him a
formal notice giving him six hours to
vacate the street.

“If you don’t get ‘out in that time we
will show you,” said Goodman.

The captain affected not to see the
notice and Goodman, after repeated at-
tempts, threw the notice into the van.

“At 5 o'clock if you are not gone we
will move you,” he declared, and, climb-
inb into the buggy, drove off.

“They haven't got enough mules to pull
me out of here,” the captain sald a mo-
ment later. ‘““Vacate; why, I should say
not. No; I will not obey any notice from
anybody, be he the mayor, street in-
spector or Max Heidelmeier.”

Meanwhile five policemen from the Chi-
cago avenue station, in charge of Ser-
geant Swift, stood guard in the district
to prevent the captain from unloading
his “court house.” Capt. Revere visited
Chief O'Neill for instructions and was
told to do nothing in the matter until or-
ders came from the street department.

Promptly at 5 o'clock re-enforcements
arrived. These were four scavenger wag-
ons, fifteen policemen under Capt. Re-
vere and a quartet of city officials, Su-
perintendent of Streets Doherty, Superin-
tendent of Obstructions Goedman, Ward
Superintendent Akden and Assistant Su-
perintendent of Streets McCarthy.

“Captain, we are here to move you,”:

cried Capt. Revere.

“Go ahead, you are the doctors,” Street-
er replied.

The only one in the party that showed
resistance was Mrs. McManners. ' Owing
to the reported illness of Mrs. McMan-
ners’ child, the police called for an am-
bulance, but the mother refused to come
out . of her wagon.. When Goodman ap-
proached the wagon to get her out she
held a knife in her hand andcried that
if they took her from the- vehicle they
would have to take her dead. :

Capt. Streeter looked on calmly. As he
was being carried away his “braves”
stood sadly -by and when he called a
“good-bye”’ they responded in a- sorrow-
ful voice. 5

First the two vehicles containing the
portable ‘‘court house” which was
brought there Thursday = night were
carried away, then followed the van con-
taining Capt. Streeter and last the cov-
ered home of ‘Billie” McManners' and
his family. The procession.proceeding
west in Superior street was followed by -
a hooting crowd of men and children.

MORE TROUBLE IS PROMISED.

In the evening Capt. Streeter said:

“I will be back here in a day or two
and will continue this for ten years ‘f
necessary. 1 will have my rights. They
have tlHe upper hand on account of force
of numbers, but my day will come. I
don't want to get into dimculties with
the city officlals now. T will bide my
time and get there when my turn comes.”

“You said you coulu not be ejected
from the district, did you not?’ was
asked the captain when seen yesterday
afternoon.

“I don't care to speak on that subject,
I have said all I want and that's all.”

‘With this the captaln walked away.

CORBETT WASTES HIS MONEY.

Says He Lives a “Fast Clip”’ and Has
Nothing Left. :

NEW YORK, Sept. 22.—Proceedings

subsequent to the filing of a judgment

for $588 against him brought Pugilist Jim
Corbett before Judge Truax today in
special term of the supreme court.

The-judgment is for costs in connection
with proceedings instituted by the presi-
dent ‘of the anti-saloon league, in which
the league succeeded in revoking Cor-
bett's license.

‘‘Afn’t this tough,” said Corbett. *They
80 to work to break my license and now
want me to pay nearly $600 costs of the
proceedings. That is rubbing 1t in a
little.”

The attorneys put Corbett through a
‘“‘course of sprouts,”’ asking questions as
to the pugilist’s financial condition that
brought out most evasive and surprising
answers. The upshot of it was that he
has no business or property, although his
name is up on a saloon on Thirty-fourth
street and the place is, as Corbett ex-
plained it, run by a good friend of his.
Neither had Corbett a wateh or dia-
monds. The question as to his possessing
diamonds brought out the prize fight-
er's most abhorrent denials. He had
never owned any, never wore dilamonds,
andeconsidered them vulgar beyond ex-
pression. True, he may have been pre-
sented with some, but he always turned
them over to his wife. The lawyers tried
to get trace of $24,000 which Corbett had
a couple of years ago, the proceeds of
the sale of a piece of property, but the
witness laughed when asked if he had
invested it or had any of it left.

“I live a very fast clip,” said he, “and
it takes only a short time for it to go
from my ..ands. I gamble a little, play
a little and live like a Kking. It does
not take long to go through a bunch
of §24,000. I have gone through four
times that in a year. Why, the sum is
so small I don’'t remember anything
about it. It is a mere bagatelle.”

“‘Does anybody owe vou money?’”’ was
asked.

“What? T should say so. Just put that
down there.”

‘When asked who the persons were Cor-
bett could remember but one, John Boyle,
of California, who owed him $3,000 bor-
rowed money, he said. “I got about a
thousand ‘bum’ checks while I was in
business. Why, I saw a well known law-
yer in this building this morning who
gave. me a bad check for $25. Why don't
I try to collect them? What's the use?
A man who will give you a ‘phony’ check
will never make good. If this law and
order society would try to colleet them
instead of trying to break up my busli-
ness they would be doing some good.
This is -.e nerviést thing I ever heard
of. Here these people put me out of
business and now they want me to pay
the costs of the proceedings. Why, and
this i$ no lie, I was held up for $100 by
an agent of one of these socicties just
before these proceedings.”
