iLawyer for Defense Contends Tbat

"George B. Whitehorne will be back
here one of these days to answer these
charges in person, and he'll answer them
in a manner not to be ; mistaken,*' de-
clared Attorney Walsh in dramatic fash-
ion yesterday morning when the - hear-
ing before the governor was under way.

The governor and Attorney General
Douglas sat together in the case, while
County Attorney Kane and County Au-
ditor ' Johnson represented the county,
and George Walsh the defense. Attorney
Walsh made a vigorous fight against
Whitehorne's removal from the board of
county commissioners, but adduced noth-
ing new or startling to sustain his con-
tention, fe ~, ?

Mr. Walsh first moved to set aside the
report of the governor's special commis-
sion on the ground that it had not taken
the testimony itself, but had delegated
the work to Robert G. Taylor, the stenog-
rapher. He contended that in doing this
the commission exceeded its authority.
Evidently this point did not make much
of an impression. " ' _..,.; .

He also wanted stricken from the re-
port all references to the mutilated rec-
ords in the office of the county auditor,
because the commissioners had not seen
these mutilations themselves, " further
he declared that "nowhere in their re-
port have they been able to show that
any of the acts charged were performed
by Whitehorne as county commissioner."
He declared that Auditor Johnson's tes-
timony as to how the records *were
changed was mere theory and should
not be considered. He also declared that
nothing had been offered to. prove a con-
fession on Whitehorne's part to having
mutilated county records. His interview
with Mr. Johnson might have referred
to taxes which he was owing and would
pay. "If you'll show me a sin-gle line that says Whitehorne ever
touched a book I'll throw up the case,"
said Mr. Walsh.

WAS TAKING A REST.
He intimated that Whitehorne was tak-

ing a much needed rest and would soon
return to square up all accounts and -de-
fend himself against the charges made.

County Attorney Kane spoke very
briefly, arguing that the testimony in the
case was conclusive; that Whitehorne had
himself confessed his wrongdoing and
his willingness to make good to thecounty the amounts due. He thought the
facts were sufficiently clear to need no
elucidation.

The governor took the. case under ad-
visement, and will render his decision as
soon as he can look up the law govern-
ing his right to remove Whltehorne.

There was quite a stir at the capitol
yesterday morning when an inoffensive-
looking old German walked ln and askedMessenger Douglas for the governor. He
manifested^ the greatest anxiety Tor an
immediate conference with -his ; excel-lency and would brook no delay, but
Custodian Trowbridge kept him discussing
the question until the police arrived and
waltzed him off -to the station. His
name is Frederick W. Hoyer, and his
home is in Henderson, and remarks he
had dropped casually afbout town indi-
cated that he entertained murderous de-
sires toward Gov. Van Sant. George _>.
Phillips, a restaurant keeper, sent an
advance warning to the capital. It seems
that Hoyer, while In his restaurant, had
talked in a rambling manner about want-
ing the governor's help in some matter,
and that if he didn't get It "something
might go wrong."
It developed that Hoyer's wue is in

the St. Peter asylum and the old nun
thinks that she is unlawfully detained
there. Some weeks ago he wrote a let-
ter to the governor asking his assistance
in securing his wife's release from the
asylum.

The letter was written in German, and
was very well written, and contained no
threatening language. Hoyer has been
around the capitol several times on his
errand. , For several nights he has slept
at the police station. He is apparently
demented, but seems harmless. He talk-
ed in a rambling, incoherent manner, and
probably had no Intention of attempting
bodily harm upon the executive. But
it was deemed best to be on \ the safe
side, and he was arrested upon his ap-
pearance at the state house. Nothing
was found on him but a dull pocket knife.
He was arraigned in the municipal court
yesterday afternoon.' He began to har-
angue the court in an unintelligible man-
ner, and Judge Orr continued the case
until the 26th Inst., In order that it may
be investigated properly. In all proba-
bility the old man will be sent to join
his wife at the asylum.

IN HISTORIC MASSACRE
ABBIE GARDNER SHARP,CAPTURED

BY INDIANS IN 1857, IN ST. PAUL. :

Rescued From Redskins by Judge
Flandrau's Strategy—Lives in

House From Which She
.Was Taken.

Mrs. Abbia Gardner Sharp, who wasone of the four women, captured by the
Indians at the historical massacre at
Spirit Lake in 1857. was in the city yes-
terday as the guest of Judge Flandrau,
'by whose strategy she was rescued from
the redskins after spending four months
in captivity. ?

