found In the back of that organ. They
could not follow the further course of the
bullet, and as the president’s temperature
was. rising it was agreed by the phy-
sicians present that no further search
for it was advisable at that time. The
stomach was replaced and the opening
closed with sutures. On the advice of
the physicians the president was removed
to Mr. Milburn’s house,

Dr. Mynter then described the period
of favorable symptoms shown by the
patient, his relapse and death.

THE AUTOPSY.

Dr. Mynter gave the names of all the
doctors who were assvclated with him
in the case and described the result of
the autopsy, saying that it proved, first,
that there was no inflammation from the
bowels; second, that there was no injury
to the heart; third, that there was a gun-
shot: wound in the stomach, and that
there was a gangrenous spot back of the
stomach as large as a silver douar.

“What was the cause of death?” asked
Mr. Penney.

“The cause was blood poisoning from
the absorption of poisonous matter

caused by the gangrene. Primarily, it |

was the gunshot wound.”

Cross-examination by Mr. Titus was
directed to the possible presence of mi-
crobes in the intestines.

“Have you any idea that there may
have been microbes in the intestines «f
the president?”

““Oh, yes,” was the reply, “you have
them and se have I.”

“Was the pancreas
Judge Titus. .

“No.”

“How could the fluid escape from the
organ if it was not punctured?”

“By deterioration of the tlssues sur-
rounding it.””

“What caused the infection of
wound ?"”

“I wish you could tell me,” replied the
doctor.

Mr. Titus explained that he was not
eriticising the witness, but was question-
ing him as an expert. Dr. Mynter ex-
plathed that this was a question that
could not be determined until the results
of the bacterlological examination now
in progress weére made known.

‘“How far, as you traced the line of
this bullet, .did this gangrenous sub-
stance exist?” was asked by Mr. Titus.

“It existed along the whole track, as
well as I could find out.”

“Why dld you not continue and locate
the bullet when you made the autopsy?”

“I did not make the autopsy.”

‘“You were present and were consult-
ed."”

“Yes, Dr. Gaylord performed it. They

to locate the bullet.”

‘“Why did they stop then?”

‘“The family of the president would not
allow them to continue any longer or
to Injure the corpse any more. They
would not permit anything to be re-
moved from the body for bacteriological
examination."”

“Would the X-ray have shown you the
injuries in the path of the wound.

“Not at all. It would simply have
shown where the bullet was. It would
not have shown the position of the in-
jured tissues in the slightest.”

“What was the cause of death?”

“Dhe bullet wound that passed through
both walls of the stomach and lodged
in the muscles of the back.”

District Attorney Penney asked in re-
direct examination:

‘“The X-ray would have disclosed the
location of the bullet if it had been near
the surface?”

“Yes, or deeper, for that matter,” the
witness replied,

DR. MANN TESTIFIES,

Dr. Matthew D. Mann, another of the
physicians who attended President Mc-
Kinley, was the next witness. He went
over the ground covered by Dr. Mynter
and described the operation performed at
the exposition hospital,

“To find the track of the bullet, back
of the stomach,” Dr. Mann explained, “it
would have been necessary to remove
the bowels from the abdominal cavity.
The performance of that operation prob-
ably would have resulted fatally, as the
president already had grown very weak

‘““Were you present at the autopsy?”
asked District Attorney Penney.

Tin Plate Workers Practieally the
Only Men Now Out.

PITTSBURG, Sept. 23.—There was a
general resumption at all the mills hera
and at McKeesport tod:y, except the tin
plate mills, which were working with the
same force as last week. Tha strikers
had pickets on again at the Star and
Monongahela tin plate plants in this
city, and a strong force of police was
also on hand to prevent rioting.

The Dewees Wood plant of the Ameri-
can Sheet Steel company, at Mcisees-
port, which was to be dismantled, partly
resumed operations this morning after
three months’ idleness. Few old em-
ployes were turned away when they ap-
plied for work.

The National Tube company issued in-
structions to its sdles agents today to
accept all business current before the
strike. The company also annouiced
that all of its mills are now in full oper-
ation.

The tin workers tonight decided to post-
pone action on their pian to secede trom
the Amalgamated association until the
settlement of the strike is better under-
stood. As long as they retain their char-
ters, they are strikers and entitled to
strike benefits. This fact led them to call
off for the present their proposed confer-
ence with District Manager Phillips, and
until something further develops they
will continue as Amalgamated associa-
tion strikers.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Sept. 23.—At a
meeting today of the seventy-five or one
hundred Amalgamated association men
who are still out on strike at Bay View
ia was decided by a unanimous vote to
return to work. This action of the rad-
ical element ends the strike in this city
completely. National Organizer John
Pierce and Vice President U, C. Davis
advised the men that they could return
to work as individuals. The men had
been holding out Roping that they would
be taken back in a body. This the Illi-
nois Steel company refused to do. It is
said that every department at the Bay
View plant will now be run full blast,
and, with few exceptions, all the strikers
will be given employment.

LISBON, Ohio, Sept. 23. — The local
plant of the American Tin Plate com-
pany started up in all its milling depart-
ments today and the tin house men will
g0 in as soon as black plate is prepared
for them. All the old employes, except
three who assaulted the manager, wers
put back to work.

WHEELING, W. Va., Sept. 23.—The
Riverside plant of the National Tubs
company resumed today, non-unfon, but
with the old employes who were organ-
ized after the strike began.

At Bellaira the National Steel company
resumed in part, but many of the em-
ployes are sticking to the union and will
refuse to work unless it is recognized.
