MCONNELL IS BUSY

DEPARTMENT IS HUNTING DOWN
THOSE WHO ADULTERATE
DAIRY PRODUCTS

SEVERAL CONVICTIONS MADE

Eternal Vigilance Necessitated to
Keep Up Minnesota’'s Record as
Premier ‘“Bread and But-
ter State.”

Minnesota’s high standing as the pre-
mier ‘‘Bread and Butter State” is con-
stantly endangered by the operations of
unscrupulous persons who care more for
quick money than for high quality of
dairy products. The state dairy and food
department is kept busy following the va-
rious cases of adulteration, unsanitary
creamery methods, and criminal negli-
gence which are always a menace to the
best dairy interests of the state. Com-
missioner McConnell is making a record
in ferreting out these cases and bringing
ghe guilty persons to justice. The work
is of the utmost importance, and its
successful prosecution necessitates not
only eternal vigllance but incessant hust-
ling. Last week several cases out of
“the ordinary were reported to the depart-
ment by the inspectors. In Henderson
a buttermaker was arrested for keeping
milk and butter in filthy places and dirty
cans in his creamery. He was found
guilty and fined $25. At Arlington a
woman patron of one of the creameries
was arrested charged with bringing her
milk to the creamery in unclean vessels
which rendered the cream and the but-
ter impure and unfit for human food.
She was also convicted and fined $25.
In Rochester two butchers were fined for
using boracic acid in” pork sausage, as a
preservative,

These particular cases are somewhat
out of the ordinary, but give an idea
of how watchful the department is, and
of the wide scope and importance of its
work. If the public was informed of
half the cases that the department han.
dles it would be dumfounded. Adul-
teratlon is more common than generally
known, and there are so many branches
of industry in which it is practiced that
the department is kept busy protecting
the people who purchase.

But theglarge number of cases of all
kinds prosecuted by the department every
week is encouraging, as proving that
those who violate the law seldom elude
the penalty. Minnesota's reputation as
a pure food state is being zealously pro-
tected by the state dairy and food de-
partment within the limitations of lIts
power. The department really needs a
larger force for the proper execution of
this important work, and no doubt the
legislature will enlarge it.

NATIONAL LAW MAKERS

CONGRESSIONAL DELEGATION WILL
VISIT MINNESOTA NEXT WEEK.

The congressional delegation which Mr,
Tawney invited to take a junket through
Northern Minnesota sometime ago, but
which was postponed because of the pres-
ident’'s death, will visit the state next
week, Next Saturday night the mem-
bers of the Minnesota delegation will
g0 to Chicago to meet the Eastern party
at that city. They will reach the Twin
Cities on Monday morning, and spend
the day here, leaving for the North the
same evening. The party will include
Congressmen Cannon, of Illinois; Van
Voorhees, of Ohio; Sherman, of New

An entire week will be put in looking
over the proposed site of the Minnesota,
national park, after which the party will
g0 to Sault Ste. Marie to inspect the
canal there.

LIKE A MAGIC WAND

WONDERFUL FABRICS THAT ARE

WOVEN FROM WILD PRAIRIE
GRASS

AT THE GRASS TWINE FACTORY

Intricate and Massive Machinery
Whirls Incessantly—Coarse Grass
Transformed Into Tasteful,
Durable Matting.

If modern machinery is the fairy's
wand that transforms the fabled pump-
kin into all sorts of necessary and or-
namental things for the modern Cinder-
ella, it is the modern man—the man of
pluck and inventiveness—that is the fairy
godmother who wields this magic wand.
Such a wand is being waved daily In St.
Paul by a group of men who represent

the. resourceful ingenuity and the pro-'

gressiveness of the great Northwest.
Only it is not over the golden pumpkin
that the wand is waved, but over bales
of prosaic grass. So many motions of
the great mass of machinery and presto,
change! The bales of grass become beau-
tiful matting, handsome rugs of all
shapes and sizes, bottle covers and,
strange to relate, even plump mattresses.

If the curious would witness this mod-
ern witchery he has only to step on a
Como car, which will take him almost
to the door of the American Grass Twine
company's factory at the corner of Mac-
kubin and Front streets. Not at all a
fairy-like building is this plant of the
company. Substantial bulldings of brick,
the roar of machinery, the panting of en-
gines and the whirl of wheels—for a
railroad track leads directly up to the
building and unloads the bales of grass
right in the factory’s back yard—tell of
busy life.

