
BONDS ARE NO GOOD
DECISION IN FEDERAL COURT

AGAINST HOLDERS OF WEST
SUPERIOR PAPER 7* -

COVERS MATTER OF $700,000

Stated Thai the City Will Not, How.
. ever, Repudiate the Issue Be-

cause of the Tech-
nical Flaw.

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis., Sept. 25.—
(Special.)—By a decision of Judge Bunn
in the United States court at La Cross©
today $700,000 worth of Superior bonds are
declared void, thus leaving the city in a
position whereby it can either refuse to
make any settlement with the bondhold-
ers or can dictate the terms of settle-
ment. There is no Intention or dispo-
sition at repudiation, but the decision
places tho city in a position
where it will be able to dictate
such terms as will allow it to get its In-
debtedness In shape so it may be taken
care of. -,'7 : '7

The suit in which the decision was ren-
dered was brought by Samuel J. 'King,
of New York. He holds some of the city,
bonds and the decision in his case af-
fects all of the bonds as to their valid-
ity. The bonds in question were Issued
in 1891, 1.92 and thereabouts for special
street improvement work, and became
known as special bonds. In a test case
before the supreme court the bonds were
declared general bonds against the city
and have since then been supposed to
be such. They were for the greater part
In IS9S and 1899 refunded or extended as
general bonds and the new bonds were
accepted by the bondholders. This de-
cision leaves the bondholders In posses-
sion of a general bond given for a, spe-
cial bond. Their general bond ls no
good, and this leaves them nothing to
show for their money. However, it Is
not expected that there will be any at-
tempt at repudiation.

ONE MAKES A CONFESSION

NEW ULM, Minn., Sept. 25—(Special.)

Later
Jahnke turned state evidence and ad-
mitted that they are the parties who at-
tempted to wreck the train. -

MINING UN BLACK HILLS.

No Let Up in Development of Min-
eral Properties.

HOT SPRINGS, S. D., Sept. 25.—(Spe-
cial.)— mill at Friday Gulch, under
the management of Webb & Chambers,
will start up in a few days, the boiler
being now ready for business. Friday
Gulch has developed some very rich
placer mining.

The Golden Slipper mine, a free mill-
ing property, which is owned and oper-
ated by J. B. Stafford, is giving promise
of becoming one of the best mines In
the southern hills. Specimen rock Is be-
ing taken out at the 280-foot level and the
vein has kept up an average of *>20 per
ton. The vein is three feet wide and
shows no bare spots. _.-

The electro-cyanide mill at Mystic,. S.
D., has a daily capacity of 100 tons of
ore. This method of mining has proved
so successful that, although the mill Is
shut down at present, when it starts up
again it will continue on the product of
the Black Hills. Placer mining has
been very extensive up and down Castle
and Rapid creeks this season and fine
cleanups have been made on the bars
from Silver City to. Lookout.

The Wabash Mining company at Cus-
ter has installed an 80-horse power boiler
at its shaft and a hoist has been put in
readiness to lift the rock. The ore at
this mine is to be followed for 600 fe?t
in depth to start with. Custer county
properties have reaped better results
since the companies decided to reach
great depths.

One of the strong factors of the future
in developing the resources of this coun-
try will be the Mining Men's association,
which was Incorporated during the past
summer at Deadwood. This association
takes in the mining men of the Black
Hills, and has a strong membership to
start with. The board of directors Is
made up of S. >v. Russell, Harris Frank-
lin, W. S. Elder, of Deadwood; ' Robert
Driscoll, of Lead; George Niv, J. l>.
Hardin, of Two Bit; J. E. Pilcher, Cus-

ROUNDING UP RUSTLERS.

Sheriff Moses and Party on Trail of

Horse Thieves.
SIOUX PALLS, S. D., Sept. 25.—(Spe-

cial.)—Sheriff Moses and a posse of citi-
zens from Butte county, in- the extreme
western part of the state, have just been
engaged in an exciting chase after Otto
Chenoworth and his famous band of
horse thieves. The outlaws were trailed
to the mountains of Eastern Wyoming,
where all trace of them was lost. It is
believed the "rustlers" are hiding in some
obscure nook in the mountains. A close
watch will be kept, and when they come
out for provisions they will be arrested.
The gang stole a bunch of horses In this
state recently and were chased Into
Montana, where a battle ensued between
them and their pursuers, the rustlers
succeeding in making their escape. All
the stolen horses were recovered. After
escaping from the officers ln Montana
the gang resumed their horse stealing
operations in that state and went south
into Wyoming, where the South Dakota
officers struck their trail and followed it
to the mountains, where the thieves'" are
now in hiding. Heavy rewards have
been offered for the arrest of the out-
laws.

