NIVERSARY OF DANIEL WEB-
STER’'S GRADUATION

NOTABLE COMPANY PRESENT

Among Names of Those Receiving
Honorary Degress Is That of
Samuel Appleton, of
St. Paul.

HANOVER, N. H., Sept. 25. — Dart-
mouth college, the college of Daniel
‘Webster, is observing the 100th anni-
versary of his graduation. A two-days’
celebration, to be the most important
event in the history of the college, has
commenced, hundreds of returned
alumni and invited guests being in ‘at-
tendance. The old town is fairly aglow
with bright colored decorations.

Addresses were delivered by Prof.
Charles Francis Richardson, Ph. D., '7l,
his subject being “Mr. Webster's College
Life,” and by Prof. John King Lord, Ph.
D., 68, who spoke of “The Development
of the College Since the Dartmouth Col-
lege Case.” Last evening there was a
torchlight procession of 1,000 alumni and
students. The first carriage was occu-
pied by President Tucker and Chief Jus-
tice Melville W. Fuller.

At 9:30 this morning the faculty, alumnl
and students formed in procession and
moved to the college church.

The church service occupied the time
urtil nearly noon. After music and
prayer, Fresident Tucker delivered an
address, and Congressman Samuel W.
McCall was introduced at the prrincipal
speaker of the morning. At the conclu-
slon of Congressman MecCali's address
the following honorary degrees were con-
ferred:

The stone was lald by Lewis A. Arm-
stead, of Boston, a great-grandson of
Daniel Webster. Rev. Abel Leonard, D.
D., '70, bishop of Utah, offered the pray-
er of dedication, and Frank S, Black, 75,
of New York, delivered the oration.

Music by the student chorus closed the
exercises, and many of those in attend-
ance proceeded to the old chapel, where
an Informal memorial meeting was held.

A notable company gathered in the
college hall this evening and listened
to addresses from distinguished speakers,
President Tucker was the toastmaster,

On his right, at the head of the table,
were seated Chief Justice Melville W,
Fuller, of the United States supreme
court; Gov. Chester B, Jordan, Dr. Wil-
liam Everett, of Quincy, Mass.; Judge
David Cross, ’41, of Manchester, N. a.,
and Judge Edgar Aldrich,

On the left were United States Senator
George F. Hoar, Rear Admiral George

Patrolman 0’Neill Fired—Jerome Re-
strained From Trying Devery.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2%.—Patrolman Ed-
ward O’'Neill, who a few weeks ago open-
ly defled Deputy Police Commissioner
Devery and who asserted that he was be-
ing persecuted because he would not pay
money to save himself from being trans-
ferred, was today dismissed from the
force by Commissioner Murphy.
