AMENDMENT KILLED
W. C. T. I. YESTERDAY VOTES TO

RETAIN SYSTEM OF DISTRICT
ORGANIZATION

CITIES AGAINST THE COUNTRY

Twin City Delegates Vote in Favor
of Aii.riuliiu-iit— Exer-

cises Held at Afternoon
.Session.

After a spirited discussion yesterday
concerning the proposed constitutional
amendment abolishing district organiza-
tion the majority of the delegates at the
W. C. T. U. convention In Minneapolis
voted against it and the amendment was
killed. In the discussion the St. Foul
and Minneapolis delegates . lined up
against the country delegates, who were
In favor of retaining district organiza-
tion. Mr.-. Frances Meal, of Minneapolis,
spoke -in. favor of the proposed amend-
nic.t. other speakers were Mrs. Abbie
Church", of Indiana; Mrs. M. E. Hoover,
Mrs. E. F. Hendrix, of Minneapolis, and
Mrs. [da Thompson. The principal.
speakers in favor of retaining the dis-
tricts were Mrs. Julia B. Nelson, of Red
Wing; Mrs. A. C. Bayrell, of Argyle, and
Miss Ella Cook, of Austin. A series or
letters from Nebraska, where the experi-
ment of doing away with districts has
been recently made, was read by .Mrs.
Bayrell. They uniformly reported that
the thinly-settled counties seemed to be
suffering, although it might be satisfac-
tory to the 'astern and other counties.
Other speakers laid emphasis on the
value. of the district conventions in pro-
viding inspiration and disciplinary train-
ing for workers who seldom attend state
conventions. The summing up was that
the country needed the districts. Sev-
eral expressed themselves for the change
at a later time when the counties are
better organized.

Mrs. E. F. Hendrix and Mrs. Wilcox
-v. re appointed yesterday to send out
the greetings of the Minnesota W. C. T.
U. convention to the absent vice presi-
dents and superintendents of depart-
ments, the pioneers unable to be present,
Mrs. McKinley, the South Dakota union
and the Minnesota Methodist conference
now in session.

Late in the morning the second con-
stitutional amendment proposing to abol-
ish county unions and to redistrlct the
state was brought up. Mrs. Julia B.
Nelson, who proposed this amendment,
stated that she was not especially keen
for It, but had proposed it by request
as an alternative for the one defeated.
She was entirely willingto withdraw it
if the convention was satisfied to make
no change and would give consent. This
the convention refused to do, ond the
debate was taken up on the merits of
the question. The argument in its favor
was that it would do away with consider-
able machinery and simplify the work;
that in redisricting there would be no
obstacle to making large, well organized
counties into districts by themselves.
Special stress was laid on settling the
whole question definitely in order that

If the efforts of the Ramsey County
Growers' association bear fruit, the se-
ductive huckster, in other words the mid-
dle man, will be barred from holding
forth in the new market when It Is com-

With this object in view, and also the
securing of reforms in respect to the
opening and closing hours of the institu-
tion, a number of the members of the
growers' association, Including.represen-
tatives from the Retail Grocers' associa-
tion, appeared before the joint committee
on markets yesterday afternoon.

As against the hucksters, A. Van Os-
terhout, secretary of the Growers' as-
sociation, .held that .as the market space
was. limited, no one but farmers and
growers should be admitted. They will
be of no value to those who will patron-
ize the market, he said, and if they "want
to do business, let them rent some place
near the market. Those who will contrib-
ute to the maintenance of the institution
can get along well enough without them.

Other members aired their views in
this respect, and the general trend of
opinion was that the presence
of the huckster was ' undesirable.
The representatives from the Gro-
cers' association, while refraining
from actually protesting against the
huckster, held with the growers that the
farmers and growers should be first pro-
vided for, as in their attendance and pro-
tection lay the success of the market.

NO ALL DAY MARKET.
An all day market did not at all meet

with the approval of the two associa-
tions, especially the grocers, who pro-
tested that it was not fair to them, inas-
much as a farmer paying only 10 cents a
day competed with men who were pay-
ing many times that amount for rent,
and also contributing to the general
maintenance of the city.

As a compromise, Secretary Mason, of
the Grocers' association, recommended I
that, the hours be from 6 o'clock in the
morning until 2 in the afternoon. This
was acceptable to all present, and the !
ordinance was so changed. This will al- \u25a0

low the entrance of teams and wagons at
any hour, but will prohibit the exposing |
of goods for sale before 6 o'clock or after j
2 o'clock. - i

As a precautionary measure, it was de-
cided to restrict goods to be offered for
sale to farm produce, fish and meat, the
latter in wholesale quantities...

