TROTTING RECORD STANDS.

Best Cresceus Could Do -Yesterday

Was 2.04 1-2.
PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 26.—Cresceus,

the king of trotters, today failed to lower
his record of 2:02%, made at Columbus,
Aug. 2, in.a trail on the Belmont Driving
club course at Narberth, a suburb of
this city. The great son of Robert Mc-
Gregor stepped the mile in 2:04% without
a skit and thereby reduced: the track
record of 2:08%, made by Alix, in Novem-
ber, 1894. Everything was conducive to
fine time. The track was lightning fast
and there was not enough breeze to in-
terfere with the progress of the great
trotter. There were nearly 8,000 . persons
present when owner Ketcham brought
Cresceus on the track tor his first jog..

warmed him up in the stretch for a
few minutes and then jogged him around
the track in 2:31%."" - . . 7 -.- .

After a rubbing down Cresceus was
brought out for his preliminary trial,
without a pacemaker he did the-mile in
2:13%. The quarters were don. in :33%,
1:05"., 1:41, 2:13*4., . ", ,
It was 4:20 when the horse made his

appearance for the. final effort at record
breaking. After scoring once Ketcham
gave the starter the nod and the trotter,
was off, paced by a runner attached to a
sulky. When the first quarter was reach-
ed in :30% everybody thought the record
would surely be broken. The second
quarter, on the straight back 7 stretch.
was made in :30%, but the third was a
fraction over a second slower. .7 Turning
into the home stretch Ketcham urged the
trotting machine to his utmost, but tne
best he could do was :31% for the quar-
ter. As the horse flashed under the wire
a great shout went up from the crowd,
which immediately swarmed around the
horse and owner. Mr. Ketcham had no
excuse to offer for the • failure to -break
the record, saying the track and weather
were favorable.

ONCE SECRETARY, TO PRESIDENT ;
LINCOLN PASSES AWAY.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26.—Mr. John
George i Nicolay, -private secretary .to
President .Lincoln, and widely known as
the author of several works on the life
of the great war i president, died this
afternoon at his residence here, aged
seventy years. He had' ben in feeble
health for. several years, and since hisresignation as marshal .of the UnitedStates supreme court; In 1887, he had beenliving quietly., at his Washington home
with his daughter. Miss Helen Nicolay,
the only surviving member of the fam-ily. A warm personal friendship existedbetween President' Lincoln and Mr. Nico-
lay. His literary work that has attracted
the most attention the history of Lin-
coln, which Mr. Nicolay collaboratedwith Col. Hay, the present secretary of
state.

Mr. Nicolay was a native of Bavaria,
\u25a0 but came to America at an early age
and settled in Illinois. In 1859 he beame
Mr. Lincoln's secretary, and served in
this capacity during the civil war. Hewas appointed consul at Paris in 1865,
holding the office four years. He was
marshal of the supreme court for "fifteenyears. .-..\u25a0'. -

provided for the late president at Wash-
ington, D. C."
