DOCUMENT IS VERY BRIEF

Widow Holds Life Interest in Prop-

erty, After Which It Is Di-

vided Among Brothers

and Sinters.

ESTATE OF NEARLY $250,000

CANTON, Ohio, Sept. 27—Secretary
Cortelyou came here today to assist Mrs.
McKinley in disposing of matters con-
nected with the late President's estate.
After meeting Mrs. McKinley the ques-
tion of filing the will was taken up. The
trying task of reading it to her was
undertaken by Mr. Cortelyou. Mrs. Mc-
Kinley hade a heroic effort to bear up,
and succeeded in doing so. Tonight she
is resting .well. All legal formalities
necessary for her to subscribe to were
disposed of. This afternoon Judge Day
and Secretary Cortelyou went to the of-
fice of the probate judge and offered the
"will of President McKinley for probate.
They carried with them the following:
' "I. Ida S. McKinley, widow of William
McKinley, deceased, hereby decline the
administration of the estate, and recom-
mend the appointment of William R.
Day and George B. Cortelyou as admin-
istrators with the will annexed."

This recommendation bears date of
Sept. 27, 1901.

Following is the text of President Mc-
Klnley's will:

THE WILL,
"Executive Mansion, Washington,

D. C.
•"I publish the following as my latest

-will and testament, hereby revoking all
former wills:

"To my beloved wife, Ida S. McKinley,
I bequeath all of my real estate, where-
ever situated, and the income of any
personal property of which I may be pos-
sessed at death, during her natural life.
I make the following charge upon all of
my property, both real and personal:

"To pay my mother during her life
51,000 a year, and at her death said sum
to be paid to my sister, Helen McKinley.
If the income from property be insuf-
ficient to keep my wife in great com-
fort and pay the annuity above provided,
then I direct that such of my property
be sold so as to make a sum adequate
for both purposes.

"Whatever property remains at the
death of my wife, 1 give to my brother
and sisters, share and share alike. My
chief concern is that my wife from my
estate shall have all she requires for her
comfort and pleasure, and that my
mother shall be provided with whatever
money she requires to make her old age
comfortable and happy.

"Witness my hand and seal, this 27thday of Octi I \u25a0\u25a0• 1.97. to my last will and
testament, made at the City of Washing-
ton, District of Columbia.

It is given out on authority that the

McKinley estate will total $225,000 to $250,--
--000, including insurance of ..7,000. Aside
from the $67,000 mentioned, the estate
consists of real estate here and contigu-
ous to Canton, and of deposits in Wash-
ington banks. Monday morning, at 9
o'clock, has been fixed by the probate
court for a hearing prior to probating the
will. Then it is expected that Secretary
Cortelyou and Judge Day will be finally
appointed administrators of the estate,
with will annexed, and will give bond.

Secretary Cortelyou made the neces-
sary affidavit today as to the genuineness
of the signature of the president and of
his own. Mr. Loeffler will reach here to-
morrow and make affidavit as to his sig-
nature and to having seen the president
attach his name to the document. The

KIRKLAND ARMOUR DEAD
SUCCUMBS TO BRIGHT'S DISEASE

AT HIS KANSAS CITY HOME.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Sept. 27.-Kirk-
land B. Armour, the packer, died at his
residence here at 6 o'clock this evening.
Mr. Armour suffered withßright's disease
and _« weak heart and had been sinking
gradually for three days.

Mr. Armour had been ill for two years
and had vainly sought improvement at
various health resorts in the East and
ScuthJ Last summer he went to Glens
Falls, N. V., but he suffered a relapse
and was sent home three weeks ago on
a special train to die. He showed im-
provement steadily until three days ago,
when he took a serious turn for the
worse.

Kirkland B. Armour was born in Stock-
bridge, N. V., in 1..4. He was the son of
Andrew Watson Armour, who was tor
many years conspicuously identitted with
the Armour interests in Kansas City, and
entered the packing house firm ln 1872.
After the death of his father he was
made vice president and general man-
ager of the Kansas City branch and upon
the death, in 1898, of S. B. Armour, he
succeeded to the presidency. He was in
the directories of half a dozen Kansas
City concerns. v,

Mr. Armour has for years been a breed-
er of blooded Herefords and on his farmnear Kansas City had some of the finest
stcck in the United States, included
among them being many importations
from the English royal herd. He was
twice president of the National Hereford-Breeders' association. Mr. Armour leaves_

widow and three children.

