PROSPERITY OP THE RAILROADS

SHOWS XO SIGX OP ABATE-
MENT

MONEY MARKET IS BETTER

Secretary Gage's Effort* to Material-. ise Treasury Absorptions Af-
fords Considerable

-T.r / Relief. [\

In his weekly review of the condition in
Wall street, Henry Clews says:

The stock market seems to be under
the influence of a variety of conflicting
conditions. The prosperity of the rail-
rcads still continues and shows no 6igns
of abatement. In ordinary times this
of itself would have afforded the mar-
ket ample support without the assistance
ol the big operators, who as a matter
of necessity have been obliged to prevent
any organized bear campaign. But mon-
etary ami crop conditions have forced
a gradual liquidation, which has now
been in progress for several months.
"Wall strett generally anticipates con-
sequences, and will soon be occupied dis-
counting the probabilities of 1902. Were
it not for the industrial division or the
stock murkt t and financial conditions in
Europe, many of the b?st railroad shares
might be considered good purchases on
further concessions; but recent events
havo drawn attention to developments
in these two quarters, and their outcome
•will certainly have to be taken into con-
sideration.

While the boom was In progress the
Industrials were comparatively neglected,
and the public fortunately took limited
interest in their gyration.-. When pros-
perity was at its height their destiny was
left to the future, and the day of reckon-
ing which everyone expected ceased to
have any terrors: the penalties of ex-
cessive capitalization, the problems of
management and other perils incidental
to an industrial revolution involving bil-
lions of capital were almost forgotten.
Familiarity with danger dulled apprehen-
sions, and the risks to these unwieldy
combinations from n>\v competition were
easily overlooked. Yet the very prosper-
ity which facilitated their birth also
created a set of new. vigorous, well equip-
ped, low capitalized rivals, free of heavy
obligations, whose operations were like-
ly to be felt with increasing force as
time progressed. It was inevitable, there-
fore, that the industrials would be the
first to feel the effects of any trade re-
action: particularly in view of the great-
ly inert ased capacity for production.
Within a shprt period we have had un-
satisfactory annual reports from several
of the prominent combinations, the re-
sults of which are anything but encour-
aging to stockholders. Rumors affecting
the management of some of these con-
cerns have added to the disturbance of
confidence and prompted bearish attacks.
The decline in Amalgamated Copper,
which had its foundation in a lessened
demand for the product, was a particu-
larly disturbing factor; partly because it
suggested trade reaction and partly be-
cause it seemed to explain the indif-
ference of the important interests
towards a bull market at this time.
Whether the Standard Oil party are ad-
verse to an upward movement or not,
it is evident that the industrials are a
\u25a0weak element in the market just now.
Apart from their inherent defects aris:ng
from bad financing they are more ex-
posed to sharp fluctuations from trade
vicissitudes and speculative management
than was ever possible with the railroads.
The latter are now reasonably capital-
ized, honestly managed, and the intelli-
gent investor has no difficulty in ascer-
taining the essential facts as to their
intrinsic value. This much cannot be
said of the industrials. Secrecy is still
one of the objectionable ftatures in their
management, and public opinion is vast-
ly more hostile to them than the rail-
roads in spite of the great powers of the
latter and their tremendous combinations.
What the next congress will dr> with the
trusts is an important question that "will
soon confront us. Some action seems
very likely to be taken, and President
Roosevelt, conservative as he now may
be, has never shown any particular
friendliness for these combinations. Pub-
licity of some sort will probably be in-

e'.sttd upon, and this is just what is most
ed though least desired by specula-

tivt managers.
The money market has undergone some

change for the better. Considerable re-
lief has been afforded by Secretary Gage's
efforts to neutralize treasury absorptions;
and this removes the most important
Source of apprehension. The crop de-
mands, however, are not yet satisfied,
business requirements are large; and, as
bank reserves are likely to experience
further depletion before the return move-
ment of currency begins, money will
probably not be easy enough or plentiful
enough for any bull campaign. Relief
from gold imports is still a very un-
<•• r.:i:n quantity,. Tf absolutely necessary
we will unquestionably be able to draw
pold from Europe, but it will come reluc-
tantly. As intimated in our previous ad-
vices, Paris, though abundantly able to
Bpnre considerable gold, would resist its
movement this way. The financial ten-
Fion in Germany is considerable because
of trade reaction; London is cautious,
and the probable placing cf Russian and
other govfTnment loans is not likely to
aid tho movement of gold in this direc-
tion, notwithstanding our continued fa-
vorable trade balances. Very soon we
tmght to have a better supply of grain
iivl cotton bills, and it r trr.ains to be
Ken what effect these will have on the
Kt. rlir.jjexchange market. In my opinion
gold imports this fall will be strictly
moderate.

