COMMENT OF GEN. WOOD ON SEN-
TENCE OF CUBAN COURT
MARTIAL

CASE OF PRIVATE DARRELL

Suspected of Murder, He Deserted
From the Seventh Cavalry—Re-
captured in South Africa
a Year Later.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5.—The copies of
general orders from the department of
Cuba, just received at the war depart-
ment, eontain the records of an interest-
ing court-martial trial. Loys Darrel, a
private in Troop G, Seventh cavalry, was
tried on a charge of desertion, found
gality and sentenced to be dishonorably
discharged from the service. The re-
viewing authority found much fault with
the finding of the court, holding that-the
penaliy-imposed for the offense committel
was ‘‘'scandalously inadequate” and that
all the testimony presented to the eourt
was that of the accused in his own be-
half. Darrell pleaded ‘‘guilty, with ex-
tenuating circumstances.”

The extenuating circumsiances,  says
Gen. Wood, the reviewing authority, were
that Darrell was suspected of murder by
the majority of his troop. On the morn-
ing of April 16, 1900, Henry L. Crouch, a

private in Troop G, Seventh cavalry,
was found murderel in an ordnan:e stcre=
house tent adjoining the barracks of
his troop at Pinar del Rio, Cuba. Two

coat straps were round his neck, plainly
showing that he had been strangled, and
his skull was crushed, evidently by a
hatchet or other blunt instrument. He
was known to have had money on his
person. His pockets were turned inside
out, indicating the object of the crime.
Circumstances pointed to Darrell, it is
stated, as one of the perpetrators of the
deed, and while an investigation was
being made, Darrell
DESERTED. HIS POST,

went to Havana, then to New Orleans,
and there took passage for South Africa.
On the 2th of the following July -o
was apprehended at Beira, South Africa,

and returned to Cuba for trial. He was
tried before the audencia of Pipar del
Rio on a charge of murder and Tac-
quitted. He immediately went to Col-

ombia barracks and surrendered himsel?
to the comanding officer and was then
tried and sentenced on a charge of descr-
tion.

In rebuking the court, the reviewing
authority points out that Darrell was
absent from his command from the 17th
of May, 1900, to the 3rd of June, 1901, over
a vear, and that even if no attempt to
desert could have been established, an
absence without leave for so long a pe-
riod warranted some penalty by way of
imprisonment and not simply a dis-
charge from the service. In closing his
review of the case, Gen. Wood says: “If
such ideas of military justice as the rec-
ord in this cases discloses are permitted
to prevail the consequences to the dis-
cipline of the army cannot fail to be
disastrous.”

Health of the King.

LONDON, Oct. 5.—No intimation of any
change in the king's condition has been
received at Marlborough house, though
special advices from Aberdeen say that
dispatches recefved from Balmoral at 2:50
o'clock this afternoon arnounce that his
majesty has almost completely recovered
and has arranged to attend service in
the Crathie church tomorrow.

The Court Circular, issued tonight,
does not mention the king's movements,
as the weather at Balmoral is under-
stood to be very bad,

THE CORONATION OF EDWARD ViL
OF ENGLAND AND THE -
QUEEN CONSORT ‘
THE EARL MARSHAL'S RULES

Make Minute Regulations, Regard-
ing the Robes of the Peers and
Peeresses Summoned s
to Attenq.

LONDON. Oct. 5—There is quite a
flutter in high society owing ‘to the' fact
that the earl marshal has issued the
rules and regulations governing-'what is
to be worn at the coronation of King
Edward next year. = The whole docu-
ment breathes of the Middle Ages, when
distinctions in dres§” were considered so
essential, and the quaintneéess ' of the
phraseology in which the attendance of
the nobility of the United Kingdom is
required ‘“‘at the ceremony of the royal
coronation of their most sacred majes-
ties,”” and describing the regulations in
regard to dresses and head dress is dis-
tinctly medieval. There is a curious
graduation in the fur trimmings of the
robes which emphasize distinctions ex-
isting in the ranks of ;the aristocracy.
All the peers have been notified that
their robes must be of ‘‘crimson .wvelvet
edged with miniver, the cap furred. with
miniver, pure and powdered, with bars
or rows of ermine according to their de-
gree."”

