CHINESE COURT Wllil. TRAVEL RE-

AUDI-ESS OF EXPENSE—

CIALS RESIGN

LEGATION GUARDS UNRULY

Get Drunk and Do Pretty Much as
They Piea_e—Legation Quar-

ters Being Strongly

Fortified.

PEKIN, Oct. 7.—The officials here have
not been informed as to. whether the
court has started for Kai-Feng-Fu (as
announced in a dispatch from Shanghai
yesterday). Previous advices lead to the
belief that the court did start. The tem-
porary palaces at Ka-i-Feng-Fu and Pao-
Tlng-Fu are being prepared like perma-
nent dwellings, although they will be
occupied for only a few days. The req-
uisitions for the . traveling expenses al-
ready amount to 13.000,000 taels, in spite
of the edict enjoining economy in . this
respect. The scale of preparations may
be judged from a single item—
taels will be expended on tableware.
Several local officials along the route
have resigned because they are unable
to meet the expenses of entertaining the
court. The latter's journey now is par-
ticularly unfortunate, because 7 the re-
gions traversed have :been impoverished
by the summer famine.

MISTREATED BY SOLDIERS,

The Chinese officials are considering the
desirability of protesting to the foreign
ministers against j the conduct of the le-
gation guards. The soldiers continue to
treat the Chinese like a conquered peo-
ple. Groups of soldiers roam about the '-

city, wearing their side-arms, often in-
toxicated, maltreating the natives and
committing petty robberies. A party of.
Americans recently looted a silversmith's'
store, securing several hundred taels'
worth of property. The whole garrison
was confined to barracks until the guilty
men were detected. The governor of
Pekin has protested because foreign
storekeepers continue to occupy dwellings
which they seized in 1901, regardless of
their owners' wishes. The ministers

will evict the storekeepers from these
places.

STRONGLY FORTIFIED.
Correspondence has been exchanged be-

tween the Chinese officials and the min-
isters regarding the complaints . made by
Chinamen that they have been com-
pelled against their will to take part in
the work of building the new legations.
It is becoming evident that some modus
Vivendi must be established or .the condi-
tions here will become intolerable. Not-
withstanding the ministers' policy of
moderation in erecting defenses, the le-
gation quarter presents the appearance
of a fortified city. The British defenses,'
opposite the imperial city, are particular-
ly formindable. The Italian defenses, ad-
joining the British, have embrasures for
cannon, a deep moat protects the German
section, and across the city wall the Ger-
mans have erected a stone fort for ar-
tillery.

Prince Su, the collector of taxes, has
adopted the policy of taxing goods
brought into Pekin for foreign mer-
chants. Hitherto such goods have not
been taxed, and the merchants have pro-
tested to the ministers, who held that
the goods should remain untaxed on the.
ground that they are intended for the use
of the legations.