Immediately after the terrible scenes
of the wholesale slaughter Miss Abbie. Gardner, as she ; was then, was carried
away . with four other girls, none of
them being over fourteen . years of age.-
News of the capture was brought -;;to
Judge Flandrau, who at the time was
United States government agent for the
Sioux. He at once conceived the plan
for their rescue, which was entrusted to
two friendly Sioux for execution. They
spent several months with the Indians,
who had the girls, and finally returned
with two of them, one of ' them, Mrs.
Sharp, and the other a Mrs. Marble.

A curious feature in connection with
the rescue was that the Indians who re-
covered the girls had been promised $500
each, and when they returned Judge
Flandrau was unable to give them more
than half that amount in cash. How-
ever, he gave them a territorial bond,
which was also signed by Rev. Mr.
Riggs. This bond was for three months,
and was paid by the territory at ma-
turity. It was the. first" bond of the
kind ever issued in the West. . : . «\u25a0"_ Mrs.. Sharp now lives at Lake Okojl, in
the very house from which site was ab-
ducted in 1557. She was taken to the
Historical society rooms and other points
of Interest by her host yesterday and re-
turned home in the evening.

SAYS BOERS WILL WIN
COMMANDANT JAN KRIGE LEC-

TURES ON SOUTH AFRICAN WAR. |

Describes?; Present Situation, and
/Maintains That the Transvaal

Cause Is Gaining Ground
Everywhere.

Mozart hall was filled'last evening withan audience apparently in hearty sym-
pathy with all Jan Krige, commandant \u25a0

in the Boer army, had to say in favor
of the Boer side of the South Africanwar. C. D. O'Brien was chairman of
the meeting and introduced the speaker.
Others on the platform were Thomas R.
Kane, Judge J. W. Willis^ T. F. Koch
and W. F. - Bergmeier, of the -Voiks-
zeitung. Mr.: Krige is a soldierly look- -ing man. He speaks very -good English,
although with a strong German accent,
and for the most part he gave an unim-passioned account of the war and its
causes from the Boer standpoint. Heprefaced his lecture with a short history
of the troubles that led up to the war,; giving as the chief cause, the rapacity of
the English. As an instance of this Mr.
Krige stated jgjthat in 1867 \ the English
stole | the diamond mines of ' the Free.'
State; giving in compensation - £90,000
which was not equal.to a week's out-
put of the mines. He gave an account of
the war of 1880 and of the defeat of theEnglish on Majuba hill. This contest, he
said, .opened^ the eyes of the Boers to
England's intentions. §As an instance of
the Boers' lack of prejudice he stated i
that some of the powder which they
purchased to carry on the war was pur-
chased from Joe Chamberlain. Later thesending of Sir Alfred Milner as high
commissioner lof the Boers , was lookedupon by them as almost a declaration ofwar, for Milner was notoriously out .of
sympathy with the people of the Trans-
vaal. In his account of the war the '
speaker ridiculed the so-called masterly
retreat of the British from Dundee. He
said that so close were the ? Boers -at;
their heels that the . British officers left
all their belongings bemnd them. An ex-
ceedingly vivid account was given of the
death of Waunchope, commander of the
Black Watch, a crack Highland regi-
ment, which' was almost annihilated by
the Boers. -;<*Commandant Krige vigorously denied
that the Boer war was near its termina-
tion. The war, he said, was the cause
of Queen Victoria's Ideath and it would
not be over ? until it]had caused the dis-
solution also of the . British, empire. Q
England was finding it difficult work to
keep her soldiers supplied with -ammu-
nition. She was carrying on the war ata frightful cost. Her , victories had been
dear ones. Her policy of concentrating
Boer women and . children 7 in-. certain j
places, her : indifference .to - their welfare
was losing her the few sympathisers she
had. Yet Commandant ?Krige admitted
that she would not give up easily. .For
she knew that v once the Boers . were free
she could .riot expect to hold" Australia
or even India. And in a general freeing
of the colonies from the mother country
was there not hope, said the *speaker, for
even the little Emerald Isle? The sug-
gestion was applauded.
•--In.. conclusion ; Commandant Krige de-
clared that the Boers were fighting for
their independence, just las the American
colonies fought for theirs, and were en-

; titled to sympathy and aid from allIfree-