But before one enters one of those im-
posing buildings perhaps it would be as
well for him to learn something about
this latest result of man’'s inventiveness,
something about the home of those pro-
salc bales of grass and of the grass it-
self. In the bogs and marshes of Min-
nesota and other states there has been
growing for years a coarse, wiry grass
that was useless for grazing or feeding
purposes and was therefore apparently
one of nature's few waste products. This
wire grass, or carex stricta, as the botan-
ist would say, differs from true grasses in
having a solid stem without joints, with
no lateral leaves, the round blades grow-
ing up straight from the roots to a
height of three or four feet, forming one
continuous fiber. One day it occurred
to a man to see what could be done with
binder twine made from wire grass. He
interested other men and several crude
attempts were made, but it was not until
1897 that these attempts amounted .to
anything. That year George A. Lowry
invented and patented a machine for
spinning the grass twine, and after that
the new industry made gigantic strides.
Other inventions followed, machines for
reaping and harvesting the grass and
for converting it to different uses. The
first plant was built at Oshkosh, Wis,
another at West Superior, Wis., and one
at St. Paul, and here are located also
the mammoth harvester works that turn
out the newly invented machinery.

HOW THE PROCESS STARTS.

After one has passed beyond the busl-
ness office—and here he notices that the
rugs on the floor and the waste paper
basket is of the nude grass twine—he is
taken first into a wide and a very long
building. Here sliding machinery car-
ries the bales of grass, which the train
has brought in, down narrow aisles past
boys who pick up handfuls of it and comb
it, separating the long fibers from the
short and tielng the former in bundles
of ten pounds each. The short fibers are
not wasted, but are reserved for the pur-
pose of making basket. covers. Convey-
ors carry the long-fibered bundles from
the combing room to the spinning room.
One man looks after three spindles, and
there are a large number of them in the
building. These spinning machines are
of such a character that by them the
grass flber is automatically drawn out
and laid end to end in ‘“broken joints”
or one continuous sliver. By the action
of the drawing mechanism this silver is
drawn through a twister, and in so doing
is given the proper twist to make a sub-
stantial cord or twine. The twine is
then wrapped with a small thread of cot-
ton which makes the finished twine. 8o
far the work has been done almost entire-
ly by boys and men. A few girls work
in the combing department, but the man-
agement has found that the boys do the
work better, for they are stronger. But
the remainder of the work is done almost
entirely by girls under the supervision
of foremen. The next step is the wind-
ing of the twine upon spools. Before
each machine sits a girl, who slips in the
fresh spool and watches it until it Is
full, and then it slips down and another
spool is put in its place. When the
spool is full it makes a package about
sixteen inches in uwameter and twenty
inches long, weighing about fifty pounds.
This bundle of twine is then tied at four
points through the center and removed
from the spool.

IN WEAVING PLANT.

The weaving department is the most in-
teresting department in the plant. The
green of the twine and the bright colors
of the cotton that form the warp, fly In
and out of the big machines until the
woven mat is complete. The looms used
in this department are especially de-
signed and perfected for this work and
are different in some respects from any
other loom. Besides these looms, which
are tended by girls, there is another de-
partment in the plant where the bright
colored cottons are wound on spools.
The matting is woven off the looms into
cuts about fifty yards in length and after
being marked with the date, number of
the loom, number of employe and pat-
tern of goods, they are taken to the in-
specting department, where each piece
of goods is unrolled upon a long table
and both sides carefully inspected and all
broken warps and other imperfections
corrected. If, after this inspection, the
goods are not perfect they are rejected
for use as matting and are used instead
for such purposes as the quality will
permit. But even those pronounced pers
fect are by no means ready for ship-
ment. In the same room in which they
are inspected they are passed through a
heavy calendar which smooths the
fabric, makes it compact and firm, and
leaves it in such condition that it is
ready for the shearing processs. This
shearing is accomplished by passsing the
goods through a napping machine. The
machine contains several sets of steel
brushes which, being revolved very
rapidly and pressed lightly against the
surface of the goods, have a tendency to
loosen the stubs and fibers on the
surface of the fabric and cause them to
project in such manner that as the fabric
passes beneath the  revolving Kknives
these roughnesses are clipped off. This
leaves the surface of the goods smooth
and clean from projecting stems of grass
and very materially improves the ap-
pearance and quality of the goods. After
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cities selling direct from factory to wearer
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passing twice through this machine so
that both sides receive the same treat-
ment the goods are formed into compact
rolls about twenty inches in dlameter
and weighing 120 pounds. - Vot

READY FOR SHIPMENT.

After being properly marked with pat-
tern, number, date of making, and still
retaining the tag originally attached to
them when' removed from -the looms the
rolls are taken to the warehouses or
placed in cars for shipment. If the mat-
ter, however, is to be used.far rugs, it
is transferred to the trimming depart-
ment for further eperations. Here it is
passed into a double sewing machine
which "sews and trims both margins.
From there it passes into amother ma-
chine which binds both edges at the
same time. This bound matting:is then
cut into proper lengths for the various
sizes of rugs by means of a special ma-
chine which sews both ends and cuts
them at the same time. The mats are
then fringed and pronounced complete.