PLAIN CHALLENGE IS HADE

Proposed That a Committee of La-
bor Leader* Investigate Truth

or Falsity of Shaffer's
Charge-.

NEW YORK, Sept. 25.—1n an open let-
ter issued today at the Ashland house,
Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Fereratlon of Labor, and vice
president of - the Cigar-makers' Interna-
tional union, and John Mitchell, presi-
dent of the United • Mine Workers of
America, and second vice president at
the Federation of Labor, challenged

Theodore J. Shaffer, president of the
Amalgamated Association of Iron, Steel
and Tin Workers, to prove his state-
ments recently made against them. The
letter follows: '.-•" v.7777

"New York City, 'Sept. 15, ,1901.—
Theodore J. Shaffer, President of the
Amalgamated Association of Iron, Steel
and Tin Workers, Pittsburg, Pa.: Dear
Sir—There was sent out by the Asso-
ciated Press and published in the New
York papers, a statement purporting to
emanate from you in which grave
charges and Insinuations are made by
you against the undersigned. Inas-
much as the accounts published differ
in phraseology only, but In all essentials
agree, there is no doubt In our minds
that the matter contained in the publica-

tions emanates from you. For your in-
formation you will find herein enclosed
the clippings referred to from the New
York papers of Tuesday, Sept. 24.

"'We have already said that there Is
no doubt in our minds that the state-
ments referred to were made by you
and assuming this to be so, we believe
that you should be afforded the amplest
opportunity of demonstrating the truth
of your charges and insinuations so tnat
if they are founded on fact the world of
organized labor may know It. We be-
lieve you should be afforded the fullest
latitude in justifying your course, and
your charges, and at the same time
pillory us if we deserve it. On the
other hand, you will realize the impossi-
bilityof our allowing your charges and
insinuations to go broadcast and stand
unanswered and unchallenged.

"Having due regard for our duty
toward the labor movement and the in-
terests committed to our cares, we
have no desire to enter Into a contro-
versy through the newspapers, and
have therefore declined to say any-
thing about the matter to the represent-
atives of the press who have importuned
us to answer. But repeating that we
believe It to be necessary that your
charges and insinuations should be sub-
stantiated or refuted, to that end we
submit the following proposition to you:

"First—Thata committee of three shall
meet either in Pittsburg, Washington, D.
C, or the city of New York, for the
purpose of hearing and determining the
charges and insinuations you have made
IA**""-*iII_31 US.

"Second— if the committee finds
us guilty of your charges and insinua-
tions we will resign from the presidency
of the -American Federation of Labor
and the vice presidency of the Cigar-
makers' International union; from the
presidency of the United Mines Workers
of America, and from the second vice
presidency of the American Federation
of labor. ..."Third—That the committee shall con-
sist of three members of organized la-
bor, to be selected by you from lists

herein submitted: Martin Fox, presi-
dent; Joseph Valentine, vice president,
Iron Molders' Union of North America;
John Phillips, secretary Hatters' Union
of North America; Secretary Tilden, Or-
ganizer Spencer, United Association of
Plumbers, Gasfitters, Steamfitters and
Steamfitters' Helpers; James Lynch,
president, or James W. Bramwood, sec-

'\u25a0 retary, International Typographical
union; Martin O. Higgins, president In-
ternational Printing Pressmen's union;
M. Dolphin, president, or H. B. Perham,
secretary, Order of Railway Telegra-
phers; William H. Frazler, secretary In-
ternational Seamen's union; E. Lewis
Evans, secretary Tobacco Workers' In-
ternational union; Jere L. Sullivan, sec-
retary Hotel and Restaurant Employes-
International Alliance; M. Feeney, presi-
dent International Brotherhood of Book-
binders; William Huber, president Inter-

\u25a0national Brotherhood Carpenters and
Joiners of America; - Thomas : Atkinson,
secretary Amalgamated Society of Car-
penters and Joiners; James A. Cable, sec-
retary Coopers' International union; W.