The ordinance as amended was approv-
ed by the assembly last night. It pro-
vides rules for the governing of the mar-
ket place, and the market committee as
the channel through which applications
for space must pass.

Has No Quarrel With Colombia, but
May Have One With the

23, via WHlemstad, Island of Curacao,
Sept. 25.—The correspondent here of .the
Associated Press, in conversation today
with a cabinet minister, who requested
that his name be withheld, discussed the
present situation, and was informed au-
thoritatively for publication that Vene-
zuela had no intention whatever of tak-
ing aggressive measures against the
Isthmus, or Interfering in any way, es-
pecially as the United States is do di-rectly interested. *.

"Venezuela's differences," added the
correspondent's informant, are entirely
\u25a0with the Colombian Liberals and the
Colombian . government, and in no way
with the Colombian people generally. If
the Colombian Liberals were to triumph
tomorrow, and the Conservatives fall in
consequence, the Venezuelan-Colombian
imbroglio would immediately cease to
exist. The Venezuelan government ear-
nestly desires the downfall of the present
Colombian government, which menaces
Venezuela. If war comes, one decisive
Venezuelan victory on the frontier over
the Colombian regulars probably will ef-
fect the downfall of this government and
so terminate the war.

"President Castro absolutely does not
consider the organization of a grand Co-
lombian republic, composed of Colombia,
Venezuela and Ecuador. This experiment
was tried under Bolivar and failed. Gen.
Uribe-Uribe, by his recent decree, is
alone responsible for this idea, which is
credited to President Castro, and which
the latter repudiates. Venezuela and Co-
lombia could never live under the same
government. As to the actions of our
gunboats before La Hacha during the
past month, we were only watching Co-
lombia's movements. We have not once
purposely crossed the Colombian frontier.
Colombia has continually crossed our
frontier. A fortnight ago the Colombian
generals, Valencia and Vorti, and the
Venezuelan general, Rangel Garbiras, de- i
cided to invade Venezuela from Cucuta.
We are still awaiting the invasion.
Eleven thousand Venezuelan troops and
about 8,000 Colombian troops are drawn
up in two opposing lines along the fron-
tier awaiting orders. Some trivial incident
or unexpected shot may start a bloody
conflict.

"When the Colombians invaded Vene-
zuela at San Cristobal in July, we asked
the Colombian minister, Senor Rico, who
was then here, to explain his country's
actions. Senor Rico said he must first
communicate with Bogota. The minister
thereon proceeded to Colombia, . and
Venezuela is still awaiting Colombia's
explanation. Until this comes, or Colom-
bia fails to respond, Venezuela will not
take 'aggressive action. If, in the mean-
time, Colombia again assumes the ag-
gressive, we shall retaliate when in read-
iness.

"The offer of /the United States to medi-
ate in the matter was expressed to us
verbally by the American minister. Vene-
zuela could not accept the offer because
the answer to our request to Senor Rico
for an explanation of the invasion has
not yet been received, and affairs have
not yet reached a condition where medi-
ation is possible. Furthermore, a state of
war does not officially exist."

The interview between the assassin, his
father, brother and sister lasted thirty-
five minutes, but no information leading
to the implication of anyone else in the
anarchist plot to kill the president was
given by the prisoner. * •»

"We learned nothing that we did not
know before,", said Assistant District At-
torney Haller, at the conclusion of the
conference.

"He talked more than he has at amy
previous time, but even to his family he
was not communicative." -

The family returned to Cleveland im-
mediately after the interview. • But little !
of the conversation which passed between ;
the members of the family could be i
gleaned.. The officials said the conversa-
tion was only such as would occur at
such a meeting and it\was better to
throw the mantle of privacy
over it. However, authoritative an- I
nouncement was made that Czolgosz de-
nied absolutely that anyone else was con- |
cerned in the plot to kill the president. |
He asserted, as he had from the outset, j
that he did the deed unaided and alone i
and that no other person in the world !
was concerned in the crime. The pris- \u25a0

oner asked nothing about the other mem- j
bers of his family or relatives or friends, j
nor . did he give any evidence of sorrow
or regret over his act. The brother and
father gave no outward evidence of feel-
ing. The sister cried all the time, but
the prisoner gave no outward evidence
of feeling, except to say ..e was glad he
could see them. At the end of thirty-
five minutes he shook hands with his
father and brother and his sister tear-
fully kissed him good-bye.

They could-give no information
as: to where Miss Stone and her com-
panion were taken, as the two women
disappeared in the night, and the rest
of the party were detained under guard
for a time. Finally the robbers relieved
these captives of watches and other val-
uables and departed.