A. J. i.i-a-lien, assistant local agent of marine, toldof testing one of the boat's life preserv-
ers. It weighed four pounds eighteen
ounces. It floated with thirty-eight

TURNED BOTTOM UPI
ENTIRE TRAIN OX WABASH ROAD,

EXCEPT THE ENGINE, IS
BADLY WRECKED

GOES DOWN AN EMBANKMENT

Not a Passenger Is Killed Outright,
Though Three Persons Re-

ceive Probably Fatal
Injuries.

OMAHA, Neb., Sept. 27.— through
passenger train from St. Louis to Oma-
ha on the Wabash was wrecked today
seven miles from Council Bluffs. The en-
tire train, consisting of mail and bag-
gage cars, two day coaches and a chat-
car and a Pullman, rolled down an
eighteen-foot embankment and turned
bottom side up, the. engine alone remain-
ing on the track. The engine stopped
with the forward trucks on the edge of
the bridge over Indian creek. The train
carried nearly 100 passengers, and it
seems almost a miracle that, none was
killed. Three were perhaps fatally -in-
jured, sixteen seriously hurt and a score
of others received minor bruises. The
badly hurt are:

| after, the train left Mineola, and as they
were nearing what is known as Mad-,
man's Crossing, the engine left the track,
but again gained the rails, although the
tender went down the bank with the re-
mainder of the train. The case of the
wreck is thought to be due to spreading
of rails on the curve where It occurred.
The track is badly blocked, and. It be-
come., necessary for the road to run its
trains over the Burlington between Mal-
vern, lowa, and Omaha.

Lastiri fired his revolver at the bandits,
and killed his assailant. 5 Lastiri was then
wounded by. a machete,- but continued
firing his pistol -with his left hand, when
his son came to the rescue and opened
fire on the robbers, killing1 four of them.
Then the band, seeing that.their attempt-
ed robbery was likely to cost them dear,
fled. The man:who guided the robbers
to the hacienda, which is surrounded by
wooded hills, has been arrested. He says
the robbers expected to/secure a large
amount of money, which Lastiri had just
received from the^ale of cattle and grain.

SOLID WALL OF WATER

WERE CAMPED IN A RAVINE

Cloudburst Up the Valley Sends
Down a Roaring Flood of Water

Twenty Feet Deep on the
Sleeping Men.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas, Sept. 27.—News
has just been received of a terri.ie dis-
aster that occurred in Presidio county,
near the Rio Grande river, on the 25t.h
inst, thirteen men who were prospecting
for cinnabar losing their lives in a flood
caused by a cloudburst

The men were in two parties, camped

one mile apart in a dry ravine, known
as Almiento creek, in which there had
been no water for fifteen months on ac-
count of drought. ..77-,7777'-

The men were asleep at 9 o'clock, when
.there was a cloudburst several miles up
the ravine. The volume of water, twen-
ty feet high, washed down the channel
of the ravine and swept over the men
in the two camps before they were aware

'of their danger. ' All were drowned,
and up to this time only six bodies have
been recovered. The Almiento empties
into the Rio Grande not far from where
the fatality occurred, and it is more than
probable that the other seven bodies
have been swept into that stream.

WAR AGAINST COLOMBIA

on both sides. When the Banes left
there were not more than twenty-five
men of the government troops in Bocas.
About 200 insurgents were outside the
place, but making no serious demonstra-
tion. From another source it is learned
that the insurgents get their supplies
from Chinese merchants. Foreign firms
experience trouble In getting messages
to and from their agents, some of the
latter being ln prison charged with aiding
the insurgents.

His Request to Be Represented by
Counsel Before the Schley

Court is Refused.

Day's Testimony, as Heretofore, Was
Strongly Against Rear

Admiral Schley.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 27.-In the Schley
court of inquiry today a letter was pre-
sented from Rear Admiral Sampson ask-
ing to be allowed.to be represented in the
court by counsel, but the court retused
to grant the request on the ground that
"the court does not at this time regard
you as a party to the case."