Thf» outlook for the market, therefore,
remains unsettled. Railroad shares are
in relatively good condition, recent de-
clines, good earnings and concentration
of ownership placing them in a fairly fa-
vorable position to resrst attacks from
bear raids; but no genuine bull campaign
can be expected until easier money is as-
sured, and until the big men co-operate
to that end, which apparently just at
present they are not disposed to do. The
movements of the industrials will also
play an imporatnt part in the market
for next several months at least, and I
fear to the detriment of the general mar-
ket. For the present I continue to rec-
ommend buying only on the breaks for
quick returns, which hereafter can be
oft repeated to advantage.

ALL, EYES OX AMERICA.

European .Exchanges* Now Take
Their Cue From Wall Street.

LONDON, Sept. 29.—The London stock
exchange, says the financial critic or the
Bunday Special, has become so American-
ized that I need scarcely refer to any
tut the American market. The others
hardly exist.

All the authorities agree that the key-
note of the financial situation last weeK
vas the copper position. Even "West
Africans, Rands and West Australians
fluctuated in sentimental harmony with,
the American market as It rose or fell1r» consequence of the varying light
thrown upon the Anaconda failure to pay
the expected dividend.

One of the ablest experts draws atten-
tion to the "utter lack of sense in pro-
portion which Europe, especially Paris,
has exhibited by nearly going panic-
stricken over such an apparent incidental
affair as the copper matter." He points
out that this serious state which exist-
ed during the week was due to a beliefvery generally held in Germany aid
France that the inability of the Anacondapeople to meet expectations was only
the premonitary symptom of the collapse
of all amalgamations of capital Interests
in the United States, the extent and
methods of which have always passed
the understanding of the old world finan-
ciers. It was several days before Ku-

rope recognized the falsity ol such de-
ductions.

The favorable American railroad re-
ceipts helped to gradual recoveries not
only in the American section but ali
around; and, while the closing prices were
oCn?ra!ly below those that marked the
opening of the week, a better feeling
prevailed. i \u25a0\u25a0

With business quiet, all sorts of ru-
mors are rife regarding the intentions
of the Amalgamated company, the one
most in favor being that the reduction ot
dividend was due to a plan of the man-
agers to compel the other companies, no-
tably Rio Tinto and Calumet to Join
hands with the Amalgamated company in
curtailing the copper supply of the world.

OX THE BERLJN BOERSE.

Banking and Steamship Share** Snow
Sharp Fall Since August.

BERLIN, Sept. 29.—The monthly set-
tlement is passing off smoothly. The
most striking feature in the make ud
figures is the heavy fall in bank stock
and ocean transportation shares since
August. The stock of the Dresdenev
bank lost i).27 per cent; Disconto Gessel-
shaft, 7.75; Deutsche bank, 4; Darmstadt
bank, G.25; North German Lloyd, 10.75, and
Hamburg American, }3.:>5.

Money for settlement is abundant at
rates ranging from 4 to 4.25 per cent.
The private rate of discount advanced
jesterday to 4.25.

The week's boerse scored a new low
water mark in quotations for almost all
industrial securities. Many shares fell
heavily. The recent renewal of business
disasters has deepened the gloom of the
boerse. The Frankfurter Zeitung says
that despondency has reached a point
bordering on despair, adding that the
bears almost daily sot new unfavorable
rumors afloat which gain ready cred-
ence on a really pessimistic boerse, and
the boerse, in despair, offers a good
soil for such rumors, which seldom fail
of success.

The bank troubles in South Germany
spread last week to Pforsheim, Stuttgait
and minor points. Several small institu-
tions failed. Bank stock had a hard
week. It is admitted that banking con-
ditions have been slightly unfavorable
during the quarter now closing and that
the prospects for the final quarter of the
year are equally bad. The average fall
of bank stocks for the week was about
3 points. Dresdener bank stock fell 6.00.
The bears are making a determined at-
tack upon the institution because of its
connection with the Ludwig Loewe com-
pany, whose shares have recently fallen
heavily owing to the unfavorable condi-
tion of the machinery market and be-
cause also the head of the company is
involved in a number of subcompanies.

Although the Deutsche bank published
during the week its semi-annual report
showing an increase of 62,C00,00J marks
in its turn over, its shares fell 2.40 points.

The market for Americans was weak,
and Canadians fell two points. A num-
ber of iron and machinery companies
issued their annual reports during the
week, showing heavily reduced dividends
and this led to renewed declines in quo-
tations. Many industrials fell more than
ten points.

The attack upon ocean transportation
shares was continued and strong pres-
sure to sell prevailed throughout the
entire week.

Manchester Cloth Market.
MANCHESTER, Sept. 29.—The cloth

market last week was characterized by
a lack of animation. The turnover was
moderate. In some section's . conditions
were slightly better toward the end of
the week, with more business occasional-
ly, but the aggregate was small.