Here follows the numerous graduations
distinguishing between .ue rank. Barons
are allowed 2 rows of ermine, viscounts
2% rows, earls 3, marquises 3% rows and
dukes 1 rows. All the mantles and
robes must be worn over full court dress
uniforms or regimentals.

The earl marshal's, order banishes
counterfeit pearls and all jewels from
coronets which are to be  ‘silver gilt,
the caps of crimson velvet, turned up
with ermine with gold tassels on -top.'

No jewels or precious stones are to
be set or used in coronets, nor counter-
feits of pearls instead of silver balls.”

The number of the latter permitied
reveals a nice sense. of .. .-nction. | A
baron’s coronet bears six sllver balls, a
viscount's 16, an earl’s 8,with gold, straw-
berry leaves between; a marquis’ 4 balls
and 4 leaves alternately. A uuke's cor-
onet has no balis and. has, only, gold
strawberry leaves. The earl marshal
next prescribes the mantles to:be worn
by the peeresses. These are of the same
materials as the men’'s with similar
graduations in the numbers of bars of
ermine and balls. Lengths of “trains
mark the different ranks. A baroness
is only allowed a train of 3 feet, a Vis-
countess has 134 yards, countesses have
115 yards, a marchioness has 13 yards
and a ‘duchess 2 yards. !

Then follows a curt notification as to
who shall be excluded. Peeresses in
their own right and widows of peers
are allowéd to come, but widows who
have remarried beneath their rapk in
the peerage are ‘‘not entitled to a sum-
mons to attend the coronation.”

VICTORIA MEMORIAL.

American Contrllu_lﬂonl
Amount to $75,000.

LONDON, Oect. 5.—The American con-
tributions to the Queen Victoria memo-
rial fund amounts to £15,000, which, ac-
cording to the king's consent to a request
made by the American:society -in Lon-
don, will be applied to.a clearly desig-
nated portions of the memorial This
will be designed and execu.ed Dby an
American sculptor in harmony with the
general design. It is expected that this

- sculptor will be selected after some form

of preliminary competition in the United
States. The society in London discussed
at a meeting held this week the proprie-
ty of opcning a subseription -in London
for an English memorial to President
McKinley. TR

JEWELRY IS THE FASHION.

Its Use Among Men of London Is on
the Incrense.

LONDON, Oct. 5—The theft of, Lord
Anglesey’'s £40,000 worth of jewelry, used
in his personal adornment alone, has
brought out much talk ‘in ultra fashion-
able society regarding men who wear
unseen jewels. Investigations among
West End jewelers disclose the fact that
there is an extensive trade in curios and
costly articles worn beneath ordinary®
clothing, stch as snakes around waists,
neck and leg, bangles, chalns and amu-
lets of various, singuiar designs. Be-
sides this extraordinary vogue, the fash-
ifon among men of wearing jewelry in-
creased enormously this year, many us-
ing two pairs-of links in each cuff and
jeweled buttons with evening waist-
coats. It is recalled in this connection
that King Edward occasionally wears a
bangle on his wrist, ‘that the late Duke
of Saxe Coburg and Gotha wore a heavy
gold bracelet for years, and! that.lord
Brampton (better known as Justice
Hawkins, of the queen's bench division
of the high court ef justice), even when
sitting on the bench wore a number, of
such ornaments. : .

different light and develops ‘the appetite

His plans for iﬁmounts
of various fcods he has to purchase are
made accordingly. But since he has wit.
nessed the_“cure" of his first class of,
oplum eaters he sees that if he continues
the work of rescue he has begun extra .

The regular allowance of food. is
ordinarily enough to satisfy the heartiest
eaters, but when the patient has begun
to evince an interest in his inner man
there is no limit to what he will and can
eat. The regular meals did- not suffice
.and the patient would beg for that left
by the less hungry.. If he could not beg
he would borrow, and if he could not
borrow he would help himself. When 1
found out what was going on I Jearned
that our supplies would not hold-out, so'
I. bought additional supplies for the pa-
tients, as the county would not furnish
them. The expense would, if kept up, be
a heavy drain, but as long as there are
inmates here who want the treaiment I
will see that they get all théy can eat.
They need have no#fear on that score.””