The small percentage of short material
which is combed out of the grass is
taken to' the bottle cover department.
There it is fed into a machine which
spreads the grass out into a flat layer
and sews two seams. through the same,
clips the ends to-the proper width for
wrapping a bottle and attaches a cord
for wrapping around the cover when it
is put about the bottle to secure it in
place. These completed bottle covers are
dropped automatically from the machine,
gathered up and packed into bales, each
containing about 500. The short fibers
that are not used for bottle covers fill
mattress covers. This mattress industry
is the newest in the plant, but the com-
pany predicts that it% mattresses will
prove not only cheap but durable.

Once more the engine and its train of
cars pants up to the factory, this time
to take back not bales of grass, but
mats and rugs of various designs and
patterns, the result of the waving of the
fairy wand. If the curious had no ob-
jection to a long trip he might follow a
load of this twine to a large factory in
Brooklyn, N. Y., where there is turned
out every day, not mats and mattings,
but chairs of graceful patferns, com-
fortable looking: divans, artistic tabour-
ets, baby carriages .and cots for' here
there is a deeper wave of the wand ‘and

.Cinderella has not only matting for her

dainty feet, but mamy pieces of hand-
some furniture for her home as well.

PERMIT FOR'WAREHOUSE

LIME AND CEMENT COMPANY 1S
WILLING TO 'I‘AKP RISKS.

Despite the fact that Assistant Cor-
poration Attorney Griggs held that' it
had no legal right to do so, the assembly
committee on streets yesterday gave fa-
vorable consideration to the application
of the St. Paul Lime and Cement com-
pany to be permitted to erect a ware-
house on the levee, between Robert and
Sibley street. .

‘“T'he ordinance,”” sald Mr. Griggs, ‘is
plainly illegal; it is in conflict with the
charter, and would be ~practically void
even in the event of its passage. The city
engineer would be subject to prosecution
if he issued a permit for the construction
of the building, while the police would
be acting within their jurisdiction and
duty if they attempted to arrest anyone
commencing work on the structure.”

The representatives of the company,
hcwever, were willing to accept the ordi-
nance even in its faulty condition, and
on their representations that they were
willing to take the risk, favorable con-
sideration was given, Assemblymen Nel-
son and Craig alone voting no.

FIGHT FOR M'NICHOLS

ATTORNEYS STILL DESPERATELY
FIGHTING HIS EXTRADITION.

If Edward McNichols is taken back to
Chicago it will not be without a fight, for
his attorneys are doing eevrything in
tbeir power to keep him out of the
clutches of the Cook county officials who
are after him.

One of his attorneys, Frank Arnold,
stated yesterday that there was an
animus behind the whole matter. He
cculd not see why the Cook county of-
ficials should take so much trouble to
get a man in a case where a co-de-
fendant -only received a two month’s
sentence in jail. He further stated that
the case would be run through the full
course of the courts of the county.

The writ of habeas corpus that was se-
cured from Judge Bunn late Saturday
afternoon was made returnable to Judge
Brill, Wednesday at 10 o’clock a. m.

The detectives who are here from Chi-
cago awaiting the action of the courts
in the matter are enjoying themselves
hunting and fishing. The case was
thrown out of the municipal court yes-
terday, the court having no further
jurisdiction in the case.

MUST HAVE LICENSES,
Grocers Cannot Sell Poultry With-
out Securing Permits.

Judge Orr decided yesterday afternoon
that grocers hereafter will have to take
out a license to sell poultry and game.
The case in question was against J. G.
Schoch Jr., of the firm of Schoch &
Birmingham, and was simply a test, and
while Mr. Schoch was found guilty, up-
holding the ordinance, the complaint was
dismissed. Attorney Zollman appeared
for the grocery house and John W. Fine-
hout for the city.

Judge Orr upheld the latter’'s conten-
tion that poultry and game came under
the head of ‘“animals,” as the word was
used in the ordinance and that game and
poultry must therefore be sold only
under a butcher's license. The decision
will affect all the leading grocers of ‘the
city and will result in considerable rev-
enue to the city, as the license costs $50.

WILL NOT RELEASE FUNDS.

Court Denies Motion in Regard to
Bank Deposits Levied On.
Judge Otis entered an order yesterday
afternoon in which hesdenied the motion
to release certain funds due Wing &
Jamseon, of Red Wing, in posssesssion
of the St. Paul National bank, that were
levied upon by the sheriff on the ac-
count of the Dwyer Heating and Plumb-

ing company of this city.

The defendants attorney agked that the
funds be released from the levy, but
Judge Otis refused to grant the releases.

HURT ON STREET CAR.

Mrs. Fritz Asks $2,500 From Street
Railway Company.

Peter Fritz has brought suit dgainst
the city rallway cowpany to recover
$2,600 damages for alleged injuries to
his wife. It is claimed that as the
woman was alighting from a Selby car
at Selby and Western avenues the car
was suddenly started, throwing her to
the ground, and inflicting serious in-
juries.

It is further claimed that the conductor
of the car used insulting language to the
woman.