"You will observe that we have care-
fullyomitted to submit the name of any
member of the executive council of the
American Federation of Labor, or of any
representative of any organization of

, which any member of the executive coun-
cil is a member. Of course we have not
submitted the names of all the men con-
spicuous for their ability and honesty
in the labor movement; that would be
impossible under the circumstances; but
the men whose names we have includedwe think you will readily agree, have
never had their ability, honesty or stead-
fastness of purpose, questioned or im-
pugned; that they are all men whose
verdict when rendered would carry con-
viction in the minds of the general pub-
lic, the workers, and particularly those
In whom we are all Interested—the mem-
bers of organized labor.
"If you prefer that the committee

should consist of men . active in labor
movements, whose organizations are un-
affiliated with the American Federation
of Labor, you may select the names ofeither of the following gentlemen to com-
pose the committee, in whole or in part:

"P. H. Morrissey, grand master Order
of Railway Trainmen of America; E. E.
Clark, grand conductor, Order of Railway
Conductors; Mr. Moftitt, president of
Bricklayers' and Masons' International
union.

"We should have submitted the names
of the officers of the Brotherhood of Lo-
comotive Firemen and the Brotherhoodof Locomotive Engineers, but inasmuchas Mr. Sargent, of the former, has been
associated with us in our efforts in thesteel strike, and because of Mr. Arthur's.policy of isolation toward the general la-
bor movement, we have omitted theirnames. •...-•

"We cannot imagine that . you would
make grave accusations against us with-
out premeditation as to their conse-quences; we therefore insist that in com-mon justice to us and with due regard
to the Interests which both you and werepresent, you will advise us at the head-quarters of the American Federation of
Labor, 423-25 C street northwest, Wash-ington, D. C, within three days of your
acceptance of our proposition.

Pres-
ident-Roosevelt met Mrs. Roosevelt and
the children at the portecochere of the
White house. Apartments in the
southwestern part of the building have
been specially fitted up for the new

President- Roosevelt entertained a party
jof gentlemen at dinner tonight before
Mrs. Roosevelt arrived.

Mr. Raymer called attention to the
fact that there were some . material
changes in the dispatches as printed in
the official reports by the navy depart-
ment.

Admiral Schley's reply to these dis-
patches, dated May 29, in.which he said
he could not obey the orders of the de-
partment, was then read, and Mr. Ray-
ner pointed out various changes In 'the
language of the dispatch, as printed in
the official report.

Following is the text of the original
dispatch sent to the navy department:

SCHLEY'S RESPONSE.
"Received dispatch of May 26, by Har-

vard, off Santiago de Cuba. Merrimac's
engine is disabled and she is helpless;
am obliged to have her towed to Key
West. Have been absolutely unable to
coal the . Texas, Marblehead, Vixen and
Brooklyn from collier owing to very
rough seas and boisterous weather since
leaving Key West. Brooklyn Is the only
one in the squadron having more than
sufficient cool to reach Key West. Im-
possible to remain off Santiago in pres-
ent state of coal, account of the squad-
ron. Not possible to coal to leeward of
Cape Cruz in summer, owing to south-
west winds. Harvard just reports to
me she has only coal enough to reach
Jamaica, and she will proceed to PortRoyal; also reports only small vessels
could coal at Gonaives or Mole, Haiti.
Minneapolis has only coal enough to
reach Key West, and same of Yale,
which will tow Merrlmac. It is to be
regretted that the department's orders
cannot be jobeyed, earnestly as we have
all striven to that end. I am forced
to return to . Key West, via Yucatan
channel, for coal. Can ascertain noth-
ing concerning enemy. Was obliged to
send Eagle to Port Antonio, - Jamaica, .
yesterday, as she had only twenty-seven
tons of coal on board. " Will leave St.
Paul here. Will require 9,500 tons of
coal at Key West." .

He said that Admiral Schley had
spoken of the weather as "boisterous,"
and that that word had . been omitted
from the printed copy of the dispatch. .
He also stated that whereas the admiral
had said that 9,500 tons of coal would be
necessary, the printed copy made it
10,000 tons. 7lt was also stated in the
original that the Harvard was going to
Port Royal, whereas Kingston had been
inserted In the printed copy. There also
were other changes. -

Admiral Cotton then related a conver-
sation he had had with Admiral Schley
concerning a proposition of Lieut. Beall,
of the. Harvard, to" go ashore and put
himself in communication with the Cu-
ban ' insurgents. * He could ' not, he
said, recall the exact words of the con-
versation, but at all events-Mr. Beall
had not been ordered ashore.
.7 SCHLEY DID NOTHING.
Judge AUvocateSLemty 7 then .asked:

"After you had delivered and prior to
the dispatch he had delivered to you to
be sent to Kingston, what efforts did he
make to locate I Cervera's fleet to your
knowledge?"