The principal witnesses of the day were
Lieut. John Hood, who commanded the
dispatch boat The Hawk, during the
Spanish war, and Capt. Bowman H. Me-
Call., who was In command of the Mar-
blehead. The testimony of both these
officers dealt with the delivery of dis-
patches from Admiral Sampson to Com-
modore Schley and both related conver-
sations with the latter. Capt. MeCalla
gave in detail his .part in arranging a
code of signals with the Cuban in-
surgents, and his communications with
them near Cienfuegos on May 24, 1.98,
when it was learned definitely that Cer-
vera's fleet was not in the harbor there.
He said that Capt. Chadwick. who was
Admiral Sampson's chief of staff, was
the only person at Key West to whom he
had communicated the signal code.

Capt. MeCalla- expressed the opinion
that coaling was feasible off Santiago at
the time Schley began his retrograde
movement.

PROMPT TO THE HOUR.
As usual, Admiral Dewey lost no time

today in bringing the Schley court of
inquiry to order, and as usual the counsel
on both sides of the case were in their
seats and prepared to proceed promptly
with the business before the court In-
deed Capt. Lemly and Mr. Hanna. thenavy department's representatives,' had
been in the court room for an hour or.
more preparing the details for the day's'
work. | They consider the present stage
of the proceedings an Important one. re-
quiring the most careful attention. Capt.
Lemly says he will be able to conclude
the government side of the case by the
close of next week if no unforeseen con-
tingency arises to cause delay. He says
he will have about fifteen or twenty more
witnesses to introduce.

One of the most regular attendants
upon the court is William H. Stayton,
the attorney who is understood to be pre-
pared to represent other naval officers
than Admiral Schley. He sits outside the
rail and does not in any way participate in
the proceedings. He said yesterday that
so long as Admiral Sampson is kept out
of the case he will have nothing to say.

Today's session began with the recall
of Capt. Wise to make verbal changes in
the official copy. of his testimony. He
altered his previous statement concern-
ing the order of the navy department ofMay 20, 189S, in which he was directed to
"inform every vessel off -Santiago that
the flying squadron is oft Cienfuegos,"
saying that he desired 'to correct his re-
sponse to the court's question as to why
this order was not carried out, by stat-ing that it had been carried out.

"The flying squadron was ordered to
proceed with all possible dispatch," he
said, and added "I did not desire to in-
form the commodore of the flying
squadron of his own movements. The
order was to inform commanders of the
movements of the flying sqi:*dron."

The court then asked: "Did you direct
Capt. Sigsbee to give Commodore Schley
the information contained in the dispatch
from the navy department regarding the
whereabouts of the Spanish fleet?"

"I did not."

HARBER'S TESTIMONY IMPEACHED.
Lieut. Spencer S. Wood, who com-

manded the dispatch boat Dupont during
the Spanish war, was then called and
continued his testimony, begun yester-
day. Mr. "Rayner resumed his cross-
examination. The witness said that
while off Cienfuegos he had been onpicket duty two miles from shore on the
night of May 22 and had been instructed
to signal the squadron with two red
lights in case the enemy's torpedo boats
came out of the harbor.

Mr. Rayner then read from the testi-
mony of Capt. Harber, of the Texas,
saying that there had been no picket
Vessels within the line of the fleet off
Cienfuegos. The witness said that the
statement was wrong.

Capt. Lemly said Capt. Harber had
testified that there were no pickets, "so
far as he could recall," to which Mr.
Rayner responded: "We are not im-
peaching Capt. Harber's veracity. Weare impeaching his recollection, not his
integrity." _7 p.. -_' 77

Mr. Rayner—Capt. Harber has stated
that there were no picket boats at Cien-
fuegos. He was wrong, was he not'"

"He was," replied the Witness. As I
have seen since, the-commander-in-chief
also reported the Dupont was not there.
I have written the department I was
there. Other people forgot about It, too."

"You are trying now to justify Capt.
Harber's want of recollection by stating
that the commander-in-chief wrote a let-
ter that there were no picket boats
there."

"He did not mention their presence,

SQUADRON DID NOTHING.
"None that I know of."
"Was there any effort to destroy the

shore batteries there?"
The witness replied that he knew of

none. He said, replying to another
question by Mr. Rayner, that vessels in
the inside harbor could not have been
discerned from the outside. y-~ %

Lieut. Wood was then excused, and
as he was leaving the room Mr. Hanna
took occasion to say:
"I will make an announcement while

we are waiting. There has been intro-
duced before the court the question of
the correctness or the identity of a cer-
tain very important dispatch sent by theHarvard, May 27, from off Santiago, by
the commanding officer of the flying
squadron. It appears in the process of
translation from the commander-in-chief
to the department, some changes in thelanguage of that dispatch occurred. I do
not desire at this moment to interrupt
the proceedings by the discussion of thatpoint, but I shall merely make the an-
nouncement here that we intend to inquire
into that matter very fully and com-pletely, as the court may desire, before
we leave it."