Inquiry for India was poor, most of
the offers being impracticable. There
was more inquiry in shirtings for China,
which occasionally resulted in business,
but price and delivery were difficult to
arrange. Tr.e merchants were not eager
to operate.

Yarns continued unsettled owing to the
fluctuations in cotton. Buyers are oper-
ating cautiously

WHAT LIVE STOCK MEN WANT.
Report of Committee to Draft Bills

for National l.aivs.
DENVER, Col., Sept. 29.—The commit-

tees appointed some time ago to draft
bills for national laws to be submitted, to the fifth annual convention of the

! National Live Stock association, which
meets in Chicago Dec. 3, have complsted
the draft of bills as follows:

For federal inspection of inte"state ship,
ments of live stock; for government in-spection of woolen goods: allowing set-
tlers in the arid and semi-arid districtsthe right to exchange lands of equal
value with the government, so as tosolidify their holdings; for a second as-
sistant secretary of agriculture who
shall be required to give his so'e at-
tention to the live stock industry; for a
classified assessment of live stock.

for the convention includes the follow-ing: Hon. James Wilson, secretary of
agriculture; Senator Warren, of Wyo-
ming; Dr. E. Salmon, chief of the bureau
of animal industry; Frederick V. Coville,
botanist to the government; Gifford Pin-
chot, government forester; Gov. Richard
Yates, of Illinois; Hon. Carter H. Har-
rison, mayor of Chicago.

THE DISCOVERY^Of""aMERICA.
Henry Vignaud Says the Toscaneili

Letter to Alfonao If* a Myth.
PARIS Sept. 29.-An important work,

which throws a fresh light on the dis-covery of America by Columbus, has been
written by Henry Vignaud, first sec-retary of the United States embassy
here. It is in French and will be pub-lished in this city Oct. 1. Mr. Vignaud
who is the vice president of the Ameri-can Society of Paris, has made a lifestudy of the early history of AmericaIn an interview with the correspond-
ent of the Associated Press Mr Vitr-
naud said:

"The present work is intended to showthat for the lest four centuries we havebeen deceived by a fraud which hidesfrom us the real beginnings of Colum-
bus' project and that the famous docu-ments ascribed to Toscaxielli, the learned
Florentine astronomer, were fabricatedI submit excellent reasons for believin"that Toscanelli never wrote the letterof 1474 to King Alfonso of Portugal andnever traced the chart alleged to haveaccompanied it. Columbus' design was
not founded on any scientific basis buton positive confirmation as to the ex-
istence of lands to the westward."

REV. WILLIAM*C. DEAD.
Had Been Editor of Interior for

Over Thirty Year*.
CHICAGO, Sept. 29.-Rev. William CGray, the venerable editor of the In-terior, a publication of the Presbyter-

ian church, died today at his home inOak Park. Dr. Gray, who was in his
seventieth year, underwent a surgical
operation just before he left for his sum-mer vacation in the Wisconsin woods.When he returned a few weeks ago hewas in a weakened condition, due notonly to the surgical operation, but to thegrowing infirmities of age. He grew
gradually weaker, and for several days
his friends had realized that there wasno hope for his recovery.

Dr. Gray was one of the foremostPresbyterians of the West and had been
identified with the Interior for over thir-
ty years. His "Camp Fire Musings" and
editorials were widely read.

The price
for the machinery is $26,000: The; build-
ing contractor will be here Monday to
arrange for the commencement of the
work of' erecting the buildings. The
company organized by the _ capitalists
of the two cities has been named the
Dakota Malt and Grain company of
Sioux Falls.

The permanent
secretary, the treasurer, and the super-
intendent of the company will be select-
ed from the Davenport stockholders.

BLAZE AT RUSH CITY.

Mercantile Company Warehouse and
AdjoiningProperty Wiped Out.

RUSH CITY, Minn., Sept. 29.—(Special.)
—The large warehouse of the Rush City
Mercantile company was entirely de-
stroyed by fire at 1 o'clock this morning.
It was completely filled with potatoes,
hay, doors, windows, mouldings and all
kinds of. heavy merchandise, such as
lime, salt and fence wire. The Kelly
store building adjoining with residence
addition and other small buildings were
also gutted., The firemen made a des-
perate fight to save the large department
store of the Mercantile company, Joseph
Ruppe's store, residence and buildings
and the Rush City Roller mills.. The
Mercantile company warehouse destroyed
was formerly the skating rink, 40 by 120
feet. The 'Deering Harvester company
lost a number of machines. The loss is
estimated at $10,000 to $12,000, of which
the greater portion falls on the Mercan-
tile company, with only $3,000 to $4,000
insurance. The loss was doubly great,
not only consisting of potatoes, hay and
other goods that are high in price, but
the need of the warehouse at this time.
The property will doubtless be rebuilt.