Five of the eight inmates who have
been cured of their desire for the opiate
are, still confined at the county' j&il. The
others have served out their sentences, .

CASE OF MISS STONE

DEPARTMENT OF STATE EXERTS
ITSELF IN KIDNAPED MIS-'
SIONARY’S BEHALF

NO FUNDS FOR HER RANSOM

State Department Has No Authority
to Pay Out Money for That
Puarpose — Roosevelt
Interested.

WASHINGTON, Oct. §—The machin=
ery of the department of state is now at
work to save from death or prolonZed
captivity Miss Helen Stone, the mission-
ary who was kidnaped in Turkey. The
president himself has become actively .ins
terested in the matter. Today Dr. Sam-
uel H, Capen, president of the American
board: of misssions, and Dr. Judson
Smith, the foreign secretary of that
board, arrived in Washington from Bos-
ton, and went directly to the state de-
partment. After an hour's conference
with Acting Secretary Adee and Solicitor
Penfield, they were escorted to the White
house. President Roosevelt gave close
attention to their statement.

Although the department of state al-
ready had taken up the matter, Presidént
Roosevelt laid fresh injunctions upon mr. |
Adee to spare no“effort to accomplish the
purpose he had in view of releasing Miss
Stone. The clergymen were highly grati-
fied at the earnestness exhibited by the
president and the state department offi-
cials and left for their home in Boston,
satisfied that the United States @overn-
ment is doing everything possible in Miss
Stone’s behalf. Owing to the pecualiar
conditions of this case, none of the par-
ties to today’s conference was at ligerty
to make a statment for publication re-
specting the measures to be adopted. : It
is gathered that whatever may be dons
in the future, in a punitive ‘way, Miss
Stone must be ransomed to begin with.
Probably the money must come from'
the mission board or from private con-
tributions, for the state departmeni has
no funds which may be used to pay the
ransom,

MORE CENSUS FIGURES

Covering Manufacturing Industries
of the State of Kansas.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5—The census
bureau today issued a preliminary re-
port on the manufacturing industries of
the state of Kansas, and the cities of
Kansas City, Leavenworth, Topeka, and
Wichita, in that state. It shows that
Kansas City has 7,830 such establishments,
an increase of 756 per cent over 1890; a
capital of $66,827,362, an Increase of 52
per cent; 35,192 wage earners drawing a
total of $16,307,689 in wages; value of
products, $172,129 398. Kansas City has |
92 establishments; capital $18,633,475; 10,544 .
wage earners, drawing a total of $4,886,259 |
in wages, and the value of its products is |
$82,768,943. The number of establishments
increased 110 per cent since 1890, and value
+of products 28 per cent.

Topeka has 599 establishments, an in-

crease of 7 per cent; capital $3,891,530; 3,-
758 wage earners; total wages, $2,110,721;
value of products, $9,977,605, an increase
of 48 per cent.
..-Wichita has 328 establishments, an In-
crease of 28 per cent; capital $2,108,524;
‘wage earners, 1505; total wages, $639,271;

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5.—Several briefs
were filed at the interior department to-
“day in the case of the Cherokee Oil and
Gas company, which is contending for
leases of lands belonging to the Cherokee
Indian Nation in Indian Territory for the
purpose of mining oil and gas. The case
will have a hearing on Monday, The
company claim an act of the Cherokee
national council authorizing Cherokee
citizens to sublet their mining licénses
.to non-citizens as authority for grang-
ing a renewal of thelr leases, but the
briefs of the other side, representing the
- Cherokee Nation and certain individual
Cherckees, contend  that that act was
‘repealed, and further, that the council
had no authority to pass such an act.
‘They elaim -that . the granting of . the
.leases would violate treaties, acts of con-
gress and of the Cherokee Nation. A
brief for the Delaware Indians, protest-
ing against the granting of the leases,
sayvs that neither the Cherokees or the
Delawares have consented to the leasing
of their lands.