"Did he with his squadron at that time
approach Santiago?" '",-\u25a0 :. . -

"He did not. I will qualify that to this
extent. " The vessels, of course, were not

; "Referring to, that 7phrase. in the dis-

patch, 'the \u25a0 department looks to you .to
ascertain the facts and, that the enemy,
i ftherein, does not leave without a de-
cisive action,' what ,within; your,, knowl-
edge did Commodore Schley do in obedi-
ence to these instructions?"

i "Nothing to my knowledge." . .'

Mr. .Rayner objected to the reading of
fids dispatch unless Admiral Sampson's
dispatch No. 7 to Admiral Schley should
also be read, as he said Admiral Schley's
orders were based on that.
At this point Capt. Parker remarked:

that this wspatcii could not be found.
To tins remark Capt. Lemly took excep-
tion saying that it was out of place for
counsel to , make such comment. Ad-
miral Dewey sustained the objection. £

The order of Admiral Sampson, which
is a letter known as the "Dear Sohley"
letter was then read.

On cross-examination Admiral Cotton
said that while he had delivered four or
five dispatches to Admiral Schley he had
the original only of the one dispatch
which he had given. They had all been.
translated by Lieut. Beall, and he had, not seen the originals of any but that
one. He had no record of any other
dispatches.

Mr. Rayner—l think may be Ican help
you if you will let me. I will see If I
cannot refresh your memory. Are you
not mistaken about dates, and is not the
date of the delivery of these dispatches
the 31st, instead of the 27th of lMay? You
did deliver the dispatches, there is no
doubt?

DELIVERED MAY277 -
"All the dispatches I received at St.

Nicholas Mole were delivered to - Com-
i modore Schley on the morning of May

27, 1898. There is no mistake about that.
The dispatches I received at Kingston
for Commodore Schley were delivered on
the morning of May 31. There is no
mistake about that." '.\u25a0•-.

"Then we will go ahead and see if you
can find any more. Iknow you delivered
them as fast as you got them."
"I desire to inform counsel that I have

a record of the dispatches that were re-
ceived by me or that came addressed to
the, Harvard or addressed to the senior
officer at St. Nicholas Mole or Kingston,
Jamaica. I• have not ajjrecord of the
dispatches that came and which weTe in-
tended for Commodore Schley "except
one." \u25a0 / ' '\u25a0:-.-'\u25a0 '7 .. Mr. Rayner—You spoke of four or five
dispatches." „ .'"" .
j "The dispatches to which I have refer-
ence are those that were received in the
Harvard by me."

j "Have you a record of those?"
"Ihave a record of the dispatches that

were intended for the Harvard and were
received by me as the commanding of-
ficer of the Harvard. I have not a clear
record of all dispatches that were ad-
dressed or or intended for Commodore
Schley or the senior officer off Santiago."

The witness identified one dispatch
printed in the appendix to the report of
the bureau of navigation May 27, 1898.
The court a>. this point adjourned for
luncheon.

Recurring to his conversation with Ad-
miral Schley concerning the coal supply
of the fleet on the 27th, Admiral Cotton
said that Admiral Schley had expressed
great anxiety on that point, such as any
commander would have felt, he" said,
under the circumstances. At this point
Mr. Rayner referred to the previous re-
marks^ concerning coaling in the open
sea on the 27th. He said:

"I understand you to have said that
after reading dispatches the commodore
made signals inquiring the amount of
coal. Did you see the answering signal?"
"I did not," responded the witness.
"You stated you < could have coaled

from the Merrlmac on that day. Why
didn't you do so?" -

"In the first place I had not authority
to coal. In the second place 1 was going
for coal, ''\u25a0 which I could receive within
twenty-four hours, and in' the third place
coal was more needed by the fleet than
by the Harvard." :,% .777:7

"Did you ask the commodore for per-
mission to coal?"" . ". v

"I did not." t- . :
Mr. Rayner attempted to have Admiral

Cotton say that his conversation with
Admiral Schley concerning Lieut. Beall's
proposition to go ashore and communi-
cate with the insurgents had occurred on
the 31st Instead of the 27th of May. '_he
witness said that this might possibly be
the case, but that to his best recollec-
tion the conversation:.. occurred on the
27th.7 Mr. Rayner explained that Ad-
miral Schley had on the 31st sent another
man ashore to communicate -with the in-
surgents, which would explain Admiral
Schley's declination of ' Lieut. Beall's
proposition. '-•••..:'\u25a0* 7-7"-.