Lieut John Hood, who during the war
commanded the Hawk, was the next wit-
ness. He said that on May 23 he had
delivered dispatches from Admiral Samp-
son to Admiral Schley, when the latterwas off Cienfuegos. He related that he
had been called aboard the New York,
Admiral Sampson's flagship, on May 21,
when the officers on board were given
dispatches. He spoke of the presence ol
Admiral Sampson. Mr. Rayner objected
to the introduction of conversation or
verbal orders, saying that the orders
would speak for "themselves and must
necessarily supersede any verbal instruc-
tions.

TIFF BETWEEN COUNSEL.
The Question was argued at some

length by Mr. Rayner and Capt. Lemly.
In closing his response, the judge advo-
cate said:

"An objection of this character is al-
most equivalent to withdrawing the re-
quest for an investigation. He has asked
to have the judgment of his brother of-
ficers in this matter. Let us have it
and don't put technical obstacles in flic
way of having the investigation."

Mr. Rayner responded briefly:
"I only desire to state that while this

is our investigation, these are your speci-
cations under the precept. We asked for
this investigation, and instead of letting
us give the precept under which we would
like to have the inquiry take place, you
form a precept of your own. Here I.**
an applicant who asks for a court of
inquiry under specifications framed by
others and not by himself." .-". _.

The court retired to consider the ob-
jection, remaining out longer than on
any previous occasion. Admiral Dewey
read the court's decision as follows:
. "The court sustains the objection of
counsel so "far as it relates to conversa-
tions that took place on board the New
York, but this rule does not apply to any
verbal orders which the commander-in-
chief.directed witness to convey to Com-
modore Schley."

Replying to a question put in accordance
with this decision, witness said that his
instructions were contained in the memo-
randum handed him to be delivered to
Admiral Schley, which was read to him.

. ORDER DELIVERED MAY 23.
The witness then read dispatch No. 8

from Sampson to Schley on May .1. tell-
ing the latter that the Spanish fleet was
probably at Santiago. He also reaX the
Brooklyn's receipt memorandum, showing
that this dispatch as well as the accom-
panying memorandum had been received
at 8:15 a. m., May 23. The witness iden-
tified these as the orders he had carried.
He also said that he had carried two other
envelopes, one containing orders from the
department and the other a memorandum
which had not been read to him.

He said he had arrived off Cienfuegos
at 7 a. m., May 23, and had gone
aboard the Brooklyn for the purpose of
delivering the dispatches.

In response to a request from the
judge advocate, Lieut Hood related the
conversation he had had with Admiral
Schley after delivering the orders, say-
ing that he (the witness) had told the
admiral that it was Admiral Sampson's
wish that the flying squadron should
proceed immediately to Santiago, as his
information was very positive: His state-
ment was as follows:

"Commodore Schley read the dispatches
and then turning to me said: 'Captain,
Admiral. Sampson wishes me to go to
Santiago. I cannot do It.' I told Com-
modore Schley that the admiral certainly
expected the squadron to leave the in-
stant I arrived. Commodore Schley said
in nearly these words: .

SCHLEY REFUSES TO OBEY.
"Iam not at all satisfied that the Span-

iards are not here in Cienfuegos. Besides,
my ships all want coal;" that the Massa-
chusetts, Texas and Brooklyn wanted so
many tons of coal, and that the day be-
fore Capt. Sampson had sent him down
the lowa with only half her coal supply,
so that she could not go anywhere; that
It was useless to send ships down there
only half:filled with coal. 1,.t01d Com-
modore Schley that T had passed a col-
lier convoyed by a gunboat only a little .
before daylight that morning, and that
it would certainly be there with at least
4,000 to 5,000 tons of coal, within two or
three hours. He referred again to his
belief of the Spaniards being in Cien-
fuegos and stated that he had beard
some firing about forty miles from*port,
which he ' took .to be a welcome to tho
Spanish squadron; he had also seen some
smoke .which he conceived to be tha 7
Spanish squadron and he believed they
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