The witness said that up. to May 24 he
did not know the presence of the
Spanish fleet within the harbor at Santi-
ago, nor did he know of any other officer
who had that information at that time.
On redirect examination Admiral Cotton
said he was satisfied that he had told
Admiral Schley of Lieut, j Beall's propo-
sition on the, 27th, because he would have
considered that he was remiss in his duty
if he had hot. given. the information at
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all other \u25a0 malarious, bilious -. and -:other
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the first opportunity. He had then had
before him the order of the department
to Commodore Schley to ascertain the
facts concerning the presence of the
Spanish fleet in the harbor.

ORDERS FROM SAMPSON. "

Mr. Hanna here introduced a copy of a
dispatch from Admiral Sampson which
had been received by the Harvard and
which had not been made public hereto-
fore. It was stated that this message
had been written on May 22. A notation
on it showed that it had been received
on May 25. The dispatch was in cipher
and was directed to the Harvard at Mole
St. Nicholas. Itwas translated by Lieut.
Beall and as presented read:

"The Spanish squadron at Santiago; if
previous to May 19, scout off Santiago.
Communicate with Schley if he (they)
moves west. Schley is expected May 24 at
Santiago from Cienfugos. Telegraph
me from Nicholas Mole to Key West If
he (they) move east, and leave letter
for Schley. Then go to Santiago to
meet him. I shall be at Cay Francis
with squadron.
"If two scouts are available, one

should keep track of the Spanish squad-
ron."

Admiral Cotton said that the copy
which he had read had been retained by
him. He added that if he had ever given
that dispatch to Admiral Schl _y it had
been on the 27th and not on the 31st of
May.

Mr. Rayner here raised the point that
the document read was a copy and not
the original. He also called attention to
the fact that the document had not been
printed in the official reports of the navy
department. An . animated controversy
followed in which Mr. Rayner comment-
ed upon the (in his opinion) inaccuracy
of the department reports. He demanded
the original dispatch and added:

RAYNER PROTESTS.
"This is an inquiry and not a prosecu-

tion and you are here to protect and
vindicate Admiral Schley as much as we
are."

He said that Admiral. Schley had turned
in all his papers and that Admiral
Sampson's papers should also be avail-
able for"the purpose of the court. Capt.
Lemly then produced the original cipher
copy of the dispatch. He asked the wit-
ness how he had received the message
and the latter replied:

"I received from the cable office on
beard the Harvard at. St. Nicholas Mole
the dispatch of which this is a transla-
tion. Lieut. Beall made the translation."
. "Is it a correct translation of the
cipher?"

"I believe it to be."-"Did Beall so state to you or did he .
hand It to you as a correct translation?"

"He handed that to me as a correct
translation of the original dispatch in
cipher and believe it to be correct."

"Now, Iwill ask you whether, to best
of your knowledge and belief, and your
best recollection of the subject, you de-
livered on the 27th of May to Commo-
dore Schley this dispatch?"

"To the best of my knowledge and be-
lief, I delivered a copy of that dispatch
to Schley on May 27 off Santiago, Cuba,
and that is one of the dispatches to
which I referred as having delivered. To
the best of my knowledge, I delivered a
copy of that dispatch because it was im-
portant information for him, and he was
mentioned by name in the dispatch."

Ultimately Mr. Rayner consented to ac-
cept the copy as correct.

TO COMMUNICATE WITH CUBANS.

This point being settled, counsel for the
department passed to the point concern-
ing the proposition of Lieut. Beall to
communicate with the Cuban insurgents
on shore, and in doing so caused another
objection to be raised \by Mr. Rayner.

• The question was put by Mr. Hanna, who
said: :

"I will ask you whether you would
have considered that you had discharged
your whole duty, having knowledge of
this, if you had not communicated with
Commodore Schley?"

Mr. Rayner Indicated an objection, say-
ing:

"You are not pressing a question of
that sort." i -To this Admiral Dewey interjected:
"The witness has already stated that
very fact."

Mr. Rayner—He gave that as a reason
for verifying his ; recollection, but the
question is asked here whether he per-
formed his duty. , - .':-Admiral Dewey— the witness said he
considered he had done his whole duty,
I think he has answered that. I was
struck with that very phrase, and I
thought how much time we were wast-
tlng asking the same question over and
over again. ~ 777-

Mr. Hanna was not, however, entirely
satisfied with the status of the matter as
thus left, and said he did not ask It for
purposes of repetition, but because the
question was very Important, and had
not been precisely answered. "We have,"
said he, "an order from the department
saying: 'The department looks to you to
asceraaln facts, etc' We wish to know
whether this was done or not, as a part
and an essential part of this ls the sug- ;
gestion that the Insurgents could have
been communicated with. Here comes
the commanding officer of the Harvard
with an offer and ready made means of
communication with the insurgents. We
desire to know whether *that offer was
communicated to Commodore Schley at
that. time, -and on the 27th of ,May, not
on the 31st, or any other. day. In order
to fix this witness' > recollection his at-
tention is directed to this question, and
it is a very important question. Three
years have elapsed, and ;it is necessary
that such aids as we can present to wit-
nesses be given. The admiral has stated
that to the . best of his knowledge and

. belief he did have this conversation on
May 27. Now, I wish to ask you whether
you knew of this Instruction of the de-
partment?" :

COTTON IS POSITIVE.

called to the witness stand. He -told of
his reconnoitering about Santiago harbor*
on May .20, and May 23, previous to tha
arrival of the flying squadron. He said
he had not been able to "see anything or
the Spanish fleet. \u0084..:.. ..

Capt. Wise related how he had coma
up with the flying squadron off Santiago
just as it had begun its retrograde move-
ment on the 27th of May and told of his
exchange of signals with Capt. Philip, of
the Texas. Mr. Hanna • questioned him,
saying: "As I understand you, when you I
picked up the flying squadron they wera
formed for the westward movement?"

"Yes," was the reply. "In other words,
the Texas had completed her turn and
the Merrlmac was still In the turn."

"Did you pass near any of the vessels?"
"I passed close to the Texas and ex-

changed salutations with Capt. Philip.
Capt. Philip asked me where the Spanish
squadron was. I answered, "Navy de-
partment said they were in Santiago.'
He asked me where we thought they
were. I said: 'I firmly believe they are
in there.' "Mr. Rayner objected to this line of
testimony, saying that It was in the
nature of a report of a conversation be-
tween Capts. Wise and Philip and inad-
missible. The court sustained the ob-
jection, and then put some questions of
Its own, which together with the answers
were as follows:

WHEREABOUTS OF CERVERA.
"What Information had you that lea

you to believe the Spanish squadron was
at Santiago May 27?"

"The same information that was re-
ceived from the navy department. 1 will
state that if they were there on the 20th>
they did not leave. I am perfectly satis- ..
fled they did not leave whilst we were
there."

Judge Advocate: "Iam reminded by tha
court that this- refers particularly to In-
formation that you have."

"I received my dispatch from the navy
department on the 20th that the Spanish
squadron had arrived on the 19th ln San-
tiago."

"Had you any personal knowledge?""
"No." •
By the court: "Did you report to the

senior officer present the informationupon which you based your belief re-
garding the location of the bpanish.
squadron on that date?" •"As stated first, I was intercepted by
the order from Commodore Schley from
the Vixen, to take the Merrlmac In tow.
Capt. Slgsbee, of the St. Paul, Immediate-
ly went on board. The Brooklyn was a
mile and a half ahead. I immediately •

went to the Merrimac and made prepara-
tions to take her in tow, and, so far as
my communicating with Commodore
Schley, no."

The Judge advocate, at Admiral Dewey's
instance, invited attention to the dis-
patch, as follows:

"Washington, May 20, IS9S.— care
American consul, Cape Haitien. In-
form every vessel off Santiago de Cuba
flying squadron is off Cienfugos, and
that orders have been sent today to pro-
ceed with all possible dispatch for Santi-
ago de Cuba. —"Long."

"The court asks why that order was
not carried out."

Capt. Wise said In reply:
"I Informed the St. Paul, the Harvard

and the Minneapolis, and I notified Capt.
Philip the same thing."

The court adjourned until 11 o'clocktomorrow, saying it would hold only one
session tomorrow, and would take a re-
cess ln the afternoon in order to permit
those connected with it to attend the
funeral of Judge Wilson, recent counsel
for Admiral Schley.
